HOW TO HAVE A $1000 CATALOG SHOW

Thank you for choosing to host a Pampered Chef Catalog Show! Yes! It IS possible to have a $1000 Catalog Show, and I would love to help you have that type of success with your show. Here are a few hints and ideas:

· Organize yourself as if you were having a party. Create a “guest list” with the enclosed Catalog Show Planner and the 50 In 5 so you can keep track of people to you share catalogs with and can follow up with them to inquire about orders. This list also helps you brainstorm whom to share catalogs with. 

· Not sure who to share catalogs with? You want to contact at least 30-40 people. Can’t think of that many people? How about family, neighbors, co-workers (yours, those of your spouse, family members or friends), parents of your children’s friends and your Holiday card list. Don’t forget those men who love to cook or are the main cooks in the home. How about those out-of-town friends and family? Send an email through my website to those who are out-of-town or out-of-state. Encourage friends and family to get orders from their friends and family.

· Take a catalog and order forms with you wherever you go! You never know who may be interested! Just like a party, you will never offend anyone for inviting them, but you may offend if you DON’T invite them.

· When you give someone a catalog, give them a time frame in which you will follow up. For example, let them know you will follow up in 2-3 days to see if they have any questions or would like to place an order. This doesn’t leave it open-ended, which is when people tend to forget all about it once they bring the catalog home.  

· Remember they can always order through my website!  I will set up your show ASAP and email you your password.  Not only can your guest shop a catalog online, but they can place an order through your show!  With your password, you can see who has and who hasn’t ordered, so you can keep track of  your show!

· Be sure to share the Monthly Guest Special with everyone you tell about your Catalog Show. Remember that your enthusiasm about the show is contagious! Really talk it up!

· You are responsible for collecting payment at the time the orders are placed. Although I gladly accept cash, checks (made payable to me) and credit cards, it is most helpful for your customers to use a credit card for payment. This way, you don’t have to collect the money! There is a place on the order form for credit card information, so please make sure it is filled out completely and signed by each guest. 

· In _________________ tax is added after the shipping and handling charges are added. Tax is ________% for local orders. Pantry/food items (are/are not) taxed  at ________%. If you need assistance with calculations, I will be happy to help you! For those guests out-of-state, they will be taxed at their local rates if the order is being shipped directly to them. (I can help you with the S&H charges.)

· Last of all: GOOD LUCK! Obviously the more orders you collect, the more successful your show will be AND the more FREE and DISCOUNTED products you will earn! Be sure to take a look at the Monthly Host Special because this is in addition to the other free and discounted products you will get. Also, remember that if anyone books a show from yours (Cooking or Catalog Show) and holds it within 6 months, you’ll get the opportunity to purchase the Monthly Host Special at their show too!

· BONUS: If your Catalog Show sales are over $400 or if you obtain 2 Cooking Show bookings… I will convert your Catalog Show into a Cooking Show, which will give you an additional $15 toward FREE products! One of those bookings could be your own Cooking Show for a future date!
