2006 – 2nd Annual Pampered Chef Host and Guest Appreciation

Registration

· Every person receives a red ticket for the door prize drawing

· If they RSVP’d they receive a second ticket

· If they brought a friend and/or an outside order, they receive a ticket for each

· If they are here at or before 6:30, they get a blue ticket for the “On Time” drawing

· Each person should pick up a folder and pen from the consultant who invited them

6:30 - Give away the on-time drawing (Lemon and Rosemary hand soap, lotion and sink fizz)

Announce program begins @ 6:45. Encourage guests to browse and get something to eat and drink before we begin.

Introduce consultants. Darla, Linda, Kelly, Julie, Marge, Cindy, Sheryl, Maria, Bernice, and myself.

Thank guests for coming and for their past business.

Explain the setup of products. (every product on display – Kit products and bonus kits)

Mention favor and taste testing the recipes.

Give overview – Drawings throughout the evening, some shares, a skit, quick demos of a few products you may not have seen at a show before, info on our wedding registries, our giving programs, eat and shop.

Marge, Kelly and Julie share why they started doing Pampered Chef, why they are still doing Pampered Chef and how they know they made the right decision.

Darla to tell her story.

Invite guests to take a closer look at the opportunity. Who here is interested in hearing more about the Pampered Chef opportunity? Be sure to see the consultant who invited you here tonight for more details. Raise your hand so your consultant will know who to talk with later and you’ll get 5 more chances for the prize drawings.

Linda in charge of drawings. She will announce when she wants to do a drawing all evening long. Make sure everyone has their tickets in the pot. Everyone here should have at least one ticket, because you’re here. Did you RSVP? Add another ticket. Did you bring a friend? Bring an order? Are you seriously considering the Pampered Chef Opportunity? 5 tickets for this! Are you booking or have you already booked a December or January show? 5 tickets for this too!!!   Do the drawing.

Stack the hosts: (Maria and Bernice are the hosts. The rest of us will be the stackers)

Maria will be our December host. Our host program is very versatile and allows you to get many great products without even spending a dime, so if cash is a little scarce this month and you’ve still got shopping to do, one solution might be to host a December kitchen show. Let’s say Maria’s show had $500 in sales and her friend Bernice booked a show for January. Maria would be entitled to two half price items and her choice of the two host bonus items at 60% off the regular price, plus $90 worth of Pampered Chef products free, plus a 25% discount on whatever she chose over the $90.00 free, plus a 10% discount on any Pampered Chef purchases over the next year, plus she could take advantage of the host bonus in January at her friend Bernice’s party. Maria chose the Good Company Coffee and Tea and the Coffee and More Cups for Mom and Dad. Mom likes tea and Dad prefers coffee. He loves to try new things and will love the flavor. Brother Bob will get the Tool Turn-About. He’s an artist and has been looking for something to organize his painting knives, brushes and other painting tools. Daughter Sarah just loves bake, so she’ll get the Kid’s Cookie Making Set. Son Albert loves to cook and wants to be a chef when he grows up, so the Kid’s Apron and Chef’s Hat will be perfect for him. Maria has her hands in water a lot and they get so dry during the winter, so she can treat herself to the Lemon and Rosemary Hand Lotion. Husband Paul has been a very good boy this year and has even helped out quite a bit with the cooking. He loves to grill and has gotten burnt a few times because the handle on the turner was too short, so he’ll be thrilled with the Barbecue Turner. She chose that as a half price item. The coffee was ½ price as well. She was able to get all this and it only cost her $12.65 including tax!!! She saved over 90%. Wow what a deal!!!

Bernice got some money for Christmas and loves to shop with The Pampered Chef. She had some specific goals in mind when planning her January Pampered Chef show. She asked her consultant what she needed to do in order to have a show at least as nice as Maria’s and they worked together to make that happen. In January, hosts get to choose any one piece of our open stock cookware at 60% off. Ever since the Executive Cookware came out, Bernice has wanted to get it, so she chose the 12” skillet at 60% off and the 5 piece set as one of her half price items. She needed some nice nylon tools, so she chose the Chef’s tools as her other half price item. Those tools just happen to be the guest special for January, so since her order was more than $60.00 she could choose any one of them for free, so she selected another slotted spoon. Bernice planned ahead a little, teaming up with her consultant, and found out that the February host bonus was to choose any 2 pieces of stoneware @ 60% off. All she needed was a booking from her show to hold in February and she could add to her stoneware collection. She got not one booking, but two. That meant she’d be able to add 4 new stoneware pieces to her collection at 60% off their regular price. WOW! Her daughter got engaged @ Christmas, and she wanted to get a head start on the shower gifts, so she got the Pizza Party Set for her, which includes the large round stone and rack, the pizza cutter, and the stoneware inspirations cookbook free. There are 3 birthdays in her family in February, so she chose the ice cream dipper for free as well, to help with serving the ice cream. The prep bowl set was her next selection. Her neighbor is going through a difficult time and it would really cheer her up to get one of those prep bowls filled with bath salts and tied up with a bow. That type of gift continues to give as it will be used over and over again, once the bath salts are gone. The Cooking for Two and More Cookbook would be perfect for her and Mike. It wouldn’t be long before they’d be empty nesters. Her husband Mike loves to cook and they both love to entertain. There’s a section in the cookbook called weekend chef, one called trip for two and another one for cooking with friends. This will certainly have some great ideas for new recipes to help get through the winter blues. All total, she spent $217.88, but had she not had the show, it would have cost her $566.05. She saved 62% on her purchases!!! Remember, she got 2 February bookings, so in February, she’ll be able to get any 4 stoneware pieces to add to her collection at 60% off plus 10% off whatever else she gets not just at those shows, but all year long.

Now, Bernice booked from Maria, so Maria got to take advantage of that January host bonus as well, and she selected the Professional Saute pan for only $15.20. What a bargain!!!

Should any of you decide to book a show with your consultant in December or January, you’ll get an additional 5 tickets for the prize drawings tonight. In fact, the first one to book with their consultant tonight will get an additional $10 free as a special gift from their consultant. 

Each of the consultants here tonight, are doing a mystery host show. What that means to you is this. All the orders collected tonight, plus any orders she’s collected from those not able to be here tonight, will go into a pot. One of those orders will be drawn and will win all the host benefits for the orders collected, as if they actually hosted a show. Any bookings for future months will allow that person to purchase the host bonus in the month of the booking as long as the new booking holds within 6 months.
