1. Screwdriver

2. Putty Knife

3. Clean under nails

4. Crease corners while wallpapering

5. Letter opener

6. Frost mini cupcakes

9. Clean microwave oven walls

10. Ice scraper or "bug scraper" for your car windshield

11. Scratching poison ivy, and mosquito bites

12. Spread icing when putting gingerbread house together

13. Scrape macaroni and cheese from Formica tables

14. Sandbox tool (makes the smoothest roads ever)

15. Scraping gutters (esp. those little rocks from shingles)

16. Bookmark

17. Cleaning the little crack between the stove and counter

18. Swirling the swirl in swirled brownies

19. Smoothing down labels and tape
