Sealed Envelope Game:

I don't force anyone to play but I do have sealed envelopes that include PC products, discounts and of course parties.  I have each guest take an envelope when they arrive and at the conclusion of my demo (or if there is a down time during) I tell them what could possibly be in their envelopes.  When they "check out" at the end of the show I ask them if they would like to open their envelope and I'd say most people do.  I've never had anyone win a party that didn't hold it and it is less pushy than making the attendees do it.

Pass the Tool Game

It's nothing fancy but the guests seem to like it, it lasts throughout the whole show, it makes the guests WANT to hear about hosting benefits, everyone gets involved, and if you ever have some "dead air" time where you need something to say and your brain has temporarily quit functioning - it gives you a quick joke.  I feel like I should throw a drumroll in here!  lol!

The Pass the ________ Game!  Fill in the blank with whatever tool you want to give away.  I always do something different in case you see the same people at shows a lot and make it something people would really want to win. I used a slice 'n serve last time - the pizza cutter is a good one and of course any scraper (the super swat is fun, too - an inexpensive!).  The "magic word" is Host (or any word that has host in it like - hosting,

hosted, hosts etc...)  Every time I say it they pass the tool and whoever has it at the end wins.

During my intro I tell them the magic word and say, "During the show I'm going to be sharing all of the benefits of hosting your own show.  So by the end of my demo you'll all want to host your own show - but I BEG you please don't mob me in a panic... I have plenty of dates to go around!"  They always laugh at that.

I mention all the hosting features throughout the demo - and if I ever get stuck for something to say while spreading a filling or filling the EAD etc... -I throw in a "Host, host, host, host, host!" which makes them laugh as they try to figure out how many I said and who should be holding it.

As I get ready to close I announce, "This is almost the end of the Pass the _______ Game so listen closely."  I quickly go over the benefits - one more time.  Point out that when they host their show they can choose from a

number of different themes and recipes (and list the themes) so that no two shows are the same.  If I'm offering anything in addition to the company I put it in here.  Then I "unveil" the next month's Host bonus.  Finally I

announce the game is over who has the _________?  "Congratulations!  You are now the proud owner of your very own_________!  I hope you'll both be very happy together."  Hand her the use and care card and point out to everyone that everything comes with one

Kitchen Tool Bingo:

Have guests fill in remaining boxes with their favorite PC Tools or what they think you are going to use during your demo (ONE tool per box) as you do your demo and talk about the tool or you use the tool the guest marks it off on the Bingo card. You can have as many winners as you like (I do 3) and I give them a recipe card or a Twixit Clip with the poem attached or a coupon for $1.00 off a product.  It’s a lot of fun and I usually announce at the beginning of the game that anyone wanting to book a show can have one extra FREE space if they fill in one of the FREE spaces on my calendar!
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FREE Space!!!

Let's play a game with this gift I will part. If you were the first guest to arrive, that's where it starts.

You thought this gift was meant for you, but I have another idea or two.

So hang onto the gift and think a bit, then hand it to the guest who finds our great OVEN MITT.

So it was you who found the mitt, what could be greater? Except getting the gift by finding the EASY ACCENT DECORATOR.

Hosting a party is no riddle; its quick and easy now find the SQUARE GRIDDLE.

This party is fun; I'm so glad we met, but right now you should find the DELUXE STONEWARE GIFT SET.

Flip thru the pages with no undue stress but be sure you are the one who finds our terrific GARLIC PRESS.

Please take your time but don't be late, because now you want to find our CELEBRATION PLATE.

Wasn't that fun? The plate couldn't nicer, quick be the 1st to find the APPLE PEELER, CORER, SLICER.

Now that you've seen the products what could be hipper? What about the page with our cool ICE CREAM DIPPER.

Flip through your catalog and I'll take a bet, that you can be the first to find the new CARVING SET.

Now the Queen of the shopper stands above the rest, find the___________________ (this month's guest special) and you keep the new Season's Best!



By listing the monthly guest special as the last line, it leads me right into talking about that special and the answer is always changing in case someone knows they just need to find the food chopper.

The Animal Poem Game

This is the animal game!

It's a lot of fun to play!

