Shopping List:

Clubhouse Chicken Squares

2 packages (8oz each) refrigerated crescent rolls

1 package (8oz) cream cheese, softened

2 tablespoons mayonnaise (do not measure out)

1 small garlic clove

1 teaspoon Pantry All Purpose Dill Mix (Consultant will bring)

1 can (10oz) chunk white chicken

½ small cucumber

2 plum tomatoes

(2 oz) block cheddar cheese

6 slices of bacon, crisply cooked and drained (look for already cooked or the one that cooks in the microwave inside a bag – clean, fast and easy) 

Peanutty Brownie Pizza

1 package brownie mix 

1 package (8oz) cream cheese, softened

½ cup packed brown sugar (do not measure out)

¼ cup peanut butter (do not measure out)

2 packages of full-size Reeses cups  (4 cups total)

½ c whole peanuts 

2 bananas

2 tablespoons semi-sweet chocolate morsels (do not measure out)

1 tsp vegetable oil (do not measure out)

Optional: Ice cream to serve with it

Appetizer Ideas:

Chips, salsa, guacamole

Meats – andouille sausages sliced, meatballs

Fruit – grapes, melon, pear or apple wedges (dip quickly in small bowl of water containing 2000mg Vitamin C (dissolved), to prevent browning)

Relish tray – pickles and olives, pickled garlic, cocktail onions

Drinks:

Bottled water, sodas, wine, beer

Serviceware:

Plates, napkins, glasses, forks, spoons. Bowls & toothpicks if needed.

The Great Race Rules (for your reference, I’ll bring them as cards)

Step 1: We will break into two teams. (Can divide by sex, or pick from two colored items like Hershey kisses.)

Step 2: Team #1 will go into the Kitchen to prepare the Peanutty Brownie Pizza. Team #2 will go into the Dining Room to prepare the Clubhouse Chicken Squares. You will find all the tools and ingredients necessary to make this recipe in the there.

Step 3: I will set the timer to see how quickly you can work as a team to complete your recipe. Both teams have the same number of steps, so it should be a fair competition. When I say go, you are allowed to open the first envelope, Envelope #1, and complete this task. You are not allowed to open Envelope #2 until your first task is finished.

Step 4: You might encounter a “Pit Stop” or “Detour.” If this happens, carefully follow the directions so that you can continue with your recipe.

Step 5: The winning team is the first to get your recipe completed and ready to serve. All members on the winning team will get to choose a prize from my Goodie Basket.

The Great Race Directions

Clubhouse Chicken Squares

Step 1: Discuss how evenly baked the crust is in the Stoneware Bar Pan and discuss 5 other foods that would be great baked on this stone.

Step 2: Place 8oz. softened cream cheese in the Classic Batter Bowl and discuss 2 other great uses for the bowl.

Step 3: Detour!!! Find the mayonnaise in the refrigerator and measure 2 tablespoons using the Large Adjustable Measuring Spoon.
Step 4: Separate 1 clove of garlic from the bulb, and press using the Garlic Press. Remove husk from Press and discard.

Step 5: Add 1 teaspoon Pantry All-Purpose Dill Mix using small Adjustable Measuring Spoon.

Step 6: Mix until smooth using Small Mix ‘N Scraper, and discuss some of its great features.

Step 7: Detour!!! You need a Large Spreader and you don’t have one. Send a team member over to the competitors’ table to steal one! (You might have to wash it.) Spread cream cheese mixture evenly over crust using Large Spreader.

Step 8: Pour chicken from can into Large Micro Cooker and put lid on securely. Dump juice from chicken into the sink, shaking well. Remove lid of Micro Cooker. Using Pastry Blender, flake chicken, then sprinkle over cream cheese mixture.

Step 9: Score cucumber lengthwise using Lemon Zester/Scorer. Cut cucumber in half. Remove seeds from both halves using The Corer.

Step 10: Thinly slice cucumber using Ultimate Slice & Grate, being sure to use the food holder to protect your fingers! Cut cucumber slices into quarters using Utility Knife.

Step 11: Pit Stop!!! Elect 1 team member and have then stand on a chair and in their loudest voice call out 5 uses for the Ultimate Slice & Grate.

Step 12: Using Deluxe Cheese Grater, grate cheddar cheese over chicken.

Step 13: Slice 2 plum tomatoes in half lengthwise. Remove seeds using Cook’s Corer. Dice using Utility Knife.

Step 14: Sprinkle cucumber and tomatoes over cheese. Using Kitchen Shears, snip bacon and sprinkle on top.

Step 15: Using Utility Knife and serve using Mini Serving Spatula.

Peanutty Brownie Pizza

Step 1: Admire Brownie baked on Large Round Baking Stone. Discuss 5 other foods that would be great baked on this stone.

Step 2: Place cream cheese into Small Batter Bowl.

Step 3: Find the Measure All Cup and measure ½ packed brown sugar, add to bowl.

Step 4: Using Measure All Cup again and Skinny Scraper, measure ¼ creamy peanut butter, add to bowl.

Step 5: Using Large Spreader, spread cream cheese mixture over brownie to within ½ inch of edge.

Step 6: Find out what the Guest Special is for this month. Choose 1 of your team members to find 1 set of those products, hold them up and announce to the room why they would love to own those products!

Step 7: Get out the Cutting Board and place the Grip Net Pad underneath to keep it from sliding. Unwrap 2 packages of Reeses Cups, place on Cutting Board and chop using Food Chopper.

Step 8: Find the Handy Scraper and use it to transfer Reeses Cups to the pizza, sprinkle evenly over the cream cheese mixture.

Step 9: Chop peanuts using Food Chopper. Use Handy Scraper to sprinkle evenly over the pizza.

Step 10: Pit Stop!!! Elect 1 team member to stand on a chair and yell out 5 foods that your team would like to chop with the Food Chopper.

Step 11: Slice 2 bananas using the Egg Slicer Plus. Arrange bananas over pizza.

Step 12: Detour!!! You need a Large Adjustable Measuring Spoon and you don’t have one. Send a team member over to the competitors’ table to steal one! (You might have to wash it.)

Step 13: Measure 2 tablespoons semi-sweet chocolate morsels and place in Small Simple Additions Bowl.  Find a Twixit! Clip to close the bag.  

Step 14: Detour!!! Find the vegetable oil in the cupboard and add 1 teaspoon to the chocolate morsels. Microwave uncovered, on HIGH for 1½ minutes. Stir until smooth with small Bamboo Spoon. Drizzle over pizza.

Step 15: Cut using Pizza Cutter. Serve using Large Serving Spatula.
