Pampered Chef Baby Shower - Consultant Tip Sheet

Tool Turn-About Centerpiece: Fill the center with a silk flower arrangement, perhaps with pink and blue accents or ribbons.  Add all kinds of baby room necessities in the compartments, like Desitin diaper cream, baby shampoo, baby comb, washcloth rolled and tied with ribbon, rattles, etc.  Great gift from the Shower Host for the Mother-to-be!  Have the Host order the TTA ahead of time from you; put it together right before the shower.

Baby Food Game: Take the labels off several new jars of baby food and number the jars, i.e. 1-10.  Shower guests need to identify the type of baby food that’s in that particular jar, like carrots, for example.  They can even open the jars, smell and taste the food inside if they are brave souls!  The guest who knows the most, wins!

Baby Picture Game:  Ask shower guests to bring a baby picture of themselves from 0 to 2 years of age.  Number the pictures.  The person who correctly matches the most baby photos with their grownup guest, wins!

Baby Shower Cookbook:  Ask guests to bring their favorite recipe for a quick and easy dinner, or one that can be made ahead and frozen to serve later.  Have everyone sign one of our Season’s Best Cookbooks as an extra gift for mon.

Besides the “Products for Parents” handout, here are some additional product ideas:

· Focus on saving time both in cooking and cleanup.  Key in on some basic Stoneware – the new mom needs to get rid of anything in her kitchen that takes more than a Pan Scraper and one minute to clean!  Also a good set of our Cookware, now that she’ll be preparing more food at home…

· The Knives with Sharpening Cases or Forged Cutlery – there’s no time to fiddle with dull knives, and the storage case provides an extra measure of safety from little hands.

· Sprinkles Seasonings – add some fun to breakfast and desserts!

· Barbecue Tools – so her husband can take over the kitchen for the time being

· SIMPLE Additions – the key to keeping entertaining as simple as it can get!

· Carafe – put warm water in the Carafe and keep it by the bedside along with the baby formula and empty bottle.  Mom doesn’t need to get out of bed to make the bottle because the Carafe will keep the water at just the right temperature for baby!

· And last but not least, the Wine Bottle Opener – because she’ll need it!

Have the expectant parents fill out a Wish List registry form before the shower (if it’s not a surprise), so guests can select shower gifts from it.  You might even want to have small gift cards for them to fill out so that the Shower Host can put it with the gift they selected.  If the shower is a surprise (and it is a great way to get the Guest of Honor there when she thinks she’s invited to a regular Kitchen Show!), the Baby Shower Flyer will help the new Mom get started on her Wish List at the shower.

Menu ideas:  Ask the Shower Host if she’d like you to prepare a dessert or if she planned on serving cake from a bakery.  Other than that, just suggest several of your favorite appetizers and desserts for the menu.  Mini Muffin Pan recipes are great, and so are hot and cold dips.  Use Simple Additions for serving, perhaps with Plate Artistry in pink and blue sugars around the edges to add extra eye appeal.  A few simple garnishes, like a Tomato Rose with parsley added to the appetizer plate, will make the shower special! 
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
