"I just don't have the time right now"

"Do you think you could find just 4 hours in the next few weeks/next month to have some friends over? Remember, I do most of the work - and you have a fun evening with your friends & earn free products."

"I can understand how family commitments take up our calendars. But, it's very easy to be a Pampered Chef Host. Your main job is inviting, and I'll take care of the rest, so you can have 1 evening of relaxing and enjoying your friends. Do you think you could find one free night next month to spend a few hours with Pampered Chef?"

"I don't really have room for a lot of people in my house"

"Actually, I don't really need much space - I'm very flexible. And, my shows are casual and fun, so most people don't mind if they even have to sit on the floor. Any kind of party is more fun with a crowd, anyways!"

"If space is a big issue, is there someone you could pair up with for the show? Maybe your friend/mom/neighbor has more space, and you two could host the show together and both earn free products. This way, she could provide the space, and you could be responsible for another part."

"I don't know enough people to invite"

"I have always found that most Hosts know more people than they think. It's my job to help you with your guest list. I would suggest anyone who eats, because there is something for everyone! Do you have children? Are they involved in school or sports activities? There's always those parents.  What about your neighbors? When is the last time they were over for a visit? There might be people at your job, and even your spouse's job that would love to come?

We'll work together to get you a great turn out for your show."

"I'm thinking about it, but I just don't know."

"Can I ask - what is your hesitation or concern? I might be able to help you out.  What is stopping you from saying yes?"

"It's too much work to have a show"

"Actually, we work together as a team - you're job is just to get the people there - I'll do all the set-up, the cooking, and clean up after myself!
