Thank you once again for hosting a show. A Cooke Exchange is one of the most popular of the holiday season. To make it successful for everyone, here are some tried and true actions to take:

· NOW IS THE TIME … to call and invite everyone with enthusiasm to see if they would like to participate. When you are speaking with each person let him or her know we will feature a great holiday recipe and everything they purchase will be guaranteed for holiday delivery. If they don’t want to participate in the cookie exchange let them know they are still welcome at the show or you would be happy to give them a catalog or my website to look at.

· IF THEY DECIDE “YES” … find out which type of cookie they would like to bring. Please keep track so you don’t have any duplicates.

· TWO WEEKS BEFORE YOUR SHOW … mail the postcards provided to those participating in the cookie exchange. This is when you will let everyone know how many cookies they will need to provide. Don’t forget to include yourself in the count.  Each guest should bring enough cookies so each participant can take home one dozen of each type of cookie plus one additional dozen to share as party refreshments.  Example:  If there are 10 participants, each guest should bring 10 dozen cookies. For a large number of participants, suggest each guest take home 1/2 dozen of each type.  Guests should also bring an additional half dozen cookies to share at the party as refreshments.
· ABOUT ONE WEEK BEFORE YOUR SHOW … we will want to decide what to prepare the evening of your show. In the past some consultants have prepared an appetizer or dessert as the featured demonstration and have had a Holiday Beverage Bar to compliment the evening. We could also do a “hide the turkey” demonstration. We can make a decision based upon the guests attending.

· THE EVENING OF YOU SHOW … please have a designated place ready for people to set up their cookies. When people are ready to fill their containers it should work buffet-style line if all goes smoothly.

Follow these simple steps and you will be ensured a successful show and some early holiday gifts for yourself. Don’t ever hesitate to call with any questions or concerns. We will talk soon.
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
