Cookie Swaps
Last December I did my first cookie swap show. I too am looking for more
spark to put in mine since I have another one with a different host this
year.

What I did do was show different ways of making decorative cookies out of
the same dough. I believe I took two tubes of refrigerated choc. chip cookie
dough and showed them how to make the choc. chip cookie cup in the mini
muffin pan and put a kiss in it, drizzle with milk and/or white choc. then
either add holiday sprinkles or crushed nuts. Then take the same cookie
dough and bake a regular flat cookie. Once cooled, dip one half in milk or
white chocolate and either leave plain, drizzle the opposite color of choc.
on it or do the nuts and sprinkle routine again.

I also had the cookie press (used sugar cookie dough for this however!) and
handed out the cookie booklet. I also had a cookie recipe booklet that
someone made on one of the loops and gave everyone a copy of that. It tells
different things about what the dough should be like to have success with a
cookie press, additional recipes and tips.

I think that last year I used the regular post card and either added cookie
swap info on it or used now discontinued Cookie show postcard invitations.
Obviously, I will need to change this and will be looking forward to seeing
ideas.

I did the easiest p-nut butter cookies with the kiss, I think it is in the
Dessert cookbook. Then did the cheese triangles. I borrowed two cookie
presses and have two myself, so I set up four station. We used the parchment
paper to change over with about 3-4 stones.
Then on the counter I had a decorating area.
I had the hostess send out a cute flyer with the rules, etc. for the cookie
swap as people also brought stuff to swap.
It resulted in a great DEC show as people still ordered even if they were
getting thier things later.
