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Don’t give a catalog in lap board, put a post it note so people can jot down questions, notes

On back of lap board, info on opportunity

Do your welcome first, then talk about the lapboards

Talk about customer care at the beginning

· Tell people they can come to you with any questions or problems

· Let people know that you will be contacting them after the show to see how they are enjoying their products

· This way people will not be surprised when you call them

Acknowledge some of the expensive products, especially cookware

· Let people know that you know they are expensive, but they are an investment with a lifetime warranty

Give multiple food tips throughout your show; people will value you

Also give product tips, where to use them besides in the kitchen

· Camper, work, potlucks, home accents

Don’t say favorite about everything!!!

· Make a list of adjectives and learn them!!!

· If you keep talking about your favorite this, favorite that they will stop believing you

Take 5 pack -- In PC logo bag (Nancy’s)

· A Take 5 candy bar

· Your life… Your way flyer

· Printout of current promotion

· Flyer of your choice

· Super Starter Brochure

· Note – “Looking forward to the possibility of having you on my team.  What would you do if you knew you couldn’t fail?”

· Tell them to take 5 minutes to read it and will contact them in next day or two to chat for five minutes.  No strings attached.
