COULD I BE A PAMPERED CHEF?

Frequently Asked Questions and Answers!

1. What do I like most about The Pampered Chef?  I love having dinner with my family and then getting out of the house for a couple of hours, meeting people, having a great time and earning anywhere from $20-25+ an hour!  I also love the fact that I’m not “scheduled” to work.  I work as many or as few shows as I want on any particular month!

2. What do I get for my investment of $90?  You’ll receive over $350 worth of Pampered Chef merchandise and business materials to get you started.  There is a “Super Starter” program (full details in another flyer) that allows you to earn free products in the first three months of your business. Each month you have the opportunity to earn approximately $130 worth of more products--plus bonus packages.  In completion of the three months you will have the possibility of receiving $1570 worth of merchandise to demonstrate, as well as use in your own kitchen, for the initial investment of only $90.  
3. What will I lose if it turns out that I’d like to stop holding shows?  The only request of the Pampered Chef is that you hold at least four shows, after that if you want to continue holding shows great, if not, you can stop and all of the commissions and merchandise is yours to keep! So there is nothing to lose!  Honestly there is never any pressure to sell for the Pampered Chef.  As independent kitchen consultants, we choose how many shows we want to do a month—the only “requirement” to remain an active consultant is for us to submit $200 in sales every other month!  Easily attained by doing 1 show every other month!  I couldn’t dream of a job with less pressure than that!
4. Will I be able to get people to host shows?  This has been easy because the hostess program has proven to be very attractive.  Hosts receive free products, ½ price selections and discounts.  One future booking from each show will continue your business.  Actually, consultants have a hard time getting to all of the people who would like to have shows.  They average 2 future bookings at each show held!  Pampered Chef products rapidly sell themselves.  They are of the highest quality, innovative, multi-purpose and practical.
5. What kind of training is available?  The best initial training is using your kitchen tools in your own kitchen.  Besides becoming familiar with your products there are optional training opportunities locally and nationally, it’s all within your reach when you want to take advantage of it.  Also, I am just a phone call away to answer any of your questions.
6. How much inventory do I need?  Absolutely none!  Orders are placed with the closing of each show and the products are shipped to your hostess for delivery.  No inventory, no deliveries!  The only supplies needed to keep on hand are catalogs, invitations, etc.

7. How am I paid?  Each month you will start out on a 20% commission rate.  Depending on how much you sell in a month, your commission rate will increase up to 25%.  The average show total across the country is $400 (higher in this area) so on average you’ll receive $80-100 per show.  Twice a month you’ll receive a commission check for all your shows turned.  There is opportunity for commission rate increase as well as management bonuses as your progress.
