Chris:
I do couples shows and promote them as "Pampered Your Wife".  I start by asking the men how many of them have made a birthday cake for their wife in the past?  Then I ask them to raise their right hand and solemnly swear that if I show them how to make a cake in 12 minutes that this year will be the year she gets a birthday cake. I prepare the microwave cake and a the second recipe is a wrap that they have to prepare for their wife.  He makes her wrap, prepares her plate and serves her, thus she is "pampered for the night".

I have the guys make an appetizer recipe and the girls make a dessert recipe (hands-on Cooking Show style).  After they have completed the recipes (during baking), I do something I call "Couples Wishlist":  I give each person a catalog with a slip of paper listing

Battle of the Tools
You can do this either with a team of women against a team of men (if is a couple's or guy/girl party) or just divide the room up into two teams.  One team gets to use all the PC products and a stone while the other team has to use old non-PC kitchen tools that the host has and then a metal cookie sheet.  Then you give them the same recipe (the host buys two of everything for one recipe--i.e. chicken broccoli braid which is in the Main Dishes ckbk and the All the Best ckbk or Pepperoni Pizza Twist in the All the Best Ckbk) and then they race to see who can finish first and then taste test after they both bake.  The PC tooled group should finish first especially when they are using a food chopper and the other team has to use an old knife and it always comes out so much better on a stone.  As a consultant you can referee shouting out great tips about the tools, booking lines, recruiting statements, etc.
