FREQUENTLY ASKED QUESTIONS ABOUT THE PAMPERED CHEF

What is The Pampered Chef and who started it? The company was founded in 1980 by Home Economist and stay-at-home mom Doris Christopher as a way to offer top quality tools and cooking ideas to all of us nonprofessional cooks. The Pampered Chef® has grown to become one of the leading Direct Sales companies in the nation, with annual sales approaching $1 billion.
What makes The Pampered Chef different from other home shows? The biggest difference to me is that we don't MAKE anyone buy anything or host a show. People relax and have fun at our shows, enjoy the food and share ideas, and therefore many get excited about hosting their own show. We also offer such a wide range of products that anyone can come to a show and feel comfortable buying only what they need.

How does a typical show for the Pampered Chef work? The host selects a recipe from a list you have provided her.  She has the necessary ingredients there for you the day of the show.  You use those ingredients to prepare the recipe in front of the guests using our high quality line of kitchen products.  This gives the consultant the opportunity to show the guests how the products are used and allows them to sample the food prepared. 
Is it difficult to get bookings? You'll probably ask friends and relatives to host your beginning shows. For some people that means stepping out of their comfort zone. Hosts love not having to prepare anything to serve their guests.  They also like the fact that you are not going to pressure their family and friends into having a show.  The generous host plan offered by The Pampered Chef is another attraction.  Of course, the fact that shows are FUN helps even more.

How much work is there after the show? Approximately 30 minutes worth.  Kitchen Shows are submitted via a home computer.  If you do not have a computer, there is one form to complete for each show.  You send it with payment to the home office via either email or mail.  There, the order is processed and shipped directly to the host via UPS.

There are several levels of Directorship, AND a retirement benefit for Consultants who reach the top level. There's no glass ceiling or limit to the number of Directors in TPC.   When a Consultant becomes a Director, their paychecks can DOUBLE!

How much is the investment to begin my Pampered Chef business? Our Super Starter Program has an initial investment of $90.  For that initial investment, the Company provides a kit and business materials worth $350 and the opportunity to earn levels that will increase the value of your kit to approximately $1250.  (Please see the Super Starter sheet for specifics on that.)  It is normal for you to earn at least your investment back from the commission earned from your very first show!

How will I be trained? There are many ways to get the training you need to start as well as enhance your business once you're under way. The Pampered Chef® provides written material, an audio/video training library, training workshops and company-wide conferences each year. Local monthly training meetings are strongly encouraged for further learning and networking opportunities. And as your sponsor, I’ll be with you every step of the way to make sure you’re able to get what you want from The Pampered Chef®.
