Questions?? 
Of course you have them! Here are a few of the ones I hear most often…

Tell me about The Pampered Chef®. The company was founded in 1980 by Home Economist and stay-at-home mom Doris Christopher as a way to offer top quality tools and cooking ideas to all of us nonprofessional cooks. The Pampered Chef® has grown to become one of the leading Direct Sales companies in the nation, with annual sales approaching $1 billion.

Why is The Pampered Chef different from other home-party companies? The biggest difference to me is that we don't MAKE anyone buy anything or host a show. People relax and have fun at our shows, enjoy the food and share ideas, and therefore many get excited about hosting their own show. We also offer such a wide range of products that anyone can come to a show and feel comfortable buying only what they need.

It is difficult to get show bookings? You'll probably ask friends and relatives to host your beginning shows. For some people that means stepping out of their comfort zone. At your shows, your enthusiasm, coupled with the great products and our generous Host benefits will help generate interest from others who will want their own shows. Even though I occasionally advertise and offer booking specials to boost my business, the majority of my show schedule is filled by kitchen show guests.

How much time does a show take? Pre-show prep varies, but includes two to three calls to the host, planning and packing - usually under an hour. An actual kitchen show takes 3 to 3 1/2 hours for set up, presentation and cleanup. After that, completing the paperwork and the host’s order will amount to about 1/2 hour. Any other time I invest in my business is my own choice, based on my goals.

How much can I expect to earn? Consultants begin with a 20% commission rate, with an additional 2 to 5% possible each month, based on total sales for the month. Our national show average is about $475, so that's at least $95 per show. Working just one night a week can mean an extra $300 to $400 per month for your family!  After $15,000 in sales, commission increases by 2%!
Is there room for advancement? Definitely. By sponsoring other Consultants and keeping your own business strong, you can become a Sales Director, with an increase in commission, monthly production bonuses and other benefits. There are several levels of Directorship, AND a retirement benefit for Consultants who reach the top level. There's no glass ceiling or limit to the number of Directors in TPC.   When a Consultant becomes a Director, their paychecks can DOUBLE!
Are there other incentives? Yes! There are trips and free products, and more! Another big incentive for me is the feeling of accomplishment I have found in running my own business.

What about training? There are many ways to get the training you need to start as well as enhance your business once you're under way. The Pampered Chef® provides written material, an audio/video training library, training workshops and company-wide conferences each year. Local monthly training meetings are strongly encouraged for further learning and networking opportunities. And as your sponsor, I’ll be with you every step of the way to make sure you’re able to get what you want from The Pampered Chef®.
