THINGS YOU CAN DO WHILE YOU’RE WAITING FOR YOUR KIT TO ARRIVE

Prepare File Folders.  You may want to make a separate file for each type of form you plan to keep on hand as well as one for



- Catalogs


- Mini-catalogs


- Sales receipts (aka order forms)


- Tax records


- Season’s Best


- Postcard Invitations


- Printable Receipts

The Welcome Booklet also recommends you gather the following supplies:

- Mileage Ledger (This can be tracked in Pampered Partner along with all other business expenses.  You may want to leave a steno pad in your car to record mileage for trips for various things like to buy supplies, to go to the bank, etc.)


- 9x12 Envelopes for Host Packets (I use folders that are durable and will look professional for a longer period of time.)

- Stamps (Not needed overseas unless you’re mailing something back to the States.)

- Calculator


- 20 Red Pens (I use black or blue.)

- Zipper Bag to carry change for Shows (I use the sturdy envelopes with either Velcro or an attached rubber band.)

- Hand Towel, dish cloths & antibacterial soap for shows (I suggest ordering PC Towels and using Purell antibacterial liquid... if you need the supplies anyway then you should show off the PC ones & the towels are HUGE!!!)


- Tote Bag or briefcase for carrying paperwork & catalogs to shows

- Self-Inking Stamp w/name, phone, email address (You’ve got lots of options here…you can purchase one or you can just print your own labels.  If you want a self inking stamp with the PC label, you can order one through Merrill.  Just look under 3rd party vendors on Consultants Corner.)

- Business Cards (If you want to purchase these, you can order from Merrill OR make your own using Nancy’s Artworks (http://www.nancys-artworks.com/).  You can also design your own in Microsoft Word and print them yourself.  I purchase the adhesive magnets to attach to them also.)

My suggestion is to keep your business expenses to a minimum when you start your business.  When you’ve paid for your kit (and any other expenses) with your commission check, then go out and purchase other things you think you may need.
