"Did you know" Cards...
This is a  great technique for introducing bookings and the recruiting  opportunity in our kitchen shows.  It was created by Executive Director Julie Gizzi (thanks Julie) and was referred to in her Cucumber/Lime demo from a couple of weeks back.  This would be a GREAT thing to script into your shows for the new year!!!
    Most consultants who struggle with bookings/recruiting leads/boring shows are usually leaving out one liners during the show to pique interest among guests.  By creating some "Did You Know" cards for the guests to share, it keeps the show moving while incorporating enough DIFFERENT reasons to host a show/become a consultant, etc. 
    These can be used a couple of different ways.  I encourage consultants to separate tips into 3 categories (booking, recruiting, cook's tips) and then number them so that they are read in a specific order so that all the booking tips, for example aren't read in a row.  Pass the cards out to all the guests and have them  read two tips after each product is demonstrated until they have all been used up.
    Another option is to paste the tips on card stock and on the reverse side paste a picture of a product that will be demoed--that way the guest needs to watch for that product as their cue to share their tip.  The challenge here is when the recipes changes, cards need to redone.
