Batter Bowl Anchor Training

From National Conference I took the truffle bowl idea Debi Lilly shared with filling the bowl with the green towel, herb keeper, recipe cards, etc. and created a simple training for new consultants.

Knowing that newer consultants don’t have the large product base that we do I wanted to help them find a tool that reminds them to talk about several parts of our business during their show.

They take their batter bowl and place the new cranberry vine towel in it.  Then I have them fill it with “hot” products/things they want to talk about.  Here is what we used to fill it and how we talked about the products.

Jerk spice mix – I love this stuff and it’s our number one selling spice in our line!  It’s fantastic on chicken for a sandwich or thrown on a salad it adds great flavor and my family loves it.  Then hand it off to be passed around the crowd.

Mix and Chop – This thing is amazing…..everyone that cooks with hamburger needs one!  Last year when this was introduced it was such a hit that we had to stop selling it in order to have the manufacture keep up production demands…you’ll definitely want one in your kitchen!  Then hand it off to be passed around the crowd.

Petite paring knife – Love this knife and it’s a great try me piece for the forged cutlery!  Every kitchen should be outfitted with great knives!  Then hand it off to be passed around the crowd.  You can even host your own show and get the whole collection and 1/2 price!

RUFH 2007 Trivet – Take a minute to talk about Round Up and I point out on the sales receipt the round up heart donation spot.  If you don’t put an X in the heart I’ll assume you want me to round up your order.  Then hand it off to be passed around the crowd.

Your Life, Your Way DVD – I’ve shared with you some hot products that I love and I’ve saved the best for last.  I love my job and so don’t many others to sell PC.  Here’s a brief dvd that shares how Pampered Chef may be the answer for you and your family to have a life you’ve always dreamed of.  You can also call the number on the back to hear some other great reasons why you may want to give PC a try.

The consultant creates her own anchor bowl with products she’d like to talk about.  She fills it and sets it on her cutting board before her show starts.  The reason is that she’ll need to use her bowl for the recipe and this way she empties the bowl with one product at a time and talks briefly about certain things she doesn’t want to forget to talk about, etc.

It takes about 5 minutes from start to finish too go through the bowl.  The consultant will have generated interest in our spices, cookbooks, talked about bookings and recruiting and is ready to start their show.

I had consultants who never want to recruit call and say they love the anchor bowl and it’s simple to talk about in their show.  They have also shared that it makes it easier to remember to talk about the different areas of business.
