Catalog Show “Frequently Asked Questions!”

CATALOG SHOW CLOSE DATE :  November 11, 2007  ( 

Q: How many orders do I need to make a qualifying catalog show?
A: You need to collect a MINIMUM of $150.00 in product sales to be considered a qualifying show.  However, to really get the FREE product value to add up, you’ll want to collect as many orders as you possibly can - don’t stop at $150!

Q: How long do I have to collect these orders?

A: I will give you a MAXIMUM time frame of two (2) weeks.  After that amount of time, your guests will begin wondering where their orders are!  I will call you one week after I’ve sent your packet to you to see how things are going.  You can ALWAYS call me with any questions you have.

Q: Who do the guests make their checks out to? And do you take MC/VISA?

A: Have everyone make their checks payable to me.  And yes, we accept MC, VISA, Discover and American Express.  I will need their card number and expiration date, along with the guest’s name, address & phone number on all orders.

Q: How do I figure out the tax?

A:  Add the PRODUCT totals together; then add $4.00 S&H; then add your 6% sales tax.  It is an Indiana state law that we tax S/H.  

Q: How do I collect orders?

A:  I will send you three catalogs. Please let me know if you need more.  Also let guests know that they can browse the catalog and order for your show on my website www.pamperedchef.biz/tammykidd.  Here’s what you do: you just ASK people if they’d like to place a Pampered Chef order. Then hand them the catalog and tell them you need the catalog back in 24 hours to pass it on to another person.  If you don’t set a deadline, they may procrastinate and you won’t know what’s going on.  Just give them 24 hours.

Q: How do I “close” my show?

A: We have planned to talk on Sunday, November 11th.  At that time I will need you to give me your outside orders including the guests’ address, phone number and e-mail (if applicable).  I can then tell you exactly how much FREE, half-price and discounted product you have earned!  Together we can figure out your order.  The next day you can mail me the payments and as soon as I receive them, I will send your show to Home Office. 

Q: What is “Round Up”?
A:  This is just another way that Pampered Chef gives back to the Community!  If a guest should choose to round up his or her order to the nearest dollar, or more, each penny will be returned to the county of the hostess to their Food Bank!  Pampered Chef pays all administrative costs - so it is a 100% donation! 

Q: Are all of the products available?

A:  The catalog is available to all of your guests, friends and family.
