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An ice ring adds real elegance to a punch bowl. It is
especially pretty for wedding receptions and gradua-
tion parties. Make the strip roses with lemons, limes
or oranges, or a combination of these.

You will need:

6 cups water

8 prepared citrus strip roses (see page 21)
6-cup ring mold

The method:

1. The day before you need the ice ring, boil 6 cups of
water for 1 minute, then cool it to room temperature.
Boiling the water first will eliminate cloudiness in your
ice ring. Pour 2 cups of the cooled water into the ring
mold. Set aside the remaining water for later. Freeze
the ring mold.

2. Make strip roses (page 21) using citrus peels.

3. When the water in the ring has frozen solid, set the
roses on the ice layer. Carefully pour in enough re-
served water to come % inch up the side of the flow-
ers. Freeze ring, saving the rest of the water.

4. Pour in reserved water to just cover the roses. Freeze.

5. To unmold, leave the mold at room temperature for
5 minutes, or until the edges just start to loosen.
Unmold the ring and carefully float it in the punch
with the flowers facing up.
