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Recipe Booklet with Tips

Great Ideas:


* Use pan to bake stuffed green peppers - will hold 6 large peppers upright without squishing them. Will also work for baking potatoes. 

* Cook your Thanksgiving stuffing in the Fluted pan and turn it out onto platter, etc. Looks really nice and you can fill the center with gravy, cranberry sauce, etc. 

* Make your favorite meatloaf recipe, but bake in the Stoneware Fluted Pan instead of your usual meatloaf pan. It will be so easy to slice & serve, use the Pampered Chef Slice 'N Serve! Make meatloaf into a company dish, or treat your family like company. You can even fill the open center of the loaf with potatoes & sprinkle with a bit of grated cheese. 



Recipes:

Microrave Cake:

1-2-3-Cake! 


1 cup chocolate chips or white chocolate chips 
2 cups sour cream 
3 eggs 
1 chocolate cake mix 

Mix just these 4 ingredients together well in 2-Quart Batter Bowl using Bamboo Spoon. Grease and flour inside of Stoneware Fluted Pan.  

Put mixed ingredients into the prepared pan and Microwave at high for 12 to 15 minutes. Remove from oven and invert onto a plate. Allow cake to cool for a few minutes before removing from Stoneware Pan. You can put whipped cream or drizzled chocolate sauce on it, or sprinkle with powdered sugar and add cherry pie filling in the center. Or you may drizzle with slightly warmed canned ready-to-spread frosting. 


10-12 Minute Cake (from Kitchen SHOW DEMO!) 


1 Box Cake Mix (any flavor) 
Can Prepared Frosting of any type – just not whipped – makes it too light to sink to bottom! 

Mix cake according to box directions. Pour into fluted pan treated with Pan-eze or Baker's Joy or brushed with oil. Dollop frosting on top of the cake mix - no more than ½ the can. Bake on HIGH in the microwave for 10 minutes. Check for doneness. If not done, cook for one additional minute and again check for doneness. Repeat the one-minute procedure until done. Let the cake sit in the pan for about 10- 20 minutes to cool. Then flip the cake out. The icing went to the bottom of the pan during baking and will now drip down the sides of the cake! 

12 minute cakes!!

Just follow these simple steps: 


1. Brush your pan with vegetable oil using a pastry brush 
2. Mix eggs and pie filling in Batter Bowl (a whisk works for most) 
3. Add cake mix and blend well with Mix 'N Scraper. 
4. Pour batter into pan and microwave on HIGH for 12-13 minutes 
5. Let cool 10 minutes, shake cake from sides of pan and invert on platter 
If you do not have a Carousel, rotate 1/4 turn every 3 minutes. Check with cake tester and if not done, then cook 1 minute more each time before testing again. Garnish with icing, whipped topping, more pie filling, nuts, etc. The best results are found with cake mixes containing puddings or the new moist cakes. 

Apple Cinnamon Spice Cake:


1 spice cake mix 
1 can applesauce or apple pie filling 
3 eggs 
Drizzle with caramel. Top with ice cream or whipped topping. 

Banana, Banana Cake:

 
1 Banana cake mix 
1 can banana cream pie filling or 14 oz. mashed bananas 
3 eggs 

Glaze with powdered sugar glaze and chopped walnuts or pecans. 


Caramel & Apple Cake: 


1 caramel or butter pecan cake mix 
1 can apple pie filling 
3 eggs 
Sprinkle with cinnamon. Serve with vanilla ice cream or whipped topping. 

Cherry Chocolate Cake:

1 chocolate cake mix 
1 can cherry pie filling 
3 eggs 
Top with fudge frosting, whipped topping, grated chocolate or cherry pie filling. 

Fantastic, Quick Chocolate Cake:


1 chocolate cake mix 
3 eggs 
16 oz. sour cream 
1/2 cup chocolate chips 
Sprinkle with powdered sugar (for a really final touch, fill center hole of cake with strawberries!). 

Luscious Lemon Cake:

1 lemon or white cake mix 
1 can lemon pie filling 
3 eggs 
Top with a lemon glaze and whipped topping. 


Pineapple Upside-Down Cake

1 Pineapple cake mix 
1 cube butter 
1 cup dark brown sugar 
1 med. can crushed pineapple 
16 oz. sour cream 
3 eggs 


Heat butter, brown sugar and crushed pineapples in saucepan until dissolved. Mix cake mix with eggs and sour cream. Pour tepid mixture from saucepan into fluted pan and spoon cake mixture on top, then microwave on HIGH for 13 minutes. Place on cooling rack, let rest 10-15 minutes, then remove from pan to servings platter and serve. 

Pumpkin Caramel Cake:


1 spice cake mix 
1 can (16 oz.) pumpkin (not pie mix) 
3 eggs 
1/2 tsp. cinnamon, optional 
Drizzle with caramel ice cream topping and top with cool whip! Optional - sprinkle cinnamon sugar. 

Raging Red Raspberry Cake:

1 white or chocolate cake mix 
1 can raspberry pie filling 
3 eggs 
Top with whipped topping & grated chocolate and nuts. 

"Dump" Cake 

1 pkg of your favorite dry cake mix 
1 can of your favorite pie filling 
(Example: Lemon cake/Blueberry filling, Spice Cake & Apple Filling, 
Chocolate cake & Cherry Filling 3 eggs 

Mix ingredients together and bake in greased and floured Fluted Stoneware Pan in microwave for 12-14 minutes on high. Top will look moist but will continue to cook after removing from microwave. Let cool for a few minutes; invert onto platter and drizzle with glaze; sprinkle with powdered sugar or serve with thawed whipped topping &/or ice cream! 



Killer Chocolate Cake

1 box chocolate cake mix 
4 eggs 
3/4 cup oil 
1 cup milk chocolate chips 
1 3.9 oz instant chocolate pudding 
1/3 cup Kahlua 
1 pint sour cream 

Mix all, pour into well greased Fluted Stoneware Pan. Microwave 16-18 minutes turning after 8-9 minutes if not a turntable in microwave. Invert onto serving plate and remove pan after 10 minutes. Cool completely. Sprinkle 
with powdered sugar.

Mexican Chocolate Cake

1/4 cup almonds, chopped 
3 eggs 
1 16 oz. container sour cream 
1 pkg. (18.25 oz.) devil's food cake mix 
6 oz. miniature semi-sweet chocolate morsels, divided 
2 teaspoon Pantry Korintje Cinnamon, divided 
1 tablespoons sugar 
1 8 oz. container frozen whipped topping, thawed 

1. Lightly spray Fluted Pan with vegetable oil using Kitchen Spritzer, or brush with vegetable oil using Pastry Brush. 
2. Chop almonds using Food Chopper; set aside. In Classic Batter Bowl, whisk eggs and sour cream using Stainless Steel Whisk until smooth. Add cake mix, almonds, half of the chocolate morsels and 1 1/2 teaspoons of the Cinnamon; mix until smooth using Mix 'N Scraper. Spoon batter into Pan and spread evenly. 
3. Microwave cake on HIGH 11-14 minutes or until Cake Tester inserted comes out clean. (Cake will be slightly moist on top near center). Remove to Nonstick Cooling Rack; let stand 10 minutes. Loosen cake from sides of Pan; invert onto serving plate. Cool 20 minutes. 
4. Combine sugar and remaining Cinnamon in Flour/Sugar Shaker; sprinkle over cake. Place remaining chocolate and half of the whipped topping in Small Batter Bowl. Microwave on HIGH 15-30 seconds or until melted; stir until smooth using Skinny Scraper. Drizzle glaze over cake. Garnish cake with remaining whipped topping using Easy Accent Decorator. Note: Check cake for doneness after 11 minutes, and continue checking at 1-minute intervals until cake tests clean in the center. 

Microwave 4-ingredient Elegant Cake

1 box chocolate cake mix 
16 oz sour cream (can use fat free) 
3 eggs 
1 C chocolate chips (or less) 

Mix all well and pour into well spritzed/floured Fluted Stone. Microwave 13 minutes on high. Cool 10 minutes, invert and remove from stone. Fill centers with sliced strawberries; drizzle hot fudge sauce over it. It’s very elegant and pretty. Can also dust with powdered sugar. Great for bridal showers! 

