*Pampered Chef Guesstures from Director Sherry Hamilton: 

This game is loosely based on the game of "Guesstures". It's a miming game where one player tries to get the other players to guess the word they are miming. There is a time limit allowed for them to demonstrate (without speaking). We used the prop from the actual game as a timer but you could use the Pampered Chef Clock/Timer

Individual  kitchen words are printed on playing cards. Each player takes a turn by choosing 1-4 of these cards to mime. Such as cooking, skillet, stemware, spritzer, cutting board, peeler, bbq tongs, sautéing, etc.   Their turn begins when the clock is started and ends when someone guesses the correct word or time runs out (whichever comes first). Points are given for guessing the correct word and for successfully miming the word. Using the correct word in a phrase counts as a correct answer. Props are allowed if available. The 'actor' studies the card and then put it down and start the timer. The others would have to guess from the gestures what the item was. No speaking or writing  anything down. Props are allowed if there’s time the timer started. (eg:  use the stem from a pussy willow arrangement to start off stemware). The Winner is the one with the most points at the end of the game.

Variation - Homemade Pampered Chef $$ can be earned instead of points and then used to shop for prizes in an auction at the end of the game. 

Comment - there is no limit to the number of players that can play and the game can be easily modified to suit the situation (since we had never done it before, we made modifications as we played)

How it was done at one meeting:

For each correct answer both the gal who guessed correctly and the actor would get a pc 100$ bill. We each went 3 or 4 times so we could get 16 $ bills for acting if every single clue was 'guessed' and then we could also have another 64 chances at $ (in this case 4 other actors, 4 cards each, 4 times) if we were the only one correct every time. So I ended up with about 3500 dollars (35 bills) and used those to buy the items the director put in the auction.

It was a great icebreaker. It also helped get us comfortable with being in front of people. I'm sure you could use recruiting words, host coaching verbs etc.

She just used extra things that she had laying around. I was surprised that one prize was so elaborate being the DCB but she also had 2 'for sale' in the other room ready for her open house tonight. And of course she emailed everyone in her downline today congratulating them individually on winning ____ to of course entice all the others to maybe show up next time!
