Creating the Atmosphere

· Make a simple potpourri with apple peels left from 2 – 3 apples after using the Apple Peeler/Slicer/Corer plus 1 cinnamon stick, 2 TBSP cloves, the zest from an orange and 2 cups of water. It will smell like Christmas when your guests arrive. 

(You can make with out the apple also)

· Open your show by asking everyone to share his or her favorite holiday food or tradition.

· Make gift baskets and cute gift ideas and place by your guests or at your display.

· Show whisk and Silicone oven mitt 

*Stainless Steel Whisk – Merry “Whisk”mas or “Whisking” you a Merry Christmas

· Batter Bowl Gifts - Cookies, Brownies, Chili, or Soup 

(You can download recipes and gift tags off PC website)

· Wear festive clothing and decorative accessories.

· Lay candy canes out with catalogs or fill batter bowl with candy canes for everyone to take home or bring red and green Hershey Kisses to give to your guests who have great questions are share tips or stories.

· Decorate your display to get shoppers in the mood.

Holiday Ideas Kitchen Show Tips

· Suggest they set up their table the night before to avoid last minute panic. For a casual holiday buffet wrap silverware in a napkin, tie with a ribbon and place in the Tool Turn – About. Add a small arrangement of fresh holly or dried flowers in the center for a festive touch.

· To make fancy butter pats, place softened butter in the Easy Accent Decorator fitted with the star tip. Pipe stars onto Parchment Paper; Freeze until firm. Remove with the All Purpose Spreader.

· With the Crinkle Cutter cut a potato in half-length wise then into a triangle to create a tree or a star, and use with paint or inkpad to make gift wrap.

· Suggest Season’s Best Cookbooks as Christmas cards.

· Use Measure All Cup to easily stuff your turkeys.

· Use Show Stoppers like plate artistry, fruit luminaries (oranges, apples, pumpkins, squash) and candy clay
