Ideas for Couples Shows

..…Have two paper bags with the 2 different recipe ingredients. Divide the group in half (you can do this any way you want). Give each team a bag of groceries. One group has the directions/ingredients but no measurements. The other group has no directions/ingredients but not the measurements needed for each ingredient. The first to finish the closest to what the recipe should be like wins the game. 

..…Race with the Twist. One group could do the Pepperoni version and the other can make the Apple/Cranberry. (Besides racing, they can see which group manages to keep the seams from coming apart!!)


..…Do a skit with two people - one person stands there as the body and puts their hands behind their back and they do the talking. Then the other person is behind them, but can't see and their hands do the work. Have the husband and wives be teams and you can decide who does what or they can. Pick a fairly easy recipe with many steps (i.e. the cool veggie pizza). Have the crust pre-made. Then the first couple would have the job of getting the cream cheese mixture into the bowl. Team 2 would have to add garlic, dill, etc. and mix the mixture and spread it onto the crust. And so on with the remaining teams and steps in the recipe.

..…Have a Thrill of the Grill show and let the guys go outside and use the grill tools, mitt and BBQ or Southwest seasoning while the ladies help finish a dessert inside. 

..…Battle of the sexes: have girls vs. guys. Each team makes a pizza, seeing who can use the most tools.

…..Have the guys make a pizza using our tools and the gals make one using "other" kitchen gadgets. Guess which 
group was done first and which one look the most presentable?

…..Give each of the men a tool at the start of the show and explain that this is their tool for the night and to think up some uses for it. Then, when it's time to use that tool in the demo, have them come up and tell 5 uses for that tool (this can be VERY funny!) and then have them use the tool for the recipe. At the end have the women vote on the guy who had the best uses and they get a prize. This fits in well with the demo and doesn't take a lot of time.


…..Do the Chicken with a Baked Potato Bar Show 
Have a chicken baking in the Deep Dish Baker & Bowl or Rectangular Baker and Lid
Then set up the potato bar where everyone will top off their own potato with the help of all our wonderful tools. Have the host get the potatoes ready for baking before you arrive and then just pop them into bake. You can bake them in your Fluted Stone, BB/DDB combo, or stand them in the Muffin Stone. Baked at 425 they will be ready when you are (put them in when you begin the show, they take about 45 minutes). Remember, not everyone needs a whole potato, they can be split. 

Suggestions for toppings:
Potatoes - bake in muffin stone so easy to take in and out of oven (each person would get 1/2). Poke w/ H 'n Slice
Broccoli - micro in large micro cooker, no water needed, 4-5 minutes if full
Cheese grated with Deluxe Cheese Grater or Ultimate S&G
Cooked bacon - snip with Kitchen Shears (cook in bar pan when arrive, 350 for 25-30 minutes)
Sour Cream - Easy Accent Decorator, fill with Lg. or Medium Scoop
Green Onion - Chef's Knife
Parsley or Chives - snip with shears
Salsa-center of Chillzanne Platter insert, use Bamboo Spooners
Chili-warm in cookware
Ranch Dressing (Hidden Valley Ranch Packet) - Measure Mix & Pour (use a little less milk and mayo to mix more easily)
Ham - Utility Knife
Butter (stick) - Egg Slicer Plus and place in Mini Chillzanne Bowl
Salt and Pepper Mill
Appropriate Pantry Seasonings for people to taste test on potatoes

…..I STARTED OUT THE SHOW BY ASKING HOW MANY OF THE GUYS COOKED? THIS GOT A LOT OF LAUGHTER. I ALSO TOLD THEM THAT IF THEY FELT THE NEED TO LEAVE THE ROOM THAT THEY NEEDED TO TELL THEIR WIVES THAT THEY COULD BUY EVERYTHING THEY WANTED!! I ALSO TOLD THEM THAT THEY EASILY SPEND $100 AT WALMART, K-MART, OR TARGET, WHY NOT SPEND $100 TONIGHT!!! 
TRY TO INCLUDE THE GUYS IN THE DEMO. INVITE YOUR HUSBAND ALONG, TOO. AND GET HIM TO HELP YOU OUT. THIS MIGHT ENTICE THE GUYS TO WANT TO JOIN PC. 
 
….Okay, this is what I did for a recently couples show. I used the stuffed Italian appetizer recipe. I had two of everything (had to borrow some products). I lined up the women at one end of the table and the men at the other end. I had step-by-step instructions for each group. I explained some of the products before we got started then I let the two groups race each other to see who could do it the 


…..You can wear a tool belt and put some of your tools (products) in it.


…..I have done a few Couples Shows and use the following game at the beginning of the show.
Before the Show I put a couple blank index cards in the back pocket of my folders. At the Show I do intros and then say "throughout the Show you are going to learn alot about me and The Pampered Chef but for me to get to know 
you all...I'm are going to ask a few questions." Then I ask them to grab their pens and the blank cards from the folder and turn their chairs back to back with their "significant other."
Then they answer and we go around the room announcing answers. It is hysterical. Some of the questions also allow me to talk about products.
Couples Show Questions
1. Who in your household wears the apron in the family?
2. Is there one dish you wish your wife/husband would never make again?
3. Is there one dish that you wish your wife/husband would make more often?
4. When your wife hangs up shirts in the closet, do the buttons face to the left or to the right?
5. What date is your wedding anniversary? or your wife's birthday?
6. What percentage of the time do your husband's clothes end up in the clothes hamper at the end of the day?
7. What was your wife wearing on your first date?
8. Where did you go on your first date?
9. Describe your wife using our cookbooks...is she more like..Busy Mom Light and Simple (Stoneware) Sensation Classic
10. To describe your husband's physique...would you say he is…the Skinny Scraper the Super Scraper or the big Mix and Scraper
11. Which tool does your spouse need to be more like…the Easy Opener ( because they are shy) Boil Control ( for those hot tempered ones) Clock/Timer ( they are ALWAYS late!)
12. Which tool describes your spouses dancing style?? twist and pour masher shaker turn about

…..My favorite couples show idea (which I've used twice with great success) is to borrow another A/P/C/S (assuming you already have one) and buy 7 granny smith apples. You or the hostess pick 6 guys (or gals /or mixed) out of the crowd and demo one apple for them. Then do a relay race with two teams of three where they have to peel the apple from start to finish. The first team that wins each gets a small prize.

…..Make the chicken in the rectangular baker/lid... with potatoes, and baby carrots, Rosemary Herb seasoning, salt, pepper, pressed garlic. YUMMMM! We had a men against women bake-off. I had 2 of all the tools needed to make the Nutty Carmel Apple Crisp. The Host & Hostess picked 2 men, 2 women to make the recipe. I had typed out recipes in steps for each group. I gave out tickets throughout the night for participation, doing the recipes, married longest least, who had the most stones, so forth They loved the bake off. It was funny to watch the ladies, and how much they know about the products, and the guys best line was.........."What she said"! They did great and were great sports.
