1) The key to a successful Cooking show is ATTENDANCE. I cannot stress this enough.  Statistics say that only 1/3 to ½ of the people you invite will be able to attend. Parties are more fun when there are lots of people. It is also fun to have a diverse set of people at your show.  So pull from all your different outlets including work, church, PTA, neighbors and of course family.  This allows everyone to make new friends and have fun.  So invite as many people as you know.
2) Call everyone NOW and let them know the date of your show.  Let them know that a postcard or email will follow to remind them of the date.
3) Please read the ENTIRE Show Planner and follow the steps carefully.  This was written to help you receive the maximum benefits from your kitchen show.  Call me as soon as possible if you have any questions.
4) Do not use the postcards or e-vite as your first contact with your guests. Verbally invite everyone and use the postcards or e-vite as a reminder. Please let you friends know that an RSVP is very important so that we know how much food to prepare.
5) Encourage everyone to bring a friend and they will receive a gift from me as a way of saying thank you! Address the post card invites to Suzy and Guest just like an invite to a wedding. 
6) Outside orders really add up and can make a big difference.  Ask each person who is unable to attend to look over the catalog.  Maybe they would like to book their own show.  This way they can earn free products too!! You will have the opportunity to use your discount and take advantage of that Month’s Host Special.  All bookings must be on my calendar before we submit your show.

7) Make a call to each of your guest 1-2 days prior to the show as a reminder.  We all get very busy with life and you don’t want your guests to forget and then miss out on the fun.  Think of it like a doctor’s appointment reminder call—those are always so helpful to a busy person.
8) I will call you several days prior to your show for a final head count.  You will need to provide the ingredients for the recipe. 
9) In this packet I have provided an envelope so that you can immediately mail the outside orders and money to me.  You will have time before and a week following your show to collect outside orders.
