How to make the most of your Mystery Host Show

How to get high attendance:


I would call all of your past hosts and preferred customers before sending out the invitation, to see if they are free that day and would like more information.  This will save on copies and postage. Here is one idea of what to say...


 


"Hi.  This is Lydia Martin with Pampered Chef.  I wanted to tell you about an exciting event that I'm hosting at my house on _______.  I'm having a Spring Product Preview and Mystery Host Show.  Would you mind if I tell you more about it?  Great.  This is a special event for 2 reasons.  First, it will be your chance to see all of our new spring products along with our new feature recipe - Strawberry Cheesecake Torte.  It is gorgeous and so easy to make!  Secondly, because it is a Mystery Host Show, you will have the opportunity to win all the host benefits from our show - just for attending!  I am getting ready to send out invitations, which outline how you can earn even more chances to win.  Our hosts usually earn between $75 and $200 worth of products so it will be very exciting when we select the winner.  Do you think you’ll be able to join us?”





Your invitation can be sent by mail or e-mail, but these phone calls will make all the difference so make as many as you can.  Also – just like at our shows – it takes a lot of invitations to have 20 people at your show so don’t hesitate to invite 80+.  I usually make about 30 calls and then e-mail the invitation to another 50-80 people.  Of course, new consultants do not have a large customer base to pull from – so you will need to think of every family and friend contact that you have.  Also – you may want to increase the number of tickets they will get if they bring a friend (that you don’t know) to the show.


 


Another idea - You may want to include one postcard invite with the mystery show invitations that you mail to show them what the Strawberry Cheesecake Torte looks like.  Then write a note on it that says - "Come learn how to make this!"  Both of these will fit inside a regular envelope.


 


What to do at the show:


 I would have one main dish, such as a ring or pizza, prepared ahead so it can cook or be reheated while you’re doing your show.  Depending on how many you are expecting, you may want to have additional appetizers prepared ahead of time.  Just do one recipe, such as the Strawberry Torte, in front of your guests.  It shows tons of products and takes at least 20 minutes to prepare.  Next - showcase all of the new products and the talk about the benefits of hosting their own show.





At the end of your show, take the time to explain how they will earn chances to win the host benefits.  Be sure to really pump up booking a show so that they'll get the most chances to win!  Then hand out the "ticket" door prize slip (see attachment).  To receive tickets for purchasing products, each guest selects their items and adds it up to the subtotal line.  You may want to have extra calculators available so this goes smoothly.  They'll need to know if they are purchasing $20, $40, etc. worth of products.  Then, they will turn in their completed form in order to get raffle tickets.  (Can be purchased at Wal-Mart or any office supply store.)





Remember - the key to this whole show is excitement!!!  I pump it up soooo big at the end - "Drum Roll Please!”  They are all at the edge of their seats when I read off the winning number.  Everyone screams when the winner is picked.  You may also want to give away additional door prizes after you’ve selected the “grand prize” winner, using the remaining tickets in your basket.  A stoneware crock and a few new Season’s Best Cookbooks is one idea.  Then you give a Kitchen Show Planner to the winner and tell her that you will be calling her tomorrow to give her the details of what she has earned for free.  Let guests know that you will be happy to total their forms while they help themselves to food.  Of course, if they didn’t win today, they are welcome to add additional items!





One last note:  The winner does pay for their original order just like the rest of the guests.  They will use the host benefits to get additional items – not the items that helped them win the benefits.  No guest has ever questioned me on this, but it is important that you understand how this works just in case!





Now that you have all these details – book your own Mystery Host Show & watch your business grow!
