Pampered Chef Makes Cooking with Kids 

Fun and Easy
Cutting Board & My Safe Cutter - Kids can cut their won apples, vegetables.  Toddlers can use Safe Cutter for cutting play food out of Playdoh.

Garnisher - school age kids can use without fear of cutting themselves.  Crinkle cut fries, carrot sticks that look like crinkle cut fries, celery sticks, cheese cubes, ice cream.

Kitchen Cutters - good scissors for older kids because they have no sharp edges, although they are very sharp.

V-Shaped Cutter - use to cut fruit & veggies into neat cups.  Fruit cups out of grapefruit or oranges, “Stuffed Boats” out of cucumber or zucchini.  Also great for pumpkin cutting!

Egg slicer - great for letting kids cut their own banana slices for cereal;  make fruit pizza with sugar cookie crust and let kids slice strawberries, kiwi, and banana to top it with.

3” and 4” Cut & Seal - great for kids sandwiches - they can also make their own!  P & J, grilled cheese, stuffed French toast, etc.

Pizza Cutter - for toddlers, it’s great for cutting up pancakes, waffles & sandwiches

Apple Wedger - wedge apples for kids lunches; then squeeze them back together and wrap in plastic wrap.  They’ll stay fresh for lunches.

Food Chopper - chopping “real” food for babies

Ice Shaver - making slushies for kids during the summer, freeze OJ so they’ll be healthy treats.

Quick Stir Pitcher - great “non-messy” pitcher for frozen OJ, Kool Aid, Fruit Juices; no messy stirring with a wooden spoon; great for mixing powdered baby  formula.

Celebration Plate - recognize a child or other family member’s special day at dinner or breakfast time;  good grades; doing will in soccer game or basketball game; birthday, etc.  Record events in the keepsake booklet

Baking Stones - kids can help you make cookies that they will never burn!!  Have kids use Small Stainless Steel Scoop so they will not have the temptation to like  the raw cookie dough from their fingers (can get salmonella from the raw eggs).  Also, never flip a chicken nugget again !! Frozen fish sticks, French fries, tatter tots, chicken nuggets, hash browns, will come out perfectly crispy all the way around!

Heart, Flower, Star Bread Tubes - fun bread for kids sandwiches;  cut meat & cheese with the tube and kids can assemble their own “Lunchables”; make fun shaped crispy treats, brownies & ice cream, banana bread, etc.

Deluxe Mini Muffin Pan - kids can help to make mini blueberry muffins or cupcakes (use Small Stainless Steel Scoop).  The mini cupcakes are perfect for taking to a child’s classroom on their birthday!

Flour/Sugar Shaker - kids can use to sprinkle cinnamon sugar on toast, powdered sugar on pancakes or waffles, colored sugar on holiday cookies, etc.  No mess!

12” Family Skillet - this one is a special treat for mom’s with large a family!   Holds an entire gallon of food.  Fits a whole cut chicken at one time!

11” Square Griddle - Great for pancakes, fried eggs, grilled cheese.  Large enough to hold FOUR grilled cheese sandwiches at one time!

Boil Control - never over boil a pot again when boiling water for Mac & Cheese!

All Purpose Spreader - perfect for letting little ones help spread frosting on a cake.

Easy Accent Decorator -  “Easy” is right!  Kids will love using this to make special decorations or writing a message on a birthday cake.  For fun at parties, use it to put peanut butter inside of celery sticks or frosting on top of mini cupcakes.

Mini Whipper - made to mix a glass of chocolate milk, hot chocolate, other powdered drinks.

Cover Micro Cooker - heat up a can of soup for lunch, can of Spaghettis-O’s etc., without making a mess in the microwave.  Great for heating cans of vegetables because the lid is a strainer.

Bear Rabbit Pancake Mold - make fun shaped pancakes for kids on the weekend; or, make many during the day and freeze.  Pull them out on busy school mornings and heat in the microwave!  Much less expensive than buying Eggo Waffles!

2 Qt. Batter Bowl - older kids can help pour pancakes and waffles without the mess because of the pouring spout and handle.  Got leftovers?  Simply cover it with the lid & place in the fridge!

Measure - All Cup - adults love this easy measuring cup, and kids think it’s great fun!  Use it with them and help them learn their measurements.
