If you decide you do not want to fulfill your commitment, you should sell your kit back (the unused items only) for 90% of what you paid for it.

 

I’m curious, is there something that’s holding you back from doing your shows? If you let me know what it is, I will try my best to help you find a solution. 

 

With our Team meetings in Pompano Beach (there is one next Monday, October 8th if you can make it), my newsletters, emails and hospitality meetings, we have provided the opportunity for you to learn about being a qualified Pampered Chef Consultant. The company has also provided training for you with such materials as videos, online training, your Consultant Business Guide and paperwork to help you. It is up to you to take advantage of the information that the company and I have provided you to get your business going.

 

As I stated before, I am here to help you, I always have been. However, this is your business and you need to make the effort to run it, nobody else can do it for you. If you would like to make a one-on-one phone appointment with me, I would be more than happy to give you ideas to get your business off and running, but I can only match your effort.
