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This is frilly and wonderful.
~ You will need:
1 leek, about 1-inch in Bowl of ice water
diameter 3-inch Self-Sharpening
1 carrot Paring Knife
Toothpicks Tomato Corer
The method:

1. Cut off the green top of the leek. Cut off the roots
but keep the root end intact. Wash and dry it well. Cut
enough from the top end to leave you a 4-inch length
from the root.

2. Place the point of the knife %-inch from the root end
with the sharp edge of the blade facing away from
the root. Press the knife in until it reaches the center
of the leek. (See illustration.) Then cut away from the
root to the end.

3. Continue making cuts, placing them as close to-
gether as you can. The closer the cuts, the more frilly
the flower. Keep turning the leek and cutting until you
are back where you started.

4. Carefully separate the petals, pressing them back to
look like a flower. (See illustration.) With the Tomato
Corer, cut a round from the carrot to make the center
of the flower.

5. Push a toothpick up through the root end of the leek
and press the carrot circle down on it. Soak in ice
water for 5 minutes to open up the petals.
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
