MAIN APPLE VARIETIES GROWN IN BRITISH COLUMBIA

Ambrosia: a new variety originating from Cawston, B.C. Fruit ripens in late September and can be stored for four months.. Fruit color is a red blush with broad red stripes over a yellow background. Creamy flesh color. Crisp and tasty.

Fuji: a medium to large sized apple with red stripes over a yellow to green background color. This variety originated in Japan. It is late maturing and is prized for being sweet and having a long storage life.

Gala: an excellent eating apple having sweet taste and crunchy texture. Color is red stripes or blush over a creamy background. Available from September through April.

Golden Delicious: an excellent all-purpose apple with a rich, unique flavor. Good in salads. Flesh is juicy and medium firm. Cooks firm. Available from late September to April.

Jonagold: an excellent medium to large sized all purpose apple. Sweet tasting and good in salads. Color is a red blush or red stripes over a yellow background color. Available from October to April.

McIntosh: the oldest commercial variety grown in B.C. The delicious and tangy fruit is medium sized and has a red blush over a light green background. Flesh is firm and crisp. Cooks soft and smooth. Available from September through March.

Red Delicious: a deep red colored apple with a prominent base. This variety is crisp and juicy and is for eating, but not for cooking. A good keeper, available from October through May.

Spartan: This excellent all-purpose apple was developed at the Summerland, B.C., Research Station. It resembles McIntosh. It is crispy, has snowy-white flesh and has an unusually small core. Its taste and crunch value makes it a favorite in many households. Spartan cooks soft and smooth. Has good storage and is available from October through June.

Sunrise: a summer apple having a red blush over a cream background. It is best eaten fresh and is not for storage or cooking. Available in August and early September.
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
