Small blocks of time: (during breaks, driving, during children’s practices)


Make Customer Care Calls; Host Coaching Calls; listen to tapes and cd’s; prepare supplies-stamp and write on catalogs, show planners, receipts, etc; write post cards thank you’s, and show preparation postcards; return messages; make adjustments; do copies; prepare host, guest, and recruiting packets; do all shopping plans at once.
Large blocks of time:


Business builders; host coaching; booking blitz calls; prepare host, guest, and recruiting packets; delegate responsibilities to others (have children stamp catalogs, prep packets, file, mail, postcards, printing, and copying.


Practical Tips:  Do errands on the way to and from work and at breaks, and you can write off your mileage.  Insurance benefits.  Your car can also be your part-time office.  Have planners, postcards, stamps, labels, packets, extra invitations, extra catalogs, recruiting lists in your car.  Host coaching, get permission from host about when the best tie to call is.  Do easy calls first.  Only offer 1-2 recipes a month and you can purchase all the groceries at once then just split the costs between the hosts.  Have a mega-show, rent a hall and have every host bring their own guests and you can get all of your shows done at once.
