 I was asked to put together an outline of the Margaritaville theme show I recently did.  I don't have a formal outline written up - hopefully these notes will be helpful to you.

First of all, I should note, that my husband and I are huge fans....so mustering up enthusiasm, getting in the spirit, etc was not too difficult to do!  My bookshelf and CD collection are filled with J.B. books and CD's and I took them all!

I would also like to thank Kathleen Mahoney who got me steered in the right direction months ago by sharing her notes on one of the loops. I used her info as a "base" and went from there with what i felt would work for me.

Menu:

"Cheeseburger In Paradise" (aka All American Cheeseburger Ring)

Macadamia Key Lime Pie (premade in cobalt blue deep dish pie)

Frozen Margaritas, with ice shaver (alcoholic and non), served in salt-rimmed margarita glasses (nobody liked the salt!)

This was a patio show.  I used 2 tablecloths that had parrots and palm trees, etc. on them - 1 on the hosts picnic table which we served the food from, and 1 on my demo table.

I used the SA Hospitality Stand and the Rectangle Platter as a centerpiece on the picnic table. Found these cute little candles in the shape of palm trees (6 in a box). I lined these up in the Rectangle and found some yellow/gold-ish shredded tissue paper (I'm a packrat!). I spread this shredded tissue in and around the little candles on the platter.  It was a little breezy so we never actually got these candles lit - but they looked great just out like they were.  (Were I to light them, I would not have used the tissue paper, out of concern for fire safety).

I also had two tabletop candles that were in these bamboo stands, I set these at each end of the picnic table, with the rectangle set up in the center.

On a small side table, I filled a S.A. medium bowl with water and floated 3 lady bug candles.

We outlined here patio door with 2 strings of parrot/palm tree lights. You can find them at a party store.  My demo table was in front of this door and this made a great lighted back drop for me.

I wore kahki shorts, and a hawaiian type shirt (with a J.B. tank top underneath.  The host gave everybody reminder calls to dress for the theme, the "best dressed" would win a prize.

J.B. music played the entire night, softly during my demo.

Everyone received a lei and a margarita as soon as they arrived. I prepared LOTS of tubs of frozen margarita mix, I served the first round and then the host did a great job of keeping the shaver going as refills were needed. 

I opened the show welcoming everyone to Margaritaville....Susan (the host) and I hope you all enjoy our little corner of paradise for the evening.  I asked if there were any fans of J.B. (some were, some didn't know until they recognized certain songs).  I explained that our plan was to kick back, relax, learn a new twist on an old favorite (cheeseburger), review products that would be "retiring" on 7/31, and have some fun.

Reviewed host benefits......offered party in a bag (displayed in a bag matching our decorations)  for 1st person to book a July or August show.

Talked about oppty - (I usually share "my story" and how much fun I have doing this, how flexible it is to schedule shows around my family, invite all to meet with me to learn more.

Demo'd the Cheeseburger Ring, and while it was in the oven we reviewed retiring items, and had a Jimmy Buffett Trivia Contest (taken from the Jimmy Buffett Trivia Book), gave a prize to the highest score.

Finished off the Ring (lettuce, slice tomatoes with US&G, condiments in bell pepper half).  Slid the ring from the stone onto the Square platter.  Did a little ketchup and mustard squiggle in each corner for a little bit of plate artistry.

Lit all the other candles as the sun was setting and the breeze disappeared.  The table looked great! And the lights looked great as it got darker too!

Did the ticket game for a special drawing for questions asked about the oppty.

Closing - Thanked everyone for coming, would love to bring a little bit of paradise to YOUR corner of the world, and help you earn free and discounted products by booking your own show.

I think this is a fairly good outline of what I did that night.  I have aother Margartiaville show booked for August, and we're going to do a burger bar instead of the ring. (You could also do a Cheeseburger Twist in Paradise)
