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This adorable buggy will make your baby shower. Like
the watermelon basket, use it to hold a bright mixture
of fresh fruits.

You will need:

1 short, oval-shaped Medium Stainless
watermelon Steel Scoop

1 orange or grapefruit 5-inch Self-Sharpening
for wheels Utility Knife

Red grape halves Masking Tape

Toothpicks V-Shaped Cutter

The method:

1. If the melon doesn't sit flat, cut a thin slice from the
bottom.

2, With the point of a knife, draw a horizontal line
dividing the first two-thirds of the melon into equal
halves. (See illustration.) Draw a vertical line over
the top of the melon to mark off the top of the buggy.
If desired, mark the cutting line with masking tape.

3. Push the V-Shaped Cutter deeply into the melon
along the marks, making sure the cuts connect.

4. Gently pull off the top section of the rind and set it
aside. Using the Medium Stainless Steel Scoop, remove
the red melon from inside the buggy. Cut up to, but
not into, the white inner rind.

5.Make wheels with “4-inch thick slices of orange. (Use
grapefruit for wheels if the melon is large.) Attach
them with toothpicks and push grape halves on the
picks. (See illustration.)

6. Fill the basket with balls of the melon you removed,
plus a mix of bite-sized fruits such as white and red
grapes, blackberries, strawberries, cherries, pineapple,
cantaloupe and honeydew melon balls.
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
