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This unusual punch bowl will dress up any party.
Wonderful for summer barbecues. You can make it the
day before and refrigerate it, wrapped in plastic wrap.

You will need:

1 oval watermelon

V-Shaped Cutter

5-inch Self-Sharpening Utility Knife
Medium Stainless Steel Scoop
Masking Tape

The method:

1. Cut a piece from the bottom of the melon so it will
sit flat. With the point of the V-Shaped Cutter, mark a
horizontal line around the melon so that the bottom
half will be about 2 inches deeper than the top. If
desired, mark the cutting line with masking tape.

2. Push the point of the V-Shaped Cutter deeply into
the melon anywhere on the horizontal line. Make a
second cut next to it, making sure to connect with the
first one. Continue until you reach the starting point.

3. Work the top loose and pull it off.

4, Remove the red fruit from inside the melon, using
the Medium Stainless Steel Scoop. Leave just a hint of
pink inner rind to make sure the bowl walls are thick
enough. Wrap in plastic wrap and refrigerate until it
is well chilled.

5. Fill with your favorite punch and ice cubes. Float
cartwheels of orange, lemon and lime on the punch
(see page 46).
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
