ALL NATURAL DOG BISCUITS
3 ½ cups all-purpose flour
2 cups whole wheat flour

1 cup rye flour (available at Larry’s or Whole Foods)

1 cup cornmeal

2 cups cracked wheat / bulgur (Larry’s or Whole Foods)

½ cup nonfat dry milk

2 teaspoons garlic salt

1 package dry yeast dissolved in ½ cup warm water

1 pint chicken (or other) stock

2 eggs, beaten

1 tablespoon milk

Preheat oven to 300˚.  Combine dry ingredients in large bowl.  Add dissolve dyeast and chicken stock.  Mix together; knead about 3 minutes until a stiff dough is formed.  Roll into ¼” thick sheets.  Cut with cookie cutters.  (No rising required) 

Put biscuits in 300˚ oven for 45 minutes.  Turn off heat, and leave in the oven overnight.  In the morning, they are bone hard, guaranteed to clean your dog’s teeth.
