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You will find many uses for notched cups. Make these
pretty holders with lemons, oranges, grapefruits, small
melons or tomatoes.

You will need:

1 citrus fruit, melon or tomato
V-Shaped Cutter

Quikut Paring Knife

Medium Stainless Steel Scoop

The method:

1. Push the point of the V-Shaped Cutter into the cen-
ter of the fruit. Pull it out and make a second cut, be-
ing sure to connect this cut with the first. Work your
way around the fruit.

2. Separate the halves.

3. Cut a thin slice off the bottom of each half so it will
sit flat. Carefully detach the fruit from the shell.

Tomato Notched Cup: Make the cuts near the top of
the tomato and remove just the top rather than cut-
ting it into halves. Remove the soft inside.

Cantaloupe or Honeydew Notched Cup: Use the
Medium Stainless Steel Scoop to clean out the inside
of the melon and remove the seeds.
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
