	10. Do I have to keep inventory on hand?

 You do not need to keep any products on hand.

11.   Do I have to make deliveries?

 Only if you want to.  All products purchased at shows are shipped directly by UPS to our hostesses.  

12.  Who pays the Hostess benefits?

Hostess benefits are paid for by The Pampered Chef®.

13. Are there any territories?

  No!  You may do a show anywhere!  If you have friends or   family in another location, it’s a great opportunity to visit and get a tax deduction!

14. Are there sales quotas I must meet?

There is no pressure from the company or me!  This is your business and you determine how much or how little you want to work.  To remain an active consultant you need to only submit $200.00 in sales every other month.

The most important thing you should remember about our company is that we have excellent products which are backed up by a terrific guarantee!  Our company is very focused on customer satisfaction and happiness with our products.  As a consultant, you will be very proud of the quality of the products you are offering and you are backed by a very supportive home office.
