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This little guy is adorable. Put him on cheese or meat
platters. Look for a firm pear with a shape that will
look like a mouse when cut.

You will need:

1 pear Vegetable Peeler

1 tablespoon lemon juice  5-inch Self-Sharpening
Toothpicks Utility Knife
Cloves Vegetable Peeler
1lemon Lemon Zester/Scorer
The method:

1. Peel the pear with the Vegetable Peeler and remove
the stem. With the 5-inch Self-Sharpening Utility
Knife, cut a slice from one side of the pear, removing
the rounded cheek, and discard the slice. Cut a sec-
ond slice from the same place about % inch thick.
(See iltustration.)

2. From the flat slice, cut out two pieces for the ears,
shaped like light bulbs with wide shanks. (See illus-
tration.)

3. Cut two small crosswise slits at the top of the nar-
row end of the pear. (See illustration.) Insert the ears
into these slits. If necessary, trim the shank ends to
make them fit. Drizzle lemon juice over the whole
mouse to keep it from turning brown.

4. Poke in cloves for the eyes and toothpick halves
for the whiskers. For the tail, cut a long string of
lemon peel with the Lemon Zester/Scorer, cutting
around the circumference. Make a hole in the blos-
som end of the mouse and poke the tail in. Curl it
around to look mouse-like.
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
