Wouldn’t it be great to eliminate a bill from your monthly budget?  Well, do you know that by doing just one show a week with the Pampered Chef you can eliminate almost any bill in your budget next to your mortgage?  Because on average, we make about $100 in an evening.  What could $400 do for you and your family at the end of the month?  
I have enclosed some reading material for you.  There is a Your Life Your Way pamphlet that gives a very brief overview and a Congratulations on Starting Your New Business pamphlet, which I included so you could see the wonderful bonuses you can earn in your first three months in addition to your commission.
When I was thinking about becoming a consultant, I was very excited and I came home and told my husband, Colin, all about it and asked what he thought.  He was a little bit skeptical and pretty much only wanted to know three things:

1. How much was this going to cost me (us) to get started?

2. When would I actually start to make money?

3. What kind of commitment was involved?

Here are the answers:

1. There are two starter kits available for purchase – the Super Starter Kit contains over $600 worth of products and business material and is $150.  The Ultimate Kit contains over $900 worth of product and business supplies and is $250.  These kits contain everything you need to get started.  

2. You usually have money in your pocket after your second show.  My first show sales were $789 – I received 20% commission on that, so I earned $157 – and that covered the cost of my kit.  My second show sales were $890, and I earned $178, which went right into my pocket.

3. All The Pampered Chef asks from you is 6 shows.  6 nights out of your life.  That’s it.  If, after your 6 shows, you decide that it’s not for you, you can walk away.  You will have over $600 in product and between $350 - 600 commission in your pocket from those 6 shows.  Not bad for a $150 investment.
A year and a half later, I have never looked back.  I love my job and I have the best boss I’ve ever had– me.  I cannot believe how much I have grown as a person in this last year.  While my primary motivation for starting wasn’t money – I really needed a social outlet, I am a very social person and that was the one and only drawback of staying at home with my kids – I have really enjoyed indulging myself and my family with a lot of little extras, and so has my husband. 

The beauty of The Pampered Chef is that you set your own schedule.  You can work as little or as much as you want.  We have an incredible support system and I have met some wonderful people and forged some amazing friendships in the year and a half  that I have been a consultant.  We like to say that you are in business for yourself, but not by yourself. (
