How to Work your Pampered Chef Business Around your Pregnancy!

Hi Jeri! It was soo awesome of you to take time to work & train with me today – it will definitely pay off for you & your family!!! I just wanted to take a moment and re-cap our conversation (

1. INTENTIONAL

a. Every action that you take in your business should get you to a final result and/or product that is your goal.
b. Every action or step is income producing!
c. This will help eliminate “mindless paperwork” and “stuff” – and make your business more streamlined, professional and simple!
2. Your little man is DUE to arrive in our world Feb 16   – Feb. 25th.  For argument’s sake – we went with Feb. 23, 2009 – as your “due date” – and for all intents & purposes – are using it as your “launch” date!

3. BACK TO WORK SCHEDULE – we agreed that you would generally be given a 6-7 week maternity leave in “corporate America” – and we’re scheduling as such after little man arrives.  Here are the dates we discussed :
a. APRIL 6nd – FIRST LIVE SHOW!
b. April dates – identify in the next week – and secure bookings with friends & family
i. A great way to ease back in to the business
ii. You can probably take little guy with you – since it’s family in April, so you’ll have instant baby-holders
iii. You’ll have to host coach them a little be differently (still being intentional) – but you’ll have dates and are ready to go back to work!
c. APRIL 13th – First week to book 2 shows per week

4. POWER MONTH – May 2009

a. During the remainder of your pregnancy, you’ll have plenty of time to contact past hosts, all of your customers – and your prospect list
i. Thank them for supporting you in the start of your PC business
ii. Share with them that May will be our Help Whip Cancer month – would they like to know how they can help fund cancer research? (this is where we talked about everyone knowing someone who has had cancer, etc.)

iii. You will review the HWC specials (which we’ll know in January 2009) – and ask them if they would like to join you in the fight for cancer by hosting a show or fundraiser during the month of May?
1. Once you have them on your calendar for May – offer them an incentive to host a catalog show NOW!
2. They can host a catalog show – after Christmas – and choose any item @ 60% off!!!!
3. When they host their live show in May – they can purchase 2 of the Host Specials!!!!!
4. If they get their catalog show to you by Feb. 6th – and keep their originally scheduled show date in May – you will bring the demo ingredients for their show in May!
5. You can also offer this same opportunity to your family members, too!

5. OBJECTIONS – some possible objections you feel you may hear – 

a. VACATION – let’s have a show when you get back – and maybe prepare a recipe from the location of your vacation – so you can remain on that vacation mode for a little bit longer!  
i. You can also show off your vacation pictures & tan!
b. NO MONEY/ECONOMY – please don’t worry – I won’t pressure or intimidate your friends & family. However – Pampered Chef shows are hugely popular right now – b/c our recipes are inexpensive and benefit the whole family! Just what everyone is looking for in today’s economic climate

c. GRADUATION –  a PERFECT reason to host a show! Get some graduation gifts – imagine providing the graduate with something he/she could really use as they head off to college – or to their first apartment! They will be so excited and appreciative!  Let’s host it early in May – so they’ll be back in time to wrap up for the graduation reception!
6. HOST PACKETS

a. Use this time wisely now – to prepare catalog show packets and be ready to make April & May host packets – as soon as you can order the supplies. You may even get me  to make some up for you – and just replace my catalogs & show planners!

b. Please keep your host packets simple!
i. Catalog show packet
1. 3 outside order forms, 2 catalogs, 1 copy of the host special & 1 Show Planner (3-2-1 just keeps popping up, doesn’t it!) 
ii. Kitchen Show packet

1. 3 outside order forms, 2 catalogs, 1 copy of the host special &  1 show planner,  1 package of invitations
7. YOUR CALENDAR – Organizationally

a. Green – highlight the dates you can do live kitchen shows in Green (Money!)

b. Yellow – highlight dates that are “off limits” in yellow – and schedule around your family commitments

c. Pink – highlight you office work time, team trainings, etc. – this is when you’ll be host coaching, customer care calls, preparing packets, etc.

d. You will be able to visually see balance in your calendar and your business

e. It’ll be more challenging to do right after a baby – but at least it’s a plan! (
8. NATIONAL CONFERENCE

a. July 9-11, 2009

b. Depending on how little guy is doing – you can bring your mom or sister with you, along with little man – and they can watch him while we are in our classes and workshops. They will provide a Nursing Mother room – so you’ll have a place to go quietly and be with him! (
c. If he’s doing well – and you feel like it – you can get away for a couple of days – and leave him at home for “boys club” – and get a few days to get away, invest in your business – and SLEEP on the ride up and home!!! (
d. Conference Club – you can set aside money from your paycheck to pay for it ( no fees ) – and if it turns out you can’t go – they will just put that money right back in to your paycheck! It’s not lost and gone forever!

e. For 2 shows a week – if there’s any way at all that you can swing it – you’ll be glad you did!!! (
By being Intentional with your business – you will find that you will work Smarter, and not Harder. This will also allow you to truly take a maternity leave – and bond with your new little guy, still give attention to big brother – and somehow find the energy to somehow stay awake long enough to talk to your husband!!! (
Please also know – Jane & I are here to support and encourage you each step of the way.  

There will be days when you will get nothing accomplished but nursing!!!!!  That just happens!!  But already having the host packets prepared, and/or delivered – the calls already made for the May & April shows – will let you enjoy that time and not feel that you are playing “beat the clock!”     When you have a down day, and you will, it’s OK to call me and share!!  You might even give me your words to use – that will bring you right back on track!!!   

You’re going to do AWESOME and have a great baby, a wonderful family – and be set up for a great business to kick start afterward!!!!
