PRICE IS RIGHT SHOW!

Have guests put their names in a hat/bowl when they arrive so that you can draw from this to pick guests to “come on down”.

Set up three chairs in the front as contestants row.  Leave whiteboards or paper and pens there for contestants to use to guess the price of the “item up for bid”

Item up for bid should be an item you are using for your recipe.  Talk about stoneware for example and then have contestants “bid” on that item.  If they get it bang on the price then give them a coupon for a dollar/pound off a 30 dollar/pound order.  The recipe should be really easy, and the items up for bid don’t have to be ones you are using that night, just ones you want to show off!  You could skip doing the recipe all together if preferred.

If you don’t have lots of products in your kit yet you can still do this theme by making cards with the items pictures on them.  Keep them all as individual pictures, even though some games ask for “group of products” because that way you can rearrange and use them again at different shows without having to reprint them.

Games when contestants “come up on stage”:

Golden Road:  Price of first item is given.  One digit from the next item is missing Contestant must choose one digit from the price of the first item to fill the missing spot.  If they get it right you move on to the next.  

Grocery Game:  Contestant is shown the ingredients for the recipe featured.  One by one they guess the cost of the items, and it is tallied up.  They must come within £1 of the actual price to win.  (some calculation may be needed prior if things are from “packages” ie carrots)

Hi Lo:  Shown Six products and the contestant has to pick the three highest priced ones to win.

Lucky Seven:  Contestant is given 7 x £1 coupons and is shown a package of six products.  One digit at a time the contestant guesses the price of the package, however many digits away the contestant pays that same amount of money.  The contestant must have at least 1 coupon left to win the game.

Queen of the Chopper – Pampered Chef exclusive game!  Ingredients that require chopping will be laid out and contestant has a certain time frame to chop them all in.

One Away – Shown a few products and the WRONG price for the total.  With exception of the first number, the remaining numbers are one digit away, either higher or lower.  Contestant has to guess each digit correctly to keep going.

Pick A Pair – shown six items and contestant has to pick the two that are the same price.  (have two sets of pairs to choose from, so it’s a bit easier)

Race Game – Shown four products and four prices and contestant has to match the prices with the products in 45 seconds.

Take Two – Given a price and then shown four products.  The contestant picks TWO products that add up to the price given.

3 Strikes – shown a product and the digits from the price are put into a bag along with 3 strikes.  Contestant pulls out a digit one by one and guesses where it belongs in the price, but if they pull out 3 strikes they lose.

Any Number – A product is displayed along with two loser prices, the contestant must choose from 0 – 9 one at a time and that number is displayed on the board.  If the contestant correctly guesses the price of the item first, rather than filling the incorrect spots they win the game

Bargain Price – The guest special is shown for this month and next month.  The contestant must guess which one is the better “bargain”

Buy and Sell – Shown three prizes and the wrong price for each.  The contestant must decide whether to “buy” or “sell” the prize.  If they buy the prize for more than it’s worth then they lose money, if they sell a prize for more than it’s worth then they gain money.  They win if they are ahead at the end of the game.

“THE BIG WHEEL”

Contestants who have played one of the above games go head to head in this game to determine who will advance.

Obviously creating a wheel would be too difficult so instead contestants pick numbers from a hat.  They can pick up to two numbers, person closest to $1/£1 without going over advances to the showcase showdown.  Have each denomination 3 times in the hat and only one £1. 

Do this after the first three “contestants” have been up on stage, and then again with the next three.  If you are running short on time you could do this after two instead.

“SHOWCASE SHOWDOWN”
You will now have two contestants who will be shown a “showcase” of items.  

(Include the host benefits, guest specials etc so that even if they have been to many parties they may not know the correct price with discounts etc.)  This is a perfect opportunity to explain host benefits, say something like  “ here is a showcase of items Mary received after hosting a party with £260 in sales, with one booking and 12 orders” How much did this cost Mary?”

They have to guess the correct price without going over. The person closest to the correct price wins the game!!

PRIZES:

Personally, it’s the theme show and fun that I’m selling here, not a bunch of free give aways.  I would give a £1 off coupon (£30 order) for each game won.  At the end of it all they would only have at most £1 for guessing correct price to get up on stage, 1 for winning their game, and 1 for winning the showcase showdown.  I’d also give away a door prize like the mini serving spatula if they win the entire thing, along with a package of mini muffins or something equivalent.

At least 4-6 people will have had the chance to win a coupon, and some may even have more than one.  This will entice people to spend £30 (or whatever price you choose) and help increase sales!
