Proposal for a Pampered Chef Fundraiser to benefit the Living Hope Church Kitchen
After spending some time in the kitchen, I decided that it might be helpful (and nice!) to find a way to upgrade and add to the kitchen utensils we currently have.

My suggestion is to hold a Pampered Chef fundraiser, through which Pampered Chef products and/or cash could be raised to supply the kitchen. As a Pampered Chef consultant I would be able to organize this, and would be willing to donate my commission to the fundraiser.

The general format would be that church members who were interested would take a catalog and order forms and collect orders from friends/family members/co-workers etc etc, and if desired, also place an order for themselves. Orders could also be placed on-line if desired. In addition, a “wish-list” or registry could set up so that anyone interested could purchase an item for the church, which would also count into the sales of the fundraiser. Obviously no-one should feel any pressure to place or collect orders. Money and/or Pampered Chef products would be raised depending on the total sales of the fundraiser. In addition, we would hold an open house or “cooking show” (probably on the afternoon of Sat 31st Jan).
There are two ways of structuring a fundraiser with The Pampered Chef® (TPC). A traditional fundraiser would raise cash for the church, which would be supplementing by me donating my commission. The up-side of this is that the church would be given checks and the money could be used to make purchases at any retailer. The money donated by TPC® is calculated as 15% of the sales, and my commission on fundraisers is also 15%, making a total of 30%. The down-side is that this is not a very high percentage (bear in mind however that the products sold are sold at regular retail price, not inflated as with other fundraising schemes, so that those who purchase items are getting good value for their money).
The second way to structure a fundraiser, would be to have the Church (or myself) “host” an ordinary “Cooking Show”, in which orders are placed and also may be collected from friends, family etc. In this scenario, the normal “host benefits” would be given to LHC, as well as my commission. The host benefits include free TPC products and discounts on purchases made after that. The one “negative” is that part of the funds raised would be in the form of dollars that must be “spent” on Pampered Chef products; however these are very high quality products that come with great warranties, something you don’t usually get when purchasing items at cheaper retailers! However, the benefit of doing the fundraiser this way is that my commission would be increased to 20%, and the $ amount of free products would well exceed the amount of cash donated by TPC in a traditional fundraiser. Also, as a special in January, extra free product value is being given when sales of great than $500 are reached, but in order to benefit from this bonus, the “cooking show” would have to take place in January. Orders could be collected and placed through Feb 10th. 
In addition, I would donate $5 for each show booked with me, in addition to my commission.

The only benefits to myself would be 1) Any future shows that would be booked through the fundraiser and 2) an increase in my “career sales” that would eventually increase my commission rate.
