Purse game
Have the guests keep their purses next to them during the show. Near the end of the show--play the purse game. Call out each item and the first person to hold it up gets a fake dollar bill. The person with the most money at the end gets a prize. Be creative and think of other items to add.
Items: Car Keys--then say, "with my Pampered Chef commission check, I am able to make the car payment and have money left over"
Family picture--being a pampered chef consultant allows me to work around my family's schedule.
Coupon--PC has different guest specials every month--let me know which item you'd like to buy on sale and I'll follow up with you.
Membership card--All Past Hostesses receive a Past Host Discount Card ---10% off for a full year after their show.
stamp--I submit orders electronically--so I don't need postage to send PC my orders.
cell phone--I accept individual phone orders.
Business card--Refer me to a friend--if they book a show--I'll give you free S/H on your next order.
Loose change--Please round your orders up to the next dollar--the extra change goes to your local food bank.
Credit Card---we accept Visa, MC and Discover
sunglasses---I can earn fabulous vacations with my PC business--This year San Diego and Hawaii!
Paycheck stub---let me tell you how to earn another one---the PC business is so easy to start--just $90 investment--and you'll earn that back in your first show!
Recruiting ticket game: At the beginning of your show tell guests that your favorite product is your job and they can start for just $90 and get $350 worth of products. I'll explain more later, but during the show think about questions you'd like to ask me about my business and I'll give something away for free.
Then towards the end of your show---"so, have you thought of some questions about My business? For each question, you'll get a ticket and the more tickets that you have, you'll have a better chance of winning this (I usually use a mini-whipper). Give each guest their half of the ticket and the other half goes in a batter bowl. Have hostess pick a ticket and give out prize.
