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The radish mouse is little and cute. This is a natural
for cheese trays, cold meat platters or sandwich plates.

You will need:
11large, oval-shaped Toothpicks
radish, root attached Cloves
2 small, round radishes  Quikut Paring Knife

The method:

1. Wash the radishes. Leave the root on the large, oval
one. Using the Quikut Paring Knife, cut the roots off
the round radishes. Cut the green tops off all the rad-
ishes.

2, Cut two slices from one of the round radishes, to
make the ears. (See illustration.)

3. Push a toothpick halfway into the stem end of the
large, oval radish (the mouse’s body).

4. Cut two V-shaped grooves in the whole, round
radish to hold the ears. (See illustration.) Place the
two round slices in these notches. Push cloves into
the head for eyes. Attach the mouse’s head to the
body by pushing the head onto the toothpick that
protrudes from the body.

5. For the whiskers, cut %-inch pieces from the ends
of the toothpicks and poke the blunt ends into the
head.
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
