I was just entering the orders from XXX’s show and I had so much fun yesterday!  What a great group!  What did you enjoy the most about it?  [That’s exactly what almost everyone says after going to a party!  I really enjoyed meeting everyone and they really enjoyed the recipes.   And I’m especially glad you wanted to talk to me about the Pampered Chef]

Tell me about what has you curious about the Pampered Chef business.
Would you like to talk about why you might want to become a Pampered Chef Consultant or do you simply need to know how to get started?

Have you ever done anything like this before?  [That’s fine!  I came from an accounting  background myself, but when I learned about what the flexible options Pampered Chef had for me, I knew I would get some benefit from it]

What other work experience have you had?  [I bet you learned a lot about {dealing with lots of different people}. That will be an asset to you with the Pampered Chef.]
What else keeps you busy when you are not at work?

Do you have family in the area? [Sounds like you have a pretty good network]
I’m curious, how would your family feel if you decided to do this?

From what you’ve said so far, it sounds like we should explore what the Pampered Chef opportunity in more detail so that you can see if it’s a good fit.
Did you have an opportunity to look over the booklet?  No?  That’s fine, let’s look at it together then.

[Go to the “What’s Your Dream” page] I remember when someone asked me what my dream was, it really got me thinking.  When you look at this list, what catches your eye?  [That would be wonderful, I’d love to help you achieve that!

[Go to the Support You page]  One thing I like about the company’s mission is their dedication to giving back to the community.  When you look at this list, what about it sounds good to you?  [I’ve really appreciated that too!]

[Go to Your Success page]  The great thing about this business is how much support there is for us from the great products we sell which already have a good reputation to the training and information available.  As you’ve been thinking about the business, is there anything you’d especially hope to receive training on?


Product knowledge:  I remember that feeling so well.  Remember at XXX’s party how everyone talked about their favorite Pampered Chef products and what they use them for?  Did you notice how the guests really made the other’s feel so sure about the products?  I continue to get great tips from guests at my shows plus you will get to know your kit products by using them in your own home and there’s even more information in our Online Training Center.  Does that help you feel more confident?


Holding shows:  I promise you’re going to feel comfortable about that.  First there is online training on every part of the business, including doing your first cooking show!  There’s even a DVD that comes with your kit that walks you through each step of the show.  But what I love the most is the show outline cards that come with the kit—you can take them to your show to help remember what to say and what to do.  Would those training tools be helpful to you?

[Go to Business Everywhere page]  did you notice how much fun everyone had yesterday?  As you look at this list, who do you know who might enjoy hosting a Cooking Show?
If you decide to do this, how many shows would you want to do each week? [That’s great, I’m curious, how much money would you want to earn each month?]

[Go to Income page]  One of the things I didn’t “get” right away was that when I needed more income, I didn’t have to ask anyone for a raise, I just have to make some contacts and add more shows to my calendar.  That’s helped our family a lot!

When I’ve talked to people in the past, I know that there are generally three questions that people ask themselves:  

1. Could this work for me?  Based on what you’ve shared with me [experience, # of shows, contacts} I think you would be great at doing this.

2. Is there help available?  I hope  you feel comfortable with all the support that is offered, both from our company and from our team

3. Finally, a question only you can answer:  Do I want to do this?  So what do you think?  Do you want to be a part of the Pampered Chef team?

YES:  Let me be the first to welcome you to the Pampered Chef!  It’s really simple.  You set your goals, take advantage of the resources, be consistent, and of course have FUN, you’ll be off to a great start.  I’m so glad we are going to be working together!  Let’s get your kit ordered!

NO:  Thanks for your time and I appreciate that this isn’t right for you now.  I hope that if that ever changes that I will be the one you’ll want to work with.  Can we stay in touch?

UNSURE:  I’m glad you want to think about it, that means you are interested enough to take it seriously.  Can I ask what you need to think about the most?  What is keeping you on the fence?  [It’s normal to feel a bit hesitant when we start something new, but sometimes the only way is to give it a try, would you like to try it out?
