· How many of you can walk into Wal-Mart and spend $90?  And what do you get for it?

· When I'm going over the survey slip. I tell everyone I
make about $100 every night and it's legal.


· If becoming a cooking Consultant is not your thing how about becoming a Catalog Consultant or something along those lines. Some people are not interested in doing CookingShows so the Catalog Consultant thing has worked well for many that I know.

· If you can open a can of Pillsbury dough, you can do this job! 

The hardest part of my job is learning how to work everyone’s microwave!

· "What qualifies me to do this.....Absolutely nothing!" 

· "If you love all of our products-do what I do!" 

· "Take the catalog home with you. Someday you may need me or you may need this business in your life."

· If you can talk on the phone and cook dinner...Let's face it we do it all the time, then you can do what I do! Talk to me after the demo if you think you're interested and I'll give you some more information!

· When I graduated college, I never thought I would grow up to be a party lady, but I can't think of anything else I would rather be doing right now."


· "Can you believe they pay me for having so much fun." 

· "The first time I tried this recipe at home for my family for dinner, I got to write off the ingredients as a business expense. After all, nobody can expect you to take the recipes public without trying them at home first."

· If you cook at home, you should get paid to do it.  Even if you just bake, you should get paid to do it1
· Start your show with: "See if you can top this one: How many of you have had a job where you went in for 6 days and on the 7th day said `this isn't for me' and your boss said `That's Okay', here's your paycheck Thank you very much and keep everything in your office!"

· When you drop something during a show.  "Good thing you don't have to 
interview for this job!" or "You don't have to be a PERFECT chef to 
be a Pampered Chef!"

· During the down time. "If you are thinking you could use an extra $400 a month I'll bet you can do this better than I can!" or "anybody can do this for a hundred bucks!"

· While using the Food the Food Chopper " hear that sound??? That's the sound of my PC Business "We ask less of you than a bowling league. Don't forget that you get paid too! 

· Every time I go to work it's a party.

· Earn money and free products while having fun.


· I make an average of $50 an hour.


· "Want to find out how to make $30/hour, Call me NOW!" (on the back of your card.) 

· Did you see that you are buying things that come in our Super Starter Kit? You are paying for the kit right now, why don't you give this a try and instead of getting $50 worth of products for $50 you can get $350 worth of products for $50. It is easy and I will help you. 

· "I am a Recruiter for my company, I invite you to consider joining our Pampered Chef TEAM. Whether as a catalog consultant, only doing book parties, as a hobby
or part time job, or even as a Leader on my Management TEAM."
Do only 6 shows and THEN decide if Pampered Chef is for you! 

· "How many of you have ever recommended a Pampered Chef product to one of your friends or family members?"  Hands go up.  "That is what I do when I spend a fun evening out with Ladies and Gentlemen like you. That is all is takes to be a consultant, just talking about all the wonderful tools Pampered Chef has to make cooking fun and help people spend more time around the table." pause " The only difference is that I get paid to do it!" 

· I've found that many hosts decide they'd like to give PC a try, and hosts even receive a discount on the kit! 

· I normally receive 2-3 bookings at a show, and if it's something you're considering, I'll be happy to give you those bookings to help you get started. 
· Now as I said before, some of you were probably watching me tonight thinking "I could do that" and some of you thought "I could do better than that!", but maybe some of you thought "I could never do that", and if that's the case, you might want to consider becoming a catalog consultant, you know, just show the catalogs and take orders without doing a live show. 

· While talking to Hostess during first coaching call: Pampered Chef has an "exclusive offer" for hosts only. You are able to purchase our starter kit for only $50....." 
· "What have you got to loose??"

· Which recruit would CHEWS you? 

Purchase multi-packs of the chewing gums mentioned in this presentation. Put the sticks of gum in your baskets/bowls (whatever product you sell). AS guests arrive, they each take a stick of gum.   They can chew the gum, but have them save the wrapper. 

Have guests listen closely and when you hold up the kind of gum they have, they yell out the name of the gum. 

"Is there anyone here who would like more CAREFREE time this summer, and at the same time, create some JUICYfruit PROFITS? If you want these EXTRAs, talk to me tonight. 

I'll show you how to DOUBLEmint your fun and $$ this summer. The best part is you get bursts of encouragement.  My boss and I get along really well. In fact, sometimes I "pamper" my boss w/extravagant gifts or bubble baths because I care about them so much. (before you jump to conclusions - my boss is me) 

· If I need a raise, I add a few more shows a month.


· I can schedule my vacations anytime. I don't have to wait for seniority to take theirs first.


· I can be there when my family needs me. Work doesn't interfere with them.
