St. Patrick’s Day Show Ideas

These are ideas I have gathered from here and there .... so if they are your original ideas ... THANKS for helping and sharing them!

~ Make your own special Invitations to give to your hostess to use. Use green cardstock. I am also including on my invitations ... "Bring your invitation & wear green to the show for an extra lucky drawing from the Pot ‘o Gold".

~ Have a Pot ‘o Gold Drawing. For every $30 they spend, they can choose a piece of "gold" (a coupon) from the pot. Use simple things/items on the coupons that are within your budget to give away. For example: 10% off your next order; Book a show today and I’ll bring the food to your show; $10 off any open stock piece or cookware piece; $5 off any stone; etc

~ Cut out shamrocks from green paper and put your open show dates on them. Then hang them from your table with gold ribbons. Offer them something "extra" if they take one of these lucky dates.

~ Have a contest for the person who wears the MOST green.

~ Use chocolate gold coins to pass out at the show. Use this in any of the games you play.

~ Buy inexpensive green hats at the dollar store and pass them out with a recipe tucked inside.

~ If your recipe uses cream cheese, tint it green.

~ Do the Fast Fudge and use white milk chocolate chips and a white frosting and then tint it green with food coloring.

Recipe Ideas:

*Cool Veggie Pizza with all green veggies

*Green Fruit Tray using kiwi, granny smith apples, pears, grapes, etc.

*Veggie Tray in the Chillzanne with all green veggies – broccoli, bell pepper, celery, etc.

*Baked Alaska and tint it green

*Bake a sheet of brownies and top with grated Andes mints

* On large round stone do a sugar cookie shaped like a shamrock. Then mix 8 oz. Cream cheese and 1/3 c. sugar and spread on top. Then use Pistachio pudding (green) or White Chocolate pudding with green food coloring and shaved white chocolate and green sprinkles on top.

*Pampered Chef Dip with Dill mix

*Chicken Broccoli Ring in the shape of a horseshoe pattern

*Zesty Crab Salad in Cucumber boats

*Leprechaun Lime Drink ~ 

1 quart lime sherbert

½ cup limeade concentrate

2 tablespoons sugar

24 oz. Lemon lime soda

1 to 2 cups crushed ice

Using ice cream dipper, spoon sherbert into Quick Stir pitcher. Measure limeade concentrate into pitcher using adjustable scoop. Add sugar using adjustable spoons. Add soda using Measure All cup. Mix all ingredients in Quick Stir Pitcher. Pour into glasses and zest a small amount of lime zest using the zester/scorer and serve
