“Have you ever bitten into a gritty piece of lettuce in your salad? Yuck! I've discovered the absolute BEST way to clean your greens and keep them hydrated, crisp and fresh. Let me introduce you to the new Salad/Berry Spinner!”
 

“The pump top has a simple locking tab that keeps the push-down pump compressed and flush to the lid for storage. To unlock, just slide the lock back. It's very easy to do.”
 

“Just push down on the pump-handle. The basket inside the bowl spins, and water is extracted from the greens out of the basket, away from the greens, and out into the bowl. Push the pump-handle down a few times to keep it spinning and allow the centrifugal force to extract the water. You don't need to push more than maybe four to six times. It is easy to do – kids can help in the kitchen by doing it.”
  
“The Salad Spinner is easy to clean. The plastic bowl is top-rack dishwasher safe, but since it primarily only has water in it, I just rinse and dry.”