Don't be shy and don't be slow,

There is no time for delay!

This poem will be read.
Everyone will laugh and be loud,
Because to earn this prize,
You must make animal sounds!

Now find the Food Chopper,
It's so fast - you'll have leftover time for a kiss,
You might get this prize first if you locate the page,
And let out a rattlesnake hiss!

Next, you must find the Cookie Press,
You'll want to bake cookies from dusk 'til dawn!
The prize is now yours if you can tell me the page,
And follow it up with a great tiger yawn!

Now, NOTHING bakes better than stones,
Food bakes even and won't stick.

Left/Right Game
When (hostess) booked a show, I knew right away
That working with her would make my day.

She made up her list of who to invite
And went over it twice to make sure it was right.

As replies came in, she checked them right off her list
Until no one was left and no one was missed!

She chose the right menu for her friends to eat
And left it to me to make it a treat.

She did all the right things and now waits to see
What she will get from her wish list for free

With everything packed, I left right away
Thinking about the show and the right things to say.

You arrived right on time as I set up my things
And spoke of the joy that Pampered Chef brings.

You learned that with Stoneware, pizza crusts cook just right
And a whole lot more you didn't know until tonight

The right tool for the job is what you have found
You can't wait to bake cookies that are evenly browned.

The chopper, the stones, what's the right thing to choose?
Buy them all! You have nothing to lose.

The show feels right, the food will be a hit

There's much left to show and lots to say

The Pampered Chef should be your decision.

You've seen and heard what the Pampered Chef can do
Now the choice is left up to you.

That's all I have left to say for tonight
Except that the winner is left on the right!!

 UGLY UTENSIL CONTEST

Ugly utensil contest.  It's a great excuse for host's to do their last minute call backs without feeling like they're "begging or bugging" their guests.  Just have the host call everyone a day or so before the show and ask them to bring the ugliest kitchen utensil that they actually use.  And whoever has the ugliest (to be decided by votes of the guests) will get a little gift, plus a discount on the Pampered Chef version of that utensil; if it's something we carry.

INTRO GAMES

One other thing that may help is to turn my intros into a game.  I have 4 large fake $100 bills that I pass around and have everyone share their name, how they know the host, if they have PC products - narrow it down to a couple favorites, and if they don't - help me out by letting me know whether or not they like to cook, and what kinds of things they cook.  Then with the money, I have them share what they would do if they had an extra $400 a month in their monthly budget.  Turn it into a creative thing maybe by asking them what they'd really spend it on, and then what they'd really like to spend it on.  Most creative or entertaining gets a prize.  Plus, you could tell them that the $400 extra comes from doing what we do once a week.  But, if they did it twice a week, they could make both dreams come true.

POINTS FOR PC PRODUCTS

Prepared questions similar to those previously mentioned - except insert "PC" questions in amongst them.  AND sprinkle them throughout the demo to keep the attention of "chatty" guests!  She also told the guests that she doesn't go back and "repeat” the questions!  They have to listen carefully!
Example:

1. Give yourself 5 points if you own a set of PC cookware. (Here, she paused and briefly described cookware and asked for testimonials.)

2. Give yourself 5 points if you have eaten together at the table as a family in the last 24 hours. (Here, of course is our opportunity to talk about the ease of PC products and the importance of eating together as a family).

3. Give yourself 5 points if you plan on taking some information home with you tonight about how the PC could fit into your lifestyle as a way to earn extra income.

4. Give yourself 5 points if you own any red underwear.

5. Give yourself 10 points if you RSVP'd to our hostess about our show tonight.

6. Give yourself 20 points if you plan to book a show and hold it within the next 3 months.  (Talk here about our host program.)

These are only examples.  We put the sheet we read from in a plastic sleeve and place on the demo table where we can easily read another question when you are starting to lose the attention of the quests, or you need to talk about bookings, etc. Remember - don't go back and repeat all the questions!  They will even "shush" each other in order to hear the next question!  This even helps in shows where all the attention is going to the "adorable baby" or children crying, etc.  At the end of the demo, have guests add up the points and give the winner a small prize. This is our "crowd control" technique!  Another good thing about this is that you don't have to use all your questions - the winner is simply the one with the most points!  Be sure to frame the questions for what YOU want to talk about:  products, bookings, opportunity, etc. And throw in some cute, zany questions to keep the laughter going!  HAVE FUN!