Options:

1) Use a yellow or white cake mix, add ½ c. grated carrots instead of chocolate. Top with a powdered sugar glaze. 
2) Yellow cake mix, one can peach pie filling and 3 eggs. Bake at 350 for 45 - 50 minutes. 
3) Lemon cake mix with sour cream and 3 eggs.

Another Create a Cake

1 box cake mix 
1 can pie filling 
3 eggs 

Mix ingredients and put in Stoneware Fluted pan. Bake at 350 for 55 minutes or until cake tester comes out clean. This can also be microwaved for 16 minutes, turning after 8 minutes if you don't have a turntable in your microwave. Let cool in pan 10 minutes and then invert onto serving plate. Can be topped with cool whip, frosting, or dusted with powdered sugar. 

Some possible combinations:

Spice Cake and Apple pie filling; Lemon Cake and Lemon pie filling; White 
Cake and Cherry pie filling; Chocolate Cake and Cherry pie filling; Spice 
Cake and Solid pack pumpkin (15 oz.) 


Quick Apple Surprise Spice Cake

1 18.25 oz. Spice Cake Mix 
1 cup plain apple sauce 
2 Granny Smith Apples 
3 eggs, lightly beaten 
sliced almonds, optional 
Powered sugar, optional 
Whipped Topping, optional 

Brush Stoneware Fluted Pan with vegetable oil using a pastry brush. If desired, sprinkle almonds in pan. Use A/P/C/S to peel, core, and slice apples. Cut apple slices into small chunks using Self-Sharpening Paring Knife or Apple Wedger (quicker). In Classic 2-Qt. Batter Bowl, combine eggs and apple sauce using 10" Whisk; whisk until smooth. Add cake mix and apple pieces; mix with Mix 'N Scraper until thoroughly blended, about 1 minute. 

Pour batter into pan, spreading evenly. Microwave on HIGH 14 minutes or until Cake Tester inserted near center comes out clean. (Cake will be slightly moist on top near center.) Let stand in microwave 10 minutes. If necessary, loosen cake from sides of pan using Skinny Scraper; invert onto serving plate. Let cool 5 minutes. Sprinkle with powdered sugar using Flour/Sugar Shaker, if desired. Yield: 12 servings or 24 sample servings. 
May be served with whipped topping served from Easy Accent Decorator. 

Quick Chocolate Cherry Cake 

3 eggs, lightly beaten 
1/4 cup vegetable oil 
1 can (21 ounces) cherry pie filling 
1 pkg. (18.25 oz) chocolate cake mix 
Powdered Sugar (Optional) 

Brush Stoneware Fluted Pan with vegetable oil using Pastry Brush. In Classic 2-Qt. Batter Bowl, combine eggs and oil using 10" Whisk; whisk until smooth. Add pie filling and cake mix; mix with Mix 'N Scraper until thoroughly blended, about 1 minute. Pour batter into pan, spreading evenly. 
Microwave on HIGH 14 minutes or until Cake Tester inserted near center comes out clean. (Cake will be slightly moist on top near center.) Let stand in microwave 10 minutes. If necessary, loosen cake from sides of pan using Skinny Scraper; invert onto serving plate. Let cool 5 minutes. Sprinkle with powdered sugar using Flour/Sugar Shaker, if desired. 

Quick Pumpkin Spice Cake 

3 eggs, lightly beaten 
1 can (15 oz) solid pack pumpkin 
1 pkg. (18.25 oz) spice cake mix 
Powdered sugar (optional) 

Brush Stoneware Fluted Pan with vegetable oil using Pastry Brush. In Classic 2-Qt Batter Bowl, combine eggs and pumpkin using 10" Whisk; whisk until smooth. Add cake mix; mix with Mix 'N Scraper until thoroughly blended, about 1 minute. Pour batter into pan, spreading evenly. 
Microwave on HIGH 14 minutes or until Cake Tester inserted near center comes out clean. (Cake will be slightly moist on top near center.) Let stand in microwave 10 minutes. If necessary, loosen cake from sides of pan using Skinny Scraper; invert onto serving plate. Let cool 5 minutes. Sprinkle with powdered sugar using Flour/Sugar Shaker, if desired. 


Sausage Ring 


2 lb. lean sausage (Bob Evans mild) 
1/4 cup chopped onion 
2 eggs 
1 1/2 cups crushed crumbs (club crackers) 
1 apple finely chopped (tart apple) 

Mix ingredients together and place into the fluted stone. Microwave on high for 16 minutes. Drain and turn onto a platter. Microwave 6 more minutes. Can be baked at 350 for 1 hour.

SUNSHINE CAKE

1 lemon 
1 orange 
1 small carrot grated (1/2 cup) 
3 eggs 
1 container (16 oz.) sour cream 
1 package (18.25 oz.) yellow cake mix 
1/4 cup powdered sugar 
1 pint blueberries (optional) 



Lightly spray stoneware fluted pan with vegetable oil using kitchen spritzer. Using lemon zester/scorer, zest lemon and orange using short strokes. Juice lemon and orange over 1-qt. batter bowl using lemon aid, to measure 1/2 cup juice; set aside. Grate carrot using deluxe cheese grater. In classic 2-qt. batter bowl, combine eggs, sour cream, carrot, lemon zest and orange zest. Whisk until smooth using 10" whisk. Add cake mix and mix with mix 'n scraper about one minute. Pour batter into pan, spreading evenly with super scraper. Microwave on high 13 minutes or until cake tester inserted in the center comes out clean (cake will be slightly moist on top near center.) Let stand 10 minutes. Loosen cake from sides of pan; invert onto serving plate. Using pastry brush, brush reserved citrus juices over top and sides of warm cake. Sprinkle powdered sugar over cake using flour/sugar shaker. If desired, fill center of cake with fresh blueberries. Serve warm. Yield: 12 servings. Tip: if using a microwave without built-in turntable, rotate cake once after 6-1/2 minutes. 


Oven Cakes “N” Meals:

 3 Step Chicken:

1 whole roasted chicken



olive oil to spritz (or veggie oil)

3-4 garlic cloves, pressed over chicken

spices or rubs (your choice)


SPIKE IT, SPRITZ IT, & SPICE IT


Take a 3-4lb whole roasting chicken and rinse with water, especially the cavity. Then SPIKE the chicken cavity on the center post of the Stoneware Fluted Pan (just like you would do for a vertical roaster). Lightly SPRITZ with olive oil or vegetable oil using the Kitchen Spritzer. SPICE it with pressed garlic and any of your favorite Pampered Chef spice mixes or rubs. Place it in a 350 degree F oven for 1 hr 15min to 1 hr 30min depending on the size of the chicken. 


Roasted Chicken (aka the "obscene chicken")

1 whole roasting chicken



Potatoes, cut into large chunks

Oil for spritzing




Carrots, chopped into chunks

Italian herb seasoning





3-5 garlic cloves, whole

2 Onions, 1 sliced thin, 1 cut into chunks

Rinse and pat dry one roasting chicken. Stand the chicken upright on the post of the Stoneware Fluted Pan. The post goes up inside the cavity of the chicken. Tuck wing tips behind back. (A nice touch is to separate skin slightly from chicken before cooking and stuff with an herbed butter or just add a few garlic cloves and thin onion slices under skin for a wonderful aromatic flavoring...). Spritz chicken lightly with oil and season with Italian Herb Seasoning. Roast according to instructions for weight of chicken. 
Check doneness with pocket thermometer. The fats and oils from the chicken drain away from the chicken and into the bottom of the pan. I cooked a 2-pound chicken for a little over 2 hours and 15 minutes at 350F. The skin cooks golden brown and crispy and the meat is so juicy and tender because the chicken is also cooking from the inside out!   After baking for 1 hour I put large chunks of potatoes, carrots and onions around the bottom of fluted pan and they roasted beautifully alongside the chicken. 