PC Info Games

Recipe fun

Materials needed:

· (25) Index cards with the name of a pampered chef recipe

· A blank sheet of paper to accompany each card

· A small prize

Place the cards in a basket.  Be sure to mix them up.  Ask each guest to pick a card.  Once they pick a card, they have to list (on the separate sheet of paper) different pampered chef tools that can be used to prepare the recipe.  Give them about 2-3 minutes to make their lists.  The one with the most tools listed wins the prize.

Pampered Chef Bingo

Materials Needed:

· A package of 100 index cards (assorted colors)

· 20 plain white index cards

· A list of 19 Pampered Chef tools

· A small prize

Write the name of a Pampered Chef tool on 5 different colored index cards (1 per color).  Repeat with all 19 tools.  There should be 95 colored cards with names of tools.  On the remaining 5 colored cards, write PAMPERED CHEF.  The white cards are your master list.  On each white card, write the name of one of the tools you have listed on the colored cards.  This will be what you will choose from.

How to Play

1. Pass out 5 colored cards to each player.

2. Your Free card is your Pampered Chef Card

3. Ask all players who have a Pampered Chef card to turn it over.

4. Now, pick a card from your master list, and call out the name of the tool.

5. Anyone who has a match to the tool you call out will turn the card over in his or her hand.  If someone gets a duplicate, it’s OK---- they get to turn over 2 (or however many cards they have that have that tools name on it).

6. Continue to do this until someone has turned over all 5 of his or her cards.

7. The first person to turn over all 5 cards yells “Pampered Chef Bingo!” This person wins the prize

Booking Games

Rhyme time

Materials needed:

· A pen and a piece of paper for each guest

· (2) Small gifts

Hand each guest a piece of paper, and have him or her write down the allotted points for each thing that pertains to them within the following rhyme.

This little game is all in rhyme,

It’s fun and it doesn’t take much time,

So get your paper, take a pencil in hand---

When you add up your score, 

You’ll know where you stand!

The one who’s likely to score the most,

Is the one who wants to be a host!

If you date your show this very night, 

Add 100 points----it’s all right!

If a Pampered Chef party you’ve had before, 

Add another 55 to your score.

Give yourself 10 if you’ve brought a guest,

Add 15 more if with children you are blessed.

Add 5 if there shows any gray on your head----

Add 1 point for each year you’ve been wed.

Now that’s all, so add up your points and see

The highest and lowest get a gift from me.
The quarter game

Materials needed:

· One roll of quarters

· A container for tickets

· 2 tickets that say book a show to be held with in 30 days

· 2 tickets that say entertain us

· 2 tickets that say draw again

· 2 tickets that say demo the next recipe

· 2 tickets that say free shipping

· 2 tickets that say 10% discount on your personal order.

After the first recipe pass out 1 quarter to each guest.  Tell them there are 2 types of people.  The outgoing who like to take chances and the reserved who would rather not.  They all have a chance to purchase a ticket for a quarter and take a chance on the tickets or put their quarter towards their order.   By participating they are agreeing to do anything the tickets say.  Let them know what the tickets say and then ask who would like to be the first to buy a ticket, they have nothing to loose.

Tip:  you may use nickels or dimes instead.

Roll – A – Booking

Materials needed:

· Pair of dice

· A basket filled with giveaways items (i.e. quick cut, nylon scraper, cake tester, etc.)

Each guest is given a chance to roll the dice (if they choose to).  Make sure your guests understand the rules: if they roll any combination below to book a show, they must be willing to do so.