Antipasto Bread


1 jar (6 1/2oz) marinated artichoke hearts 



2 garlic cloves
1/3 Cup sliced deli hard salami 




1/3 c. butter or margarine
1 small red bell pepper 





4 oz fresh parmesan cheese, in block
1 can pitted olives 





2 pkg (11 oz each) refrigerated dinner rolls or bread loaves

Preheat over to 375F. Spray Stoneware fluted pan with oil using kitchen spritzer. Drain artichokes in small colander; place on paper towels and pat dry. Chop artichokes, salami and bell pepper using Food Chopper; place in 1 Qt Batter Bowl. Slice olives using egg slicer. Add olives and garlic, pressed with Garlic Press, to batter bowl; mix with Super Scraper and set aside. Melt butter in Covered Micro-Cooker on HIGH 30 seconds. Using Deluxe Cheese Grater, grate parmesan cheese into Classic 2-Qt Batter Bowl. Separate dinner rolls and cut each into quarters using Kitchen Shears. Dip 16 dough pieces in melted butter then roll in cheese. Arrange evenly in pan. Sprinkle with ½ cup of artichoke mixture. Repeat twice. Dip remaining 16 dough pieces in melted butter and arrange over last layer of artichoke mixture. Sprinkle with any remaining cheese. Bake 27 to 30 minutes or until deep golden brown. Cool 5 minutes on Nonstick Cooling Rack. Loosen edges from side and center of pan with Citrus Peeler. Carefully invert onto cooling rack to remove bread. Cool slightly. Slice with Serrated Bread Knife. 

 Apple Bundt Cake

CAKE: 


2 cups white sugar 




3 c. all purpose flour
1 cup vegetable oil 




3 tsp. baking powder
1/4 cup orange juice 




½ tsp. salt
2 1/2 t. vanilla extract 




2 c. chopped nuts
4 eggs 






confectioner’s sugar


FIILLING:

 
2 cups diced peeled apples 
1 T. white sugar 
1 t. ground cinnamon 

1. To make filling, combine the diced apples, 1 T. white sugar, and cinnamon. Set aside. 
2. Sift together flour, baking powder, and salt. 
3. Beat 2 cups white sugar, oil, orange juice, vanilla, and eggs at high speed. Stir in sifted ingredients. Fold in nuts. 
4. Pour 1/3 of the batter into a greased fluted stoneware pan. Add alternate layers of filling and batter, ending with batter. 
5. Bake at 350 degrees F. for 55 to 60 minutes, or until the top springs back when lightly touched. Remove cake from the pan while hot. Cool the cake, and sprinkle with confectioner's sugar. 


Apple Cinnamon Pull-Aparts

1 (8oz) cream cheese, brick



1 small or medium granny smith apple 
¾c. brown sugar 





2 pkg (10 count each) Pillsbury biscuits
½c. sugar 





light karo syrup
2 tsps. cinnamon 





1 stick butter or margarine

Grease the Fluted Stone. Pour 1/2c karo syrup in bottom of pan. Mix brown sugar, cinnamon, and sugar together in 2 qt batter bowl. Set aside. Melt margarine in 1qt micro-cooker. Set aside. Peel and core apple, using APCS. Using 3" knife to slice into 1/4" size pieces. Set aside. Next slice cream cheese into 20 pieces. Open biscuits and flatten with palm of your hand. Place one piece of apple and one piece of cream cheese on each biscuit. Then take the biscuit and fold it over the cheese and apple to create a seal and form a crescent. Continue till all are done. Then, take each crescent and dip it into the butter first and then into the sugar mixture. Place it on it's edge in the bottom of the pan. About 15 will fit in the bottom. Then place the remaining crescents around the flute until all are placed. Bake at 350 for 30-35 minutes. Remove from oven and let stand for about 5-10 minutes. Turn out onto large platter. Note there will be a lot of sticky fluid. Just spoon it over the pull-aparts. 


Apple Praline Bubble Bread

1/3 c. butter or margarine




½ c. packed brown sugar

¼ c. chopped pecans




¼ c. regular sugar

½ tsp. cinnamon





2 pkg refrigerated dinner rolls

1 Granny smith apple, large

Melt 1/3 C. butter or margarine; Add ½ C.packed brown sugar and pour into bottom of pan.  Sprinkle with 1/4 C. chopped pecans.   In another bowl combine 1/4C sugar and ½ tsp cinnamon.  Slice 2 pkgs refrigerated dinner rolls in half crosswise and roll in sugar mixture. Arrange half of the rolls over butter mixture.   Sprinkle another 1/4 C pecans over rolls. Use Apple Peeler/Corer/ Slicer on one medium Granny Smith apple and chop with food chopper. Sprinkle apples over dinner rolls. Arrange remaining dinner rolls over apples.   Bake 

35- 40 minutes until golden brown. Invert and cool. Let stand 1 minute. 

Apricot Pound Cake

1 lemon cake mix 
4 eggs 
3/4 c. oil 
1 cup apricot nectar 
1/2 cup sugar 

Mix all of the above with the whisk - bake in the fluted pan at 350 degrees for 55 minutes - test with cake tester. Glaze while warm with a powdered sugar and lemon juice and/or apricot nectar glaze. 

BACON `N CHEDDAR BUBBLE BREAD


2 packages (11 oz. each) refrigerated dinner rolls 
4 oz. cheddar cheese, finely shredded (1 cup) 
2 Tbsp real bacon bits 

Preheat oven to 375° F. Lightly spray Fluted Pan with veggie oil using Kitchen Spritzer. On Large Grooved Cutting Board, separate dough into 8 rolls. Using Kitchen shears cut each roll into quarters. 
Using Deluxe Cheese Grater fitted with fine grating drum, finely shred cheese into Classic Batter Bowl. Add bacon bits and mix lightly. Toss each piece of dough in cheese mixture until lightly coated and place in Fluted Pan. 
Bake 20-22 minutes or until top is deep golden brown. Using Oven Mitts, remove Fluted Pan to Nonstick Cooling Rack. Run Skinny Scraper around edge of bread to loosen. Carefully invert onto serving plate. To serve, pull apart pieces of rolls from bread loaf. 

Yield: 16 servings Cook's Tip: To make "DILL `N CHEDDAR BUBBLE BREAD" use 1 teaspoon Pantry Dill Mix instead of bacon bits and prepare recipe as directed. 

Baked Potatoes 

Prick potatoes with a fork, grease with butter & place upright in stone. Bake like you normally would & you’ll have the BEST baked potatoes!! 

Banana Chip Cake (fluted pan)

1 pkg. (18.5 oz) banana cake mix (with pudding in the mix) 
1 pkg. (3.5 oz) instant banana cream pudding and pie filling 
4 eggs 
1 c. water 
1/2 c. vegetable oil 
1 c. Hershey's Mini Chips Semi-Sweet Chocolate 
Chocolate Glaze (recipe follows) 

Heat oven to 350. Grease and flour fluted stoneware pan. In mixer bowl combine cake > mix, pudding mix, eggs, water and oil; beat on low speed until blended. > Increase speed to med; beat 2 minutes. Stir in chocolate chips. Pour batter into pan. Bake 45-50 minutes or the toothpick thing. Cool 10 minutes; remove from pan. Cool completely on wire rack. Drizzle with Chocolate Glaze (see below) 

Chocolate Glaze:

In small saucepan bring 1/3 c sugar and 1/4 c water to full boil, stirring until sugar dissolves. Remove from heat; add 1 c Hershey's Mini Chips Semi-Sweet Chocolate. Stir with wire whisk until chips are melted and mixture is smooth. Cool to desired consistency; use immediately. (About 2/3 c glaze) 

Banana Walnut Crunch Cake 

Topping: 


1/2 cup chopped walnuts 
1/4 cup packed brown sugar 
1/4 cup butter, melted 


Cake: 


1 package (18.25 ounces) yellow cake mix 



1 c. mashed banana (2 bananas)

1/4 cup chopped walnuts





¾ c. water 
1/2 teaspoon ground cinnamon 




¼ c. vegetable oil

Preheat oven to 350F. Coat Stoneware Fluted Pan with oil using Pastry Brush. For topping, combine nuts, brown sugar and butter; mix well. Pour walnut mixture into prepared pan, spreading evenly. In Classic (2 Qt) Batter Bowl, combine cake mix, walnuts and cinnamon. Add eggs, bananas, water and oil; mix 2 minutes or until well blended and pour into pan. Bake 50-55 minutes or until Cake Tester inserted near center of cake comes out clean. Carefully invert pan immediately onto Non Stick Cooling Rack to remove cake. Cool 30 minutes. 