Roll a 6 or 12:  Get your choice of a quick cut or a nylon scraper

Roll a 7 or 11:  get your choice of a season best or a mini whisk

Roll snake eyes:  Your shipping and handling charge of $2.75 will be paid

Roll 3,4,5,8,9,10:  Book a show within 3 weeks ----plus pick a prize from the giveaway basket

Easter Egg Game

Decorate your demo table with pastel ribbons, spring flowers, etc., for the Easter season.  Take six eggs (plastic Easter variety) and fill each one with a little gift (use your imagination). In three of the eggs, add a slip of paper saying, “Congratulations, you have won a Pampered Chef Show!” Seal the eggs with tape and put them in a basket in full view of everyone.  Before you award your door prize, ask if anyone likes to gamble.  If so, maybe she would like to take a chance on winning something.  Tempt your guests by telling them that their chances of winning are 100%!

Tip:  Make sure your guests understand that if they choose an egg, they must be willing to book a show with you.

The Gambling Game

Materials Needed:  
· 10 to 14 decorated envelopes

· 4 to 6 small gifts

· 1 big gift

· 4 to 6 slips of paper on which you’ve written: “Congratulations! You’ve Won A Gift!”

· 1 slip of paper saying: “Hurray! – You Won The Top Prize!”

· 5 to 7 slips of paper that say: “Congratulations! – You’ve Just Booked A Pampered Chef Show!”

Pre-Show Preparation:

Place one slip of paper into each envelope.

Tip: Be sure to make a note for yourself of which holds the “TOP PRIZE” slip.

Suggested Script:

The best times to play this game is after your show demonstration ends, but before guests are invited up to look at your tools and taste the recipe.

“I’d like to thank you all again for coming.  I’ve had a great time to night, so before I let you come up to see my tools and get your sample, I think we should play one more game…the GAMBLING GAME. This game is designed to help our Host,____________, earn all her favorite tools tonight.  Participation in this game is strictly voluntary, so let me explain how it works.

Tonight I have _____ gift envelopes with me.  Inside of _______ of these envelopes is a slip of paper saying, “Congratulations! – You’ve Won A Gift!”  (Hold up and describe the special prize for all to see – i.e., a Season’s Best Recipe Cookbook).  If you decide to take a chance and choose one of these envelopes, this is what you will take home with you tonight!

Inside one of the other envelopes is a slip of paper that says, “Hurray! – You’ve Won The Top Prize!” now, look at what I’ll send you home with if you pick that envelope!” (Again, demonstrate and describe the top prize, i.e., a Mini-Whipper)

“And, inside each one of the remaining envelopes, the slip of paper says, Congratulations! – You’ve Just Booked A Pampered Chef Show!” Now you can see why we call this The Gambling Game – because if you play, you’ll have to take a chance.

I’m on my honor to give you a special gift if you select that envelope. So, you’ll need to be on you honor to hold a Pampered Chef Show for me if you select one of those booking envelopes.  So, let’s get started….”
At this point, approach the guest who has been the most enthusiastic throughout the show.  Ask her if she would like to play and if she says “Yes”, let her select an envelope, but remind her NOT to open it.  Then continue around the room doing the same thing until everyone has had a chance to play.

Now, go back to the first guest and say:

“It’s time to play “Let’s Make A Deal”.  You can choose to keep your envelope, open it and take whatever is inside home with you.  Remember that it could be a small gift, the top prize, or an agreement to book a show.  If you’re unsure of what to do, you can give the envelope back to me right now – unopened – say yes to holding a show, and I will bring you that very special top prize (describe the big gift, i.e., Mini-Serving Spatula) the night I do your show.  By making this choice, you’re guaranteed a big gift and you’re helping your Host________________, to get his/her favorite Pampered Chef tools for FREE!  Plus, you will also have a chance to earn FREE Pampered Chef kitchen tools at your show.  Now what would you like to do?”

If she chooses the envelope, give her the gift or write down her name for a booking.  As soon as you have finished going around the room with your “Let’s Make A Deal” offer, thank the guests again, invite them up to see your tools and get a sample of the recipe and ask guests who are booking to see you.
THE KITCHEN SHOW PLANNER GAME

Needed: Kitchen show planners for each guest, pens, Prize drawing slips and highlighters.


Note: You can give the planners and highlighters out at the beginning of your show so that the guest can be making his/her wish list throughout the show. I typically play this game just before serving the dish(s) I've prepared.


Note: Before starting the game I give everyone a survey slip and go over it so he/she knows how to fill it out. Then I have them to turn it over so they can write their game points on the backside.