Buttermilk Pound Cake

Combine in large mixing bowl: 


1 c. shortening or 2 cubes butter or margarine


1 c. buttermilk 
2 c. sugar 






½ tsp. baking soda
4 eggs 







3 Tbl. vanilla
3 c. flour 


Bake at 350 degrees for 1 hour in greased fluted stoneware pan. Poke holes all over top of cake with bamboo skewer. 


Glaze: 


1/4 c. buttermilk 
1/4 tsp. soda 
1/2 c. butter 
1/2 c. sugar 


Boil for 5 minutes, pour over cake while still hot. > Cool completely then remove from pan. 

Butterscotch Bundt Cake

1 supermoist white or vanilla cake mix 
1 pkg. (4 oz.) butterscotch instant pudding 
1 cup milk 
½ cup vegetable oil 
4 egg whites 
powdered sugar 

Heat oven to 350. Prepare fluted pan by spraying with vegetable oil and brushing thoroughly with Pastry Brush. Beat together cake mix, pudding, milk, oil, and egg whites in a large bowl on low speed for 30 seconds. Beat on medium speed 2 minutes. Pour into pan, spread evenly and bake 50 to 60 minutes or until cake tester inserted in center of cake comes out clean. Cool 10 minutes in pan. Turn upside down onto heatproof serving plate. Remove pan, cool cake completely. Sprinkle with powdered sugar before serving. 

Caramel Peach Coffeecake 

1 (12 oz) jar peach preserves 
1/4 cup chopped pecans 
2/3 cup firmly packed brown sugar 
1/3 cup butter, melted 
2 (12 oz) cans Pillsbury Big Country Refrigerated Buttermilk Biscuits 

Heat oven to 350F. Coat Stoneware Fluted Pan with oil using Pastry Brush. Spoon 1/2 cup of the preserves evenly in bottom of pan; sprinkle with pecans. In Small (1 qt.) Batter Bowl, combine sugar, margarine and remaining preserves; set aside. Separate dough into 20 biscuits. Cut each biscuit into quarters. Layer half of the biscuit pieces in pan. Spread 1/2 of the brown sugar mixture over the biscuits. Repeat with remaining biscuits and brown sugar mixture. Bake at 350F for 35 to 45 minutes or until deep golden brown. Cool upright in pan 2 minutes; invert onto serving plate. Spread any fruit or caramel on bottom of pan over coffeecake. 


Chocolate-Chocolate Cake 

1 (8 oz) pkg. Philadelphia Cream Cheese, softened 
1 cup Sour Cream 
1/2 cup coffee-flavored liqueur (or water) 
2 eggs 
1 pkg. chocolate cake mix 
1 pkg. (small box) Jell-O Instant Chocolate Pudding 
1 cup Semi-Sweet Real Chocolate Chips 

Mix cream cheese, sour cream, liqueur (or water) and eggs in 2 Qt Batter Bowl with 10" Whisk until well blended. Add cake mix and pudding mix and beat until well blended. Fold in chocolate chips (batter will be stiff). Pour into greased Fluted Stoneware Pan. 

Bake at 325, for 1 hour or until Cake Tester comes out clean. Cool 5 minutes; remove from stone to wire rack. Sprinkle with powdered sugar before serving. Garnish, if desired, with raspberries or strawberries. 

CHOCOLATE PRALINE CAKE

1 stick butter or margarine 
1/3 c. whipping cream 
1 c. brown sugar 
1 c. pecans (chopped) 
1 package chocolate fudge cake mix and the ingredients to make the cake. Any chocolate cake mix is good but the darker the better. 

Melt butter in micro cooker. Add brown sugar and whipping cream. Pour into bottom of fluted pan. Place nuts evenly on top of sugar mixture. Pour prepared cake mix on top and bake for 35 -40 minutes at 350 degrees F. Let cool for at least 15 min and turn upright. 

Chocolate Sticky Bubble Loaf

2 loaves frozen bread dough, thawed 


½ c. melted butter
3/4 c. sugar 





½ c. water
4 T. Hershey's Cocoa, divided 



½ c. packed brown sugar
1 t ground cinnamon 




½ c. pecan pieces

Thaw loaves as directed on package; let rise until doubled. In small bowl combine granulated sugar, 2 T. cocoa and cinnamon; set aside. In small bowl combine 1/4 c melted butter, water, brown sugar and remaining 2 T cocoa; microwave at High 30-60 seconds or until smooth when stirred. Pour mixture into 12-cup fluted pan; sprinkle with pecan pieces. Heat oven to 350. Pinch off pieces of bread dough; form into balls, 1 1/2 inches in diameter. Dip each in remaining 1/4 c. melted butter and roll in cocoa-sugar mixture. Place balls in pan. Bake 45-50 minutes or until golden brown. Cool 10 minutes in pan; invert onto serving plate. Serve warm or cool. 

Chocolate-Peanut Butter Swirl Cake

1 Pkg. 18.25 oz. yellow cake mix 



3 eggs



1 cup water 





3 squares (3 oz) semi sweet baking chocolate

1/2 cup peanut butter 


Glaze 


3 TBS. creamy Peanut butter 
2-3 TBS. milk 
1 cup powered sugar 
3 TBS. coarsely chopped peanuts 

Oven 350* and use Pan-Eze* to grease pan. For cake, place cake mix in 2 qt. batter bowl. In 1 qt. batter bowl, whisk water, peanut butter, and eggs until well blended. Stir peanut butter mixture into cake mixture. Mix 2 minutes or until well blended. Pour half or batter approximately 2 cups into prepared pan. Melt chocolate in covered Micro-cooker on HIGH for 1 minute, stirring every 15 seconds or until melted and smooth. Stir into remaining batter. Using small SS scoop, drop chocolate batter onto batter in pan; swirl with skinny scraper. Bake 50-55 minutes or until done and tester comes out clean. 
Cool 15 minutes in pan. Carefully invert pan onto non-stick cooling rack to remove cake. Cool 30 minutes. 

Glaze:

Whisk peanut butter and 2 TBS milk until smooth. If necessary, gradually add additional 1 tablespoon milk until glaze is of desired consistency. Drizzle glaze over cake; sprinkle nuts evenly over glaze. Yield 16 servings 
Chocolate Glaze: In small saucepan bring 1/3 c sugar and 1/4 c water to full boil, stirring until sugar dissolves. Remove from heat; add 1 c Hershey's Mini Chips Semi-Sweet Chocolate. Stir with wire whisk until chips are melted and mixture is smooth. Cool to desired consistency; use immediately. (About 2/3 c glaze) 


Cinnamon Orange Pull-Aparts

1 orange 
3/4 cup sugar 
1 1/2 t cinnamon (plus?) 
5 T butter 
18 frozen bread dough rolls, thawed 
1/3 c light corn syrup 

Zest orange for 1 Tablespoon. In 1 qt combine sugar, cinnamon and zest. In micro cooker melt butter. Cut each roll in half and dip in butter then the sugar mixture. Arrange 1/2 in pan, drizzle 1/2 the corn syrup and repeat with remaining rolls cover with corn syrup and remaining sugar mixture. Cover and let rise until double in size (sometimes I skip this step depending on how long I let them thaw to begin with). Bake at 350 for 30-35 minutes or until top in golden brown. Cool in pan 5 minutes and then invert on to serving plate (I use the 13" stone) 

Citrus Poppy Seed Delight Cake 

Cake: 


1 1/3 cups orange juice 
1/2 cup oil 
3 eggs 
1 (18.25 oz) box lemon cake mix 
2 Tbs. poppy seeds 
Zest from an orange and lemon 

Icing: 


2 cups sifted powdered sugar 
2-3 Tbsp. orange juice 
Zest from an orange and lemon 

Cake: Preheat oven to 350 F. Brush inside of Stoneware Fluted Pan with oil using Pastry Brush. Using an electric mixer, beat together orange juice, oil and eggs. Add cake mix; mix until moistened. Continue to mix for 2 min on high. Fold in poppy seeds and zest (use Lemon Zester/Scorer). Bake 30 - 35 minutes. Let cool 10 minutes, then invert 
onto cake plate; cool completely. 


Icing: Combine all ingredients; mix well. Icing should be moderately thick. Add more sugar or juice to achieve desired consistency. Spoon icing over cake and top cake with extra zest. 