To your guests:

1. Pretend you are hosting a show.

2. You earn 750 pts. for allowing us to visit your home.

3. If you know 15-24 friends you could invite, give yourself 150 pts.

4. If you know 25 or more friends, give yourself an additional 250 pts.

5. For each friend you think might enjoy having a party of her/his own give yourself 150 pts. for each friend.

6. Now, if you are a very aggressive person and know you can "get those sales", give yourself 1400-3100 pts depending on your aggressiveness and how many dollars in sales you can get based on the sales chart. For example: $500 = 1400 pts.

7. If you are not very aggressive, give yourself 150-1000 pts., depending on how many dollars in sales you can get based on the sales chart.

8. You earn 150 pts. for closing your show.


Okay, add up all of your points.


Now, turn your planners over and see just how many items you marked on your wish list you could actually get for free just by hosting your own show! Note: I usually give the person with the highest number of points a prize. The person with the lowest number of points also gets a prize.

Note: I also mention about the one-year discount, the half-priced items, and the host discount before closing the show.


Note: This is a way of quickly "Hostess Coaching" your potential hostesses at one time without letting them know you're teaching them how to have a successful party.

The purse game
You ask guests to get out their purses. The first person who can show you a lighter gets a play money $10 bill and you explain that stoneware doesn't burn, then ask for loose change which explains the round up from the heart, and ribbon explains that PC stuff makes great gifts, and so on. At the end of the game see who has the most money. Then I usually throw in "Who wants an extra $100 bill (play money of course)?" Anyone who books a show gets another 100 to tack on to their total. The winner gets a Seasons Best cookbook. This really helps me get bookings and the guests feel that they are participating and get very competitive. I'll put the list of what each item in the purse shows below, you can add or subtract what you want to:

1. CANDY - WHOLE LINE OF SWEET TOOTH RECIPES/DESSERTS

2. SUNGLASSES - COMPANY USUALLY OFFERS 3-4 TRIPS/YEAR - AUSTRALIA, BAHAMAS,  BRING YOUR SHADES!

3. LIPSTICK - CONSULT. GETS CHANCE TO DOLL UP AND GO OUT W/GIRLS AND HAVE FUN

4. KEYS - 2 SHOWS COMMISSION MAKES MY CAR PAYMENT

5. CHECK - 2 SHOWS WEEK = AVERAGE $800-$1000 MONTH

6. BUSINESS CARD - IF YOU GIVE MINE TO FRIEND AND THEY HAVE A PARTY YOU GET
GIFT FROM ME

7. GROCERY LIST - CONSULTANTS CAN WRITE OFF LOTS OF GROCERIES AS SAMPLE
RECIPE INGREDIENTS

8. CREDIT CARD - WE DO ACCEPT CREDIT CARDS

9. CHANGE - ROUND UP FROM HEART

10. LIGHTER/MATCHES - STONEWARE DOESN'T BURN

11. CALCULATOR - ADD UP SAVINGS

12. MEMBERSHIP CARD - PAST HOSTESS 10% OFF

13. ADDRESS BOOK - GUESTS TO INVITE TO YOUR SHOW

14. STAMP - YOU INVITE THE GUESTS, I'LL DO THE REST

15. COUPON - GUEST SPECIALS

16. PICTURE OF FAMILY - TEACH RECIPES TO SHARE W/FAMILY

17. ANYTHING THAT CUTS - WARRANTY ON KNIVES

18. RECEIPT - SAVE RECEIPT UNDER SILVERWARE TRAY, ALL 30 DAY GUARANTEE

19. CATALOG - CATALOG SHOW IF DON'T WANT IT IN HOME

20. CALENDAR - WHEN WOULD BE GOOD TIME FOR YOU TO HAVE A SHOW?

21. RIBBON/TISSUE - MAKES GREAT GIFTS

22. CLOCK - SHOW TAKES 3 HRS/AVG $100 COMMISSION $33 HOUR!!

23. CELL PHONE - NUMEROUS CUSTOMER SERVICE NUMBERS AT PCHEF

24. MONEY - IF YOU HAVE A SHOW YOU CAN GET OUR PRODUCTS WITHOUT IT

25. PEN - FILL OUT ORDER FORM

Host Coupons Challenge.
Type up coupons for $5.00 each.  Each coupon can say something different. Also, the coupons are only redeemable at the closing of the host’s show on her host order (and are not redeemable against the half-price items).