Club Sandwich

2 pkgs 11 oz each refrigerated French Bread Dough 
Oil for Kitchen Spritzer 

Fillings

 
1/2 lb. crisply cooked sliced bacon 
3/4 cup mayo 
1 tablespoon chopped chives or green onions 
1 pound thinly sliced deli turkey 
2 medium plum tomatoes 
2 cups chopped lettuce 

Preheat oven to 350. Spray Fluted Pan with oil. For Bread, Join ends together and pinch to seal forming one large ring. Place in pan seal side up, pressing into pan slightly. Spray top of dough lightly. Bake 40-45 minutes or until deep golden brown. Carefully invert onto non-stick cooling rack and remove bread to cool completely. In 1-Quart batter bowl, combine chopped bacon, mayo and chives and mix well. Cut bread in half horizontally with serrated bread knife. Spread half of mayo mixtures on bottom half of bread. Cover with turkey, then cheese. Top with tomatoes and lettuce. Spread remaining mayo on top half of bread and cut into wedges to serve. 



Cream Cheese-Filled Monkey Bread

1 (2-pound) package frozen white bread dough 
1/2 cup (4 oz) block-style cream cheese 
1/3 cup sugar, divided 
1 1/4 tsp ground cinnamon, divided 
1/2 cup reduced-calorie maple-flavored pancake syrup 


Thaw bread dough in refrigerator according to package directions. Combine cream cheese, 1 tablespoon sugar, and 1/4 tsp cinnamon in a bowl; stir well, and set aside. Combine remaining sugar and remaining cinnamon; stir well, and set aside. Cut each loaf of dough into 24 equal portions. Flatten each portion into a 2 1/2 inch circle using Bakers Roller. Spoon 1/2 tsp cream cheese mixture into center of each circle. Gather dough around cheese mixture, forming a ball; pinch edges of dough together to seal. Roll each ball in cinnamon-sugar mixture, and layer balls in Stoneware Fluted Pan brushed with oil. Sprinkle any remaining cinnamon sugar over dough; pour syrup over dough. Cover and let rise in a warm place, free from drafts, 40 minutes or until doubled in bulk. Preheat over to 350F. Bake for 28 minutes or until lightly browned. Immediately loosen edges of bread with a knife. Place a serving plate, upside down, on top of pan; invert bread onto plate. Remove pan, and drizzle any remaining syrup over bread. 

Crescent Caramel Swirl 

1/2 cup butter 
1/2 cup chopped nuts 
3/4 cup packed brown sugar 
1 tablespoon water 
2 cans biscuits 

Heat oven to 350 degrees. Melt butter in small saucepan. Coat the bottom and sides of Fluted Pan with 2 tablespoons of the melted butter. Sprinkle pan with 3 tablespoons of the nuts. Add remaining nuts, brown sugar and water to remaining melted butter; bring to a boil, stirring occasionally. Boil 1 minute stirring constantly. 
Cut biscuits in 4ths; arrange one can in Fluted Pan Spoon half of brown sugar mixture over bottom layer. Add another layer of biscuits over it, add remaining brown sugar mixture over the second biscuit layer. Bake at 350 degrees for 20-30 minutes or until deep golden brown. Cool 5 minutes. Invert onto serving platter or waxed paper. Serve warm. 

Deep Chocolate Upside-Down Cake

1 stick butter not margarine 
1 cup brown sugar 
1/4 cup water 
1 1/2 cups coconut 
1 cup hazelnuts 
Duncan Hines Dark Chocolate Cake Mix 
(oil, water, eggs to make cake according to package) 
1 cup frozen whipped topping (Cool Whip) 
1 cup fresh strawberries or 1/2 cup fresh raspberries 

Chop hazelnuts using food chopper. In 12" Family Skillet, melt butter, add brown sugar, water, coconut and hazelnuts. Cook until carmelized. Remove from heat. In 2 Qt. Classic Batter Bowl, mix cake according to directions on box. Pour cake mix on top of sugar mixture. Bake at 350 degrees for 40 minutes. Cool 10 minutes. Invert onto serving platter. Cool. Pipe whipped topping with easy accent decorator around edges, garnish with berries. 

Devil's Delight Cake (fluted pan)


1 pkg. (18.25 oz.) devil's food cake mix (with pudding in the mix) 
4 eggs 
1 c. water 
1/2 c. vegetable oil 
1 c. chopped nuts 
1 c. mini marshmallows 
1 c. Hershey's Semi-Sweet Chocolate Chips 
1/2 c. raisins 
Confectioners' sugar 

Preheat oven to 350. Grease and flour fluted stoneware pan. In large mixer bowl combine cake mix, eggs, water and oil then beat on low speed just until blended. Increase speed to medium; beat 2 minutes. Stir in nuts, marshmallows, chocolate chips and raisins. Pour batter in to pan. Bake 45 to 50 minutes or until you do the toothpick thing! Cool 10 minutes; remove from pan to wire rack. Cool completely. Sprinkle with confectioners' sugar on top. 



Died and Went to Heaven Chocolate Cake:

1 3/4 cup Flour 





¾ c. unsweetened cocoa powder
1 cup sugar 





1.5 tsp. baking soda
1 1/2 teaspoon Baking Powder 



1 tsp. salt
1 1/4 cup buttermilk 




1 c. packed brown sugar
2 large eggs, beaten 




¼ c. vegetable oil
2 teaspoons vanilla 




1 c. hot strong black coffee


Heat oven to 350 F. Grease and Flour Stoneware Fluted Pan. In 2 quart batter bowl whisk flour, white sugar, cocoa powder, baking soda, baking powder and salt. Add buttermilk, brown sugar, eggs, oil and vanilla, beat with electric mixer on Medium speed for 2 minutes. Whisk in hot coffee until completely incorporated (batter will be thin). Pour the batter into the Fluted Stone. 

Bake 35-40 minutes or until the cake tester inserted in the center comes out clean. Cool in pan on Nonstick cooling rack x 10 minutes. Remove from pan and cool. 

Icing:

1 cup confectioners sugar 
1/2 teaspoon Vanilla 
1-2 tablespoons buttermilk 
Whisk all ingredients until a thick but pourable icing, Drizzle on cooled cake. 

Easy Apple Raisin Monkey Bread

Take 2-3 cans of the Hungry Jack Cinnamon biscuits, cut into quarters with kitchen shears. 
Dip in melted butter. Mix with raisins and chopped apples. Bake at 350 for about 30 minutes or until the biscuits in the middle are done. 

French Toast Bundt 


24 frozen dinner rolls, thawed but still cold 
2 egg whites 
1/3 cup liquid hazlenut coffee creamer 
1/4 cup maple syrup 
3 tbsp butter, melted 
2 tbsp sugar 
1/2 tbsp cinnamon 
1/2 tbsp vanilla extract 
1/2 tsp nutmeg 
1/4 tsp ginger 

Cut rolls in half. Mix other ingredients in a bowl. Dip rolls in mixture and place in Fluted Pan sprayed with non-stick spray. Pour remaining mixture over rolls. Re-cover with wrap and let rise at room temperature until rolls reach the top of the pan. 
Remove wrap and bake at 350 for 35 minutes. Invert on a serving platter. Drizzle with syrup and sprinkle with powdered sugar. Slice and serve with additional syrup as desired. 

GERMAN CHOCOLATE CAKE

1 German chocolate cake mix (and eggs, oil, water as recipe on box) 
1 block cream cheese 
1 box powdered sugar 
1 stick butter (or margarine) 
1 cup pecans, chopped 
1 cup coconut 

Mix cake mix as directed. Sprinkle nuts and coconut on bottom of pan. Add cake mix. In saucepan, melt butter and cream cheese. Add powdered sugar and stir until creamy. Add by dollops to cake batter, making sure not to touch sides of pan. Bake at 350 for about 35-40 minutes. Invert and enjoy, and enjoy, and enjoy. 