Here are some ideas (you can always make your own):

· Earn this $5.00 coupon when you have $100 dollars before your show in outside orders.

· Have 500 in sales at your show and you may turn this coupon in for 5 dollars more.

· $100 after the show $5 dollars more.

· Have ___ bookings waiting for me before your show.

· 15 buying guests at your show. 


Pampered Pool

Made a grid of 100 boxes (A through J across and 1 through 10 down).  Make tickets that correspond with each box. I.e. A1, C5, J10.

The host lets all her guests know that she is selling these boxes for free product.  Each box is sold for $1. (There is no need for them to attend the show to purchase a ticket)  Make sure the host puts their name and phone # in each box they purchase.

At the end of the night you draw the winner.  The winner receives however much was purchased in free products.  I.e. if ten boxes were purchased the winner receives $10 in free product; if all the boxes were purchased then the winner receives $100 free 

This helps to gets the hostess another order and brings up the sales of your host’s show! 

You can even make this a fundraiser by making it a 50/50.  The winner would receive half the pot and the other half would go to the charity of your choice (such as the Round up program)

What would the host say?

Materials needed:

· A pen for each guest

· A piece of paper for each guest

· A small prize

Before the show begins, ask your Host some basic questions, such as:

1. Which Pampered Chef tool is your favorite?

2. Which items are you hoping to get for free?

3. Which 3 items would you choose as a half price item?

3. What tool do you think everyone should have?

4. What do you consider your best attribute?

a. Your smile

b. Your personality

c. Your body  

5. Have you ever considered doing what I do?

Scrambles

Materials needed

· A pen for each guest

· A piece of paper for each guest

· A poster with the following scrambled words in large print, or 

· A sheet of paper listing the following scrambled words (one for each guest)

· A small gift

Make a poster with scrambled words large enough for the guests to read, or hand out copies of scrambled words to everyone present.  Give your guests five minutes to unscramble the following words.  Yell “Stop!” when the time is up and award a prize to the person who unscrambles the most words.

Materials Needed:

· A pen and paper for each guest

· A small gift

This is a great game to play to get your guests’ undivided attention.  Before your show, explain that you will be playing a memory game at the end of the show ----- so they should pay attention to your demonstration, and keep notes about our Pampered Chef Host program as you recite it.

1. How long has Pampered Chef been in business? 27 years
2. How long have I been selling Pampered Chef? Over 2 years
3. How much do I profit in a night? $50-$100 per show
4. How do you get an item at a 10% discount? By hosting a show, this is for 1 year from the date of your show
5. How many ½ price items does a host earn with a $400 show? 2
6. What is my name? Kristin

7. Which tool(s) is/are my favorite? The Food Chopper
8. Which tool(s) is/are my spouses favorite? He doesn’t do the cooking
9. How many pieces of stoneware did I bring with me tonight? 1
10. How many children do I have? 1
11. How much does it cost to receive a $400 kit? $155 but as little as $115
12. What are the 4 host benefits? Host special, Free products, Half Price items, Discounts
13. How much does training cost? Nothing, its free
14. Are you booking a show tonight? YES, you get 100 points
15. Would you like more information on a Pampered Chef Career? YES, you get 200 points
For every answer they have answered correctly, give them 25 points.  If they are booking a show, give them 100 points.  And if they want information about Pampered Chef, give them 200 points.  The person with the highest score gets a small gift.

13. Do you believe in yourself enough to do something special for yourself?

If you answered yes to 7 or more questions, please see me so I can give you your prize.  Be sure to talk these potential recruits about the Pampered Chef opportunity when they come to see you for their prize.