GOLDEN CHOCOLATE CAKE SERVES: 12-16

1 (18.25 oz.) Package Yellow Cake Mix without the pudding 

1 (8 oz) large milk chocolate candy bar, chopped
1 (3.4 oz.) Package Instant vanilla pudding mix 


1 c. semisweet chocolate chips (6 oz)
1/2 cup Vegetable Oil 





1 c. semisweet butterscotch chips (6 oz)
1/2 cup Water 






1 c. shredded coconut
4 Eggs (large) 






1 c. chopped pecans (optional)
1 cup (8 oz.) Sour Cream 





confectioner’s sugar (optional)

In a mixing bowl, combine cake and pudding mixes, oil, water and eggs; beat on low speed for about 30 seconds or until moistened. Beat 2 minutes on high. Blend in sour cream. Stir in candy bar, chocolate and butterscotch chips, coconut, and nuts. Pour into a greased and floured 12-cup fluted tube pan. Bake at 350 degrees F for 1 1/4 - 1 1/2 hours or until the cake tester inserted near the center comes out clean. (The top of it will look quite brown, but won't be burned tasting.) Cool in pan 30 minutes, remove to a wire rack. Cool completely. Chill before slicing. Dust with confectioners' sugar if desired. 

Herb and Parmesan Monkey Bread

1 1/2 loaves frozen bread dough, thawed (or 1 package of white rolls, thawed) 
1/4 - 1/2 cup melted butter or margarine 
1 cup grated Parmesan cheese 
1 Tbsp. of each fresh herb (or one teaspoon of each dried) rosemary, sage, basil and thyme 
1/4 tsp. garlic powder (try fresh garlic) 

Lightly grease Fluted Pan. Combine cheese with fresh herbs and garlic. Divide thawed dough into 24 pieces. Dip each piece in melted butter and roll in cheese/herb mixture to coat. Place coated pieces of dough evenly in pan. Let rise until double in size. Bake in a preheated 350º F oven for 30 - 40 minutes or until golden brown and top of bread sounds hollow when tapped. Remove from oven and pan to cool on wire rack. 

Honey Bubble Ring

1/2 cup honey 
1/3 cup sugar 
1/4 cup chopped pecans 
1 Tbsp orange juice 
1 Tsp. ground cinnamon 
1/2 Tsp. grated orange peel 
3 Tubes (12 oz each) refrigerated buttermilk biscuits 

Combine first six ingredients. Cut each biscuit into four pieces; dip each piece halfway into honey mixture. Layer in tube pan. Bake at 375 for 30-35 minutes or until golden. Cool for 10 minutes; invert pan onto a serving platter. 

Italian Bread

Put 3 "logs " of refrigerator biscuits around the pan (don't separate!) Melt 1/4 C. butter and combine with 4-5 minced garlic cloves, pour over bread. Sprinkle with Italian seasoning and grated Parmesan. Bake at 350 for 18 minutes or until golden brown. Invert onto a plate and pull apart. 

Italian Parmesan Pull-apart Bread


1/3 C. butter or margarine (1/2 C) 
4 0z. fresh parmesan cheese, grated (6oz.) 
2 t. Italian seasoning mix (3t.) 
2 cloves garlic, pressed (3-4 cloves) 
2 Pkgs (11.3 oz.) refrigerated dinner rolls. 

Preheat oven to 375. Lightly spray Stoneware Fluted Pan with vegetable oil using KS. Melt butter in Covered Micro-Cooker. Grate the parmesan cheese using Deluxe Cheese Grater. In 1-Qt Batter Bowl, combine Parmesan cheese and Italian Seasoning mix. Press garlic into batter Bowl using Garlic Press; mix well. Separate dinner roll s and cut each into fourths using kitchen shears. Dip rolls in melted butter and then cheese mixture. Arrange rolls evenly in pan. Bake 27-30 min or until deep golden brown. Cool 5 min and the carefully invert onto cooling rack. 

Jelly Bean Confetti Cake 

3/4 cup miniature jelly beans, cut in half 


1 tsp. vanilla
2 cups all purpose flour 




3 eggs
1 1/4 cups sugar 





1.5 tsp. baking powder
1 cup margarine or butter, softened 



¼ tsp. salt
8-ounce package cream cheese, softened 


powdered sugar

Heat oven to 325 F. Generously grease and flour Stoneware Fluted Pan. Lightly spoon flour into measuring cup; level off. In small bowl, toss jellybeans with 2 tablespoons flour; set aside. In large bowl, beat sugar, butter, cream cheese & vanilla, until blended. Add eggs, 1 at a time, beating after each addition. Add remaining flour, baking powder & salt; blend well. Spoon 1 cup of batter evenly over bottom of prepared pan. Stir jelly beans into remaining batter; spoon prepared pan. Bake at 325 F for 50 to 60 min. or until cake tester inserted comes out clean. Cool upright in pan 10 minutes; invert onto serving plate. Cool completely. Sprinkle with powdered sugar. 

Lemon Pound Cake

1 box of Lemon cake mix. Prepare as directed on the box, but add a small box of lemon pudding mix. Only the powder, don't prepare pudding. Bake in our NEW Fluted Pan for the time and temp listed on the box. After it cooks & cools, generously poke holes in it with a fork. In a saucepan, heat lemon juice and powdered sugar for the glaze. I don't measure anything so just mix until it gets to a glaze consistency & sugar is dissolved. Drizzle over cake. Make sure to get the whole cake. The glaze will sink into the cake where the little holes are. Garnish with lemon slices. I score the lemons before I cut them so they look prettier. It's really yummy & always very moist 



Layered Butterfinger Cake 

4 cups frozen whipped topping 
3/4 cup caramel ice-cream topping 
1/2 teaspoon vanilla extract 
5 Butterfingers (chopped) 
1 angel food cake mix plus ingredients to prepare cake 

Preheat oven to 350 degrees. Coat Stoneware Fluted Pan with oil using Pastry Brush. In 2 Quart Batter Bowl mix cake as directed on package. Bake and cool.  Measure caramel in Measure-All Cup. Put caramel into 1 Quart Batter Bowl and add whipped topping & vanilla. Mix well. Cut cake horizontally with Serrated Bread Knife into three layers. Place bottom layer on serving plate and spread with cream mixture.   With Food Chopper chop Butterfingers and sprinkle on first layer repeat each layer and frost sides and sprinkle with rest of Butterfingers.   Hint: You have to watch the cake mix because some will rise too high. Be sure not to overfill the pan. 

Meat loaf Ring

Prepare your favorite meatloaf recipe. After turning it out on a plate, fill the middle with mashed potatoes or cooked baby carrots. 
           

Create a Cake with Stoneware Fluted Pan: 


1 cake mix 
1 cup baking chips 
1 cup sour cream 
½ cup oil 
4 eggs 
1 (4-serving) box instant pudding 

Mix everything except chips with electric mixer for 3 minutes. Stir in chips with Mix n Scraper. Bake in greased and 
floured Fluted pan at 350 for 45 minutes. Cool 10 minutes. Remove from pan and finish cooling on non-stick rack. Serve with dusting of powdered sugar or garnish with whipped topping. 

Possible Combinations:

Butterscotch: Yellow cake mix, butterscotch chips, butterscotch pudding, and vanilla extract. 
Double Chocolate: Chocolate cake mix, chocolate chips and chocolate pudding. 
Swiss Chocolate: Swiss chocolate cake mix, milk chocolate chips and chocolate pudding. 
Chocolate mint: Chocolate cake mix, chocolate mint chips, chocolate pudding and peppermint extract 
Chocolate Peanut butter: Chocolate cake mix, peanut butter chips, and chocolate pudding. 
Lemon: Lemon cake mix, vanilla chips, lemon pudding, and vanilla extract. 
Banana Supreme: Banana cake mix, banana cream pudding, and Dole cinnamon covered raisins, and banana extract. 
Strawberry cheesecake: Strawberry cake mix, cheesecake pudding, white chocolate chips, and strawberry extract. 
Wild cherry: Cherry cake mix, white chocolate pudding, white chocolate chips and cherry extract. 

Mini Chips Blueberry Bread (Fluted Pan) 


2 pkgs. (14.5 oz each) blueberry nut quick bread mix 
2 eggs, slightly beaten 
3/4 c buttermilk 
1/2 c. vegetable oil 
1 1/2 c. Hershey's Mini Chips Semi-Sweet Chocolate 
Mini Chips Glaze (recipe follows) 

Heat oven to 350. Grease and flour fluted pan. In bowl combine bread mix, eggs, buttermilk an oil. Beat with spoon 1 minute. Stir in Mini Chips Chocolate. Pour into pan. Bake 45 to 50 minutes or toothpick thing. Cool 10 minutes; remove from pan. Wrap tightly in foil. Cool completely. Glaze with Mini Chips Glaze. 