Sharing The Pampered Chef Opportunity Game

Materials needed:

· Poster

· A pen and a piece of paper for each guest

· A small gift

Make a poster with 20 opportunities offered to Pampered Chef hosts and consultants.  Use it as an introduction to your opening remarks.  Explain the opportunities and tell guests that you will be using the poster for a game later on.   Leave it in sight during the show.  After the demonstration, let guests have one last look at the poster and then turn it over.  Remind them that there are at least 20 guest benefits to a Pampered Chef career.  Ask guests to list as many as they can remember from your poster.  Give them a couple of minutes and award a prize to the one who remembers the most.

All you need is one to four gifts, depending on the number of guests.  Pass the gifts out to every third guest.  Tell them to pass the gifts to the directions in the story, right or left.

Did you ever have one of those days?  The boss left a huge pile of work on my desk before he left for vacation.  Right away, he is calling to tell me what he left off the pile.  I left work at 5:00 and dreamed of going right home to take a bubble bath.

After work, I walked in the house right into a mess.   I had to take my little angel back to school right away because he left his report in his locker.  Then, right back home to warm up left overs with my right hand, do laundry with my left, as well as empty the dishes left in the dishwasher and check the kids’ homework.  Then I had to vacuum, give the kids a bath and put them right into bed.  Finally, with the little time I had left to myself------collapse!

If this sounds like a day right out of your week, watch what I do tonight to have fun and earn money right and left! LET'S MAKE A DEAL 

You will need four envelopes and a basket with your inexpensive door prizes. Wrap all the items in the basket. Inside each envelope, I put a small piece of paper folded several times so they can't see it. On one, I write $1.00; one will say $2.00: one will say $3.00 and one will say $5.00. Tell everyone what is inside and that they are gift certificate for tonight! 

Have the first person to your left pick one of the envelopes. But tell her she must not peek! LOL

Now I play the "Right-Left" game and the envelope travels right and left.

At the end, I tell the person with the envelope "DON'T Peek" ~ Because I want to "Make A Deal" with you. I say: "Since you didn't pick the envelope, maybe your luck is better than hers...so you can trade for another envelope if you want to" (Hold the other envelopes out). Usually everyone is hollering "Trade" or "Don't trade"). 

Next I say "DON'T Peek!" ~ "I'll make another deal with you...(Pull out your gift basket) "I will trade you the envelope for an item in my basket....that envelope could be worth $5 or maybe just $1" (Everyone is again yelling

"trade" or "don't trade"

She then makes her choice and I say, "DON'T Peek!!!" ~"I have another deal to make with you....I will give you your envelope back and DOUBLE what's inside or give you TWO prizes from my basket IF you will book a show tonight and help (Hostess) out." 

***Tool/Spouse***

Each guest has a piece of paper. (I modified just a bit). Have them fold it 
in half. On the front, have them answer this question...If I could replace 
any tool in my kitchen, what would it be?" or "My least favorite tool in my 
kitchen is..." and have them answer it. Open the paper and write two short 
sentences or words to describe why you need to replace that tool - ugly, 
old, cheap, whatever. Then on the back have them write their husbands name. 
I took up the papers and asked "who belongs to Mike?" Then, read it back 
replacing the name of the product with the husbands name. For example, Mike 
needs to be replaced because he's old, ugly and cheap! What a hoot! I read 
each one and some of the answers were just too funny.  It helped everyone 
get to know each other, get everyone's names and get a good laugh.

Let’s get acquainted

Materials needed:

M&M’s candy

Pass around a bag of M&M’s.  Tell everyone to take as many as they want.  Then tell them to quickly count the number of M&M’s in their hand.  Each person then stands and tells as many things about themselves and their family as they have M&M’s.

Tip:  No one is allowed to eat their M&M’s until everyone has their turn!

Isn’t that a shame?

Materials needed:

A deck of playing cards (1/2 a deck for smaller crowds)

A small gift

Shuffle the cards in front of the crowd.  From left to right, ask the first guest if the top card is red or black.  If her guess is correct, hand her the gift and move onto the next guest.  Ask her the same question.  If her guess is correct, take the gift from the first person and say, “isn’t that a shame!”  If the third guest gives a wrong answer, the previous winner gets to keep the gift until another guest answers correctly keep going around the room until everyone gets a chance.  The last person who guesses correctly keeps the gift.