Mini Chips Glaze

In saucepan bring 2 T. sugar and 2 T. water to boil, stirring until sugar dissolves. Remove from heat; add 1/2 c. Hershey's Mini Chips Semi-Sweet Chocolate. Stir with wire whisk until chips are melted and mixture is smooth. Cool to desired consistency; use immediately. (About 1/2 c. glaze) 

Monkey Bread

4 cans biscuits 
2/3 cup sugar 
1 tsp. cinnamon 

Cut each biscuit into 4 pieces. Mix sugar and cinnamon together with biscuit pieces. Grease your stoneware Fluted Pan. Drop biscuit pieces into Stoneware Fluted Pan.  Heat to boil the following ingredients: 1 cup brown sugar, 1 stick margarine and 1 tsp. cinnamon. Pour over the biscuit pieces. Bake at 350 degrees for about 50 minutes. Let it sit about 10 minutes before inverting onto a plate. 
Optional Add-Ins: chopped nuts, raisins, chopped apples. Pull apart and enjoy! 



Mountain Dew Cake

1 pkg. lemon cake mix 
4 eggs 
1 pkg. lemon instant pudding 
1/3 cup shortening 
1 cup Mountain Dew 

Mix all ingredients together at medium speed for about 2 minutes. Bake at 350 degrees for 55 minutes. Invert and when cooled drizzle melted lemon frosting over top. (I use Pillsbury Ready to Spread Lemon Frosting, and heat in the microwave for about 30 seconds, stirring after 10-second intervals.) 

One Step Pound Cake

1 cup butter 
2 1/4 cups all-purpose flour 
2 cups sugar 
3 eggs 
1 tsp vanilla 
1 container (8 oz.) orange or lemon yogurt, or sour cream 
1/2 tsp baking soda 
1/2 salt 
1 tsp grated lemon peel 

Preheat oven to 325 degrees F. In large mixing bowl, beat together all ingredients on low speed of electric mixer until blended. Beat at medium speed for 3 minutes. Pour into greased and floured bundt or tube pan. 
Bake 1 hour 10 minutes or until cake tester comes out clean. Serve plain or topped with fruit, ice cream or topping of your choice. 

Orange Cake

1 yellow cake mix with pudding 
1 sm. instant vanilla pudding 
1/2 c. oil 
4 eggs 
1 c. orange juice 
1/2 c. nuts 
Sauce: 
1 stick butter 
1 c. sugar 
1/2 c. orange juice 

Preheat oven to 325*. Grease fluted stoneware pan and sprinkle nuts in the bottom. (I used the stoneware fluted pan and brushed it using by pastry brush and pan-eze.) Combine the cake mix and pudding. Add oil, juice, and the eggs. Mix for 2 minutes. Pour over nuts in pan. Bake 55 minutes. 

Meanwhile put sauce ingredients in pan and boil for 2 minutes. Pour over cake immediately upon removal from the oven. Let cool completely. Sit pan in hot water if necessary to loosen cake. Turn out onto serving plate. 

ORANGE PULL-APART BREAD

1 large orange, completely zested, 2 Tbs. juice reserved 

¼ c. plus 1 Tbl. unsalted butter, melted
1/2 cup granulated sugar 





1 c. powdered sugar
2 packages refrigerated biscuits cut into half 

Preheat oven to 350°F. Combine orange zest and granulated sugar in a bowl. Dip biscuits in 1/4 cup melted butter and coat heavily with sugar mixture. Place in a well-seasoned or greased Stoneware Fluted Pan. Drizzle with remaining butter and sprinkle with remaining sugar mixture. Bake 25 minutes. Remove from pan and place on rack. Make citrus glaze by mixing together powdered sugar, 1 Tbs. melted butter and reserved juice. Glaze rolls while still warm. 

Plum Cake

Great in the fluted pan, perfect for breakfast or brunch (not too sweet) 

2 cups self rising flour (Must be self rising) 
1 cup oil 
1/4 tsp. nutmeg 
1/2 tsp. ground cloves 
1/2 tsp. cinnamon 
2 cups sugar 
2 sm. jars plum baby food 
3 eggs 
1 cup pecans (optional) 
Mix dry ingredients, add oil, eggs, & baby food. Add nuts. Bake at 325 degrees for 1 hour and 15 minutes. 

Poppy Seed Cake

1 yellow cake mix 
1 pkg. instant vanilla pudding- sm. box size 
1 cup water 
1/2 cup oil 
4 eggs 
4 TBS. poppy seeds 

Mix the dry ingredients, add water and oil and mix in one egg at a time beating well after adding each one. Add seeds last. Pour into Pan-ezed fluted pan. Bake 350* 30-40 minutes or until tester comes out clean. Let this cool for about 5-10 minutes and then turn out onto the nonstick cooling rack. The chillzanne platter is a great cake cover and holder and transporter! 

Pumpkin Pudding Bundt Cake

15 oz can pumpkin 
small butterscotch instant pudding 
yellow cake mix 
1/4 c. water 
4 eggs 
1/4 c. oil 
2 tsp. pumpkin pie spice 

Beat all ingredients for 30 sec. on low. 4 minutes on med. Pour into a well-greased stoneware fluted pan. Bake at 350 degrees for 50-55 min. 

Rum Cake

1 cup nuts (half pecan and half walnuts) chopped and toasted 
1 pkg. yellow cake mix 
1 - 3 oz. pkg. of instant vanilla pudding 
1/2 cup cold water 
1/2 cup oil, 1/2 cup rum 
4 eggs 

Sprinkle chopped nuts on the bottom of fluted pan. Beat the cake mix with pudding, water, oil and rum. Beat in one egg at a time. Pour batter into pan and bake at 325 for 1hour. Cool for a minute or two on rack and glaze with 1/4 cup melted butter, and 1/2 cup sugar and 1/4 cup rum. 

SAVORY SANDWICH RING

2 pkgs (11 oz each) refrigerated Bread dough 
3 garlic cloves 
1/2 tsp each: dried oregano leaves and basil leaves (I use 1 tsp of Pantry Ital Seasoning instead) 
2 cups lettuce 
1 medium each: onion, green bell pepper and tomato 
1/ 2 cup pitted ripe olives 
8 oz. thinly sliced deli meat such as hard salami, turkey, ham or bologna 
4 oz. thinly sliced cheese, such as Swiss, American or Muenster 
6 tbsp. Italian dressing, divided 

Preheat oven to 350. Place dough, seams side down on 15" round baking stone. Join ends of dough together to form 1 large ring. Using serrated Bread Knife, cut 8 diagonal slashes on top of dough. Lightly spray dough with vegetable oil using KS. Press garlic over dough using GP; spread evenly with Skinny Scraper. Sprinkle with oregano and basil. Bake 26-30 minutes or until deep golden brown. Immediately remove from Stone to Nonstick Cooling Rack; cool completely, 

Chop lettuce into thin strand using Garnisher. Using US&G thinly slice onion, bell pepper and tomato. Slice olives using ESP. To assemble sandwich, cut bread in half horizontally using Serrated Bread Knife. 
Arrange meat and cheese evenly over bottom half of bread. Top with lettuce. Drizzle 2 tbsp dressing evenly over lettuce. Top with onion, bell pepper, tomato and olive slices. Using pastry brush, brush cut side of bread top with remaining dressing; place over bottom half. Cut into 8 wedges using SNS. 
Bake the French bread dough in the Fluted pan instead of on the 15" round. 

Snow Angel Cake

1 box one-step Angel food cake mix 
1 20oz can crushed pineapple OR cherries in water (NOT cherry pie filling) 
1 8oz tub of Cool whip 

Empty cake mix into 2Qt batter bowl. Pour in can of fruit. Lightly whisk using 10" whisk (will be foamy). Pour into fluted stone (I lightly spritzed mine the first couple of times). Bake 350 for 35 min. Invert onto cooling rack until cool. Using EAD decorate with cool-whip. I use fat-free so that this recipe is COMPLETELY fat free! 

Spiced Apple Praline Cake

1 box spice cake mix 
3 eggs 
1 1/4 c. applesauce 
1/2 c. oil 
Mix above and set aside. 
1 stick real butter 
1 cup brown sugar 
1 cup chopped pecans 
1/2 cup whipping cream 

Melt butter and add sugar then stir until dissolved. Add cream and mix well. Add pecans and stir. Carefully spoon cake batter over pecan mixture and bake at 350 for 30 min. Cool for 10 min and then invert onto serving platter. 

Sticky Buns 

(Prepare night before): 
Coat Fluted Stoneware Pan with oil using Pastry Brush. Sprinkle 3/4 cups chopped nuts evenly in pan. Arrange 1 package of FROZEN Dinner Rolls (dough balls) 
over nuts. Sprinkle 2/3 -3/4 c. brown sugar over dough balls. Sprinkle powder from 1 box (3.2 oz) COOK & SERVE Butterscotch Pudding Mix over sugar. Sprinkle 1 tsp. Cinnamon over top. Arrange 6 T. of butter slices evenly over all. Cover with foil & leave on counter overnight to thaw and rise. Bake at 350 for 30 min. Invert after 5 min; serve. 

SUSAN'S APPLE CAKE RECIPE

3 cups chopped apples (unpeeled) 
2 ½ cups flour 
2 teas. baking powder 
1 teas. baking soda 
1 teas. salt 
2 eggs 
2 cups sugar 
1 cup salad oil 
1 teas. vanilla 

Prepare apples and set aside. In small bowl beat eggs, sugar, oil and vanilla. Add dry stuff. Fold in apples. Batter will be VERY thick. Place in greased fluted stoneware pan. Bake at 350 for 55-60 minutes. Turn out. Do not cover tightly as this cake makes a delicious crust, the crust will soften if covered tightly. Enjoy! 

Sweet Potato Ring 

3 lbs. sweet potatoes 
1/2 c. toasted walnut halves 
1/4 c. packed brown sugar 
2 eggs 
1 Tbsp. canola oil 
1 c. nonfat non-dairy coffee creamer 
1 tsp. ground cinnamon 
1/4 teaspoon freshly grated nutmeg 
3 extra large egg whites 
2 Tbsp. granulated sugar 

1) Clean sweet potatoes, peel or boil in jackets until tender, 35 – 40 minutes. Peel and mash. 
2) Coat a stone flute with oil using Pastry Brush. Arrange the walnut halves around it and sprinkle with the brown sugar. Preheat oven to 350. 
3) Beat eggs well and add oil, non-dairy creamer, cinnamon and nutmeg. Add mixture to the potatoes and blend well. 
4) Beat the egg whites. When slightly thickened, add the granulated sugar gradually and beat until soft peaks form. Fold into the sweet potato mixture. 
5) Turn the sweet potato mixture into the stone flute and bake for 45 minutes. 
To serve: Place a serving platter over the stone flute, invert, and let stand 5 minutes, then remove the mold. 

TAMALE ROUND-ABOUT

Filling 


1-1/4 pounds ground beef, cooked in 10" frying pan for 8-10 minutes or until no longer pink; drain. 
1/2 teaspoon chili powder 
1/2 teaspoon ground cumin 
1/4 teaspoon salt 
1 jar (16 oz) thick and chunky medium salsa 
1/4 cup red or green bell pepper or combination of both, chopped 

Corn Bread 


1-1/2 cups flour 
1 cup yellow cornmeal 
1/4 - 1/3 cup sugar 
1 tablespoon baking powder 
1/2 teaspoon salt 
1-1/4 cups milk 
2 eggs 
1/4 cup vegetable oil 
4 oz. sharp cheddar cheese, shredded (1 cup) 
Sour cream (optional) 

1. Preheat oven to 375 F. Generously spray SFP with nonstick cooking spray. For filling, place ground beef in 12" skillet. Sprinkle with seasonings. Stir in salsa. Cook over medium-low heat for five minutes. 
2. Meanwhile, chop bell pepper using FC; sprinkle in bottom of pan. 
3. For corn bread, combine flour, cornmeal, sugar, baking powder, and salt in 2QBB. Add milk, eggs, and oil; stir with Mix 'N Scraper just until dry ingredients are moistened. Stir in cheese shredded with DCG. 
4. Spread 1-1/2 cups batter evenly over peppers in pan using Skinny Scraper. Top with filling and remaining batter, spreading evenly. 
5. Bake 35-40 minutes or until top is lightly browned. Loosen cord bread from edge and center of pain with knife. Invert onto serving plate. Slice into 16 wedges using Slice 'N Serve. Serve with sour cream if desired. 

Terri's Blueberry Pound Cake

2 sticks butter, softened (don't even think about using margarine) 

3 c. flour, divided
2 cups sugar 







1 tsp. baking powder
4 eggs 








½ tsp. salt
1 1/2 t. vanilla, pure 






1 pint blueberries, washed


Preheat oven to 325. Grease and flour fluted pan. Mix butter and sugar; add eggs one at a time. Beat well after each egg is added. Add vanilla and beat til fluffy. Dredge berries with 1/4 cup flour and set aside. Sift remaining flour with baking powder and salt; fold into cake batter until well blended. Gently stir in berries. Pour into pan and bake for approximately 1 hour and 10 minutes or until cake tests done. Cool for 10 minutes in pan before removing. 

Triple Chocolate Cake 

1 package devil's food cake mix 
1 (6 oz) pkg chocolate instant pudding mix (I often use 3.9 ounce 
pkg,-can't tell any difference) 1 1/4 cups water 1/2 cup oil 4 large 
eggs 1 (12 oz) pkg semisweet chocolate chips (2 cups) 

Glaze: 


1 (6 oz) pkg semisweet chocolate chips (1 cup) 
1/2 cup whipping cream (be sure to use whipping cream, not half and half 
or coffee cream) 


Combine first 5 ingredients in a large bowl. Beat at medium speed for 2 minutes. Stir in by hand one 12 oz pkg choc chips into batter. Pour into greased and floured Stoneware Fluted Pan and bake at 350 for 55 minutes. Toothpick in center will NOT come out clean. Cool in pan for 10 minutes. Invert on rack and cool completely. 
Combine remaining 6 oz pkg of chips and cream in saucepan over low heat, stirring constantly with Skinny Scraper just until chips are melted. Remove from heat and cool 15 minutes, drizzle glaze over cake. Let glaze set before serving. Note: glaze makes an excellent topping for ice cream. 

Turkey Club Sandwich Ring

Bread: 2 pkgs. (11 oz. each) refrig. French bread dough (Pillsbury) 
Fillings: 
1/2 lb. sliced bacon, crisply cooked, crumbled 
3/4 cup mayonnaise 
1 TB. chopped chives or green onion with top 
1 lb. thinly sliced deli turkey 
2 medium tomatoes, thinly sliced 
2 cups chopped lettuce 

Preheat oven to 350. Spray or brush Stoneware Fluted Pan with oil. For bread, remove dough from package; join ends together to form one large ring, pinching edges tightly to seal. Place dough in prepared pan, seam side up, slightly pressing to fit pan. Lightly spray top of dough with oil. Bake 40-45 minutes or until deep golden brown. 
Carefully invert pan on to Cooling Rack to remove bread. Cool completely. Combine bacon, mayo, and chives; mix well. To assemble sandwich, cut bread in half horizontally. Spread half of mayo mixture on bottom half of bread. Cover with overlapping slices of turkey. Top with tomatoes and lettuce. Spread remaining mayo mixture on top half of bread; place over bottom half. Cut into wedges and serve. Yield: 8 servings or 16 sample servings 



Walnut Crunch Cake

Crunch topping: 
½ Cup chopped walnuts 
¼ Cup packed brown sugar 
¼ Cup butter or margarine, melted 
Cake: 
1 package (18.25 oz) yellow cake mix 
¼ Cup chopped walnuts 
½ tsp ground cinnamon (Korintje!) 
3 eggs 
1 cup mashed ripe bananas (2 medium bananas) 
¾ Cup water 
¼ Cup vegetable oil 
Preheat oven to 350º F. Spray Stoneware Fluted Pan with vegetable oil (or Pan-eze). 
For topping, combine walnuts, brown sugar, and butter; mix well. Pour walnut mixture into prepared pan, spreading evenly. In 2qt batter bowl, combine cake mix, walnuts, and cinnamon. Add eggs, bananas, water, and oil; mix 2 minutes or until well blended and pour into pan. Bake 50-55 minutes or until cake tester shows center is set. Carefully invert pan immediately onto Nonstick Cooling rack to remove cake. Cool 30 minutes.
