The Pampered Chef  - Fact Sheet



What is The Pampered Chef and who started it?

The Pampered Chef is a multi-million dollar direct sales company started in 1980 by Doris Christopher. Doris was a Home Economist at one time and had access to high quality kitchen tools that were not sold in stores. Doris knew that many kitchens lacked the proper equipment to make cooking easier and more fun. It was her idea to make these tools available to everyone and to teach people how to use them through in home demonstrations.



What makes The Pampered Chef different from other typical home parties?

The most unique thing about TPC is that our shows are so much fun that guests can't wait to have their own. To effectively show our kitchen tools, we cook at our shows and then the guests get to sample the recipes. Our products are extremely marketable.  Men and women of all ages can use our products. Whether they like to cook or not, our products will help your customers in the kitchen!



How does a typical show for The Pampered Chef work?

The Host selects one or two recipes from a list or from suggestions you have given her/him. Or, when you are first starting out, you can tell them the recipe(s) you will be making, until you expand your recipe selection. The Host will purchase the ingredients for you to make the chosen recipes. Then you will use those ingredients to prepare the recipes in front of the guests using our kitchen tools. The guests then get to sample the food as refreshments. The guests will purchase products and the host will get free and discounted products for hosting the show.



Is it difficult to get bookings?

No. Our hosts love not having to prepare anything to serve their guests because you do it. They also like the fact that you are not going to pressure their guests into having a show. The other thing that is a big hit is the generous host program offered by The Pampered Chef. There are a few reasons why people have shows of their own. The shows are fun and they want to entertain their friends, they will get free and discounted products, and they want to help out the host of the show they booked from. At a typical show, you will have 2 or 3 guests thinking of having a show of their own.

How much work is there after the show is complete?

There is very little to do after the show. We have a computer program titled "Pampered Partner" that you will receive with your Super Starter kit. You enter everything in the computer and send the show over the phone lines to the Pampered Chef. Or, if you don't own a computer, you can fill out just one master order form and mail it with payment. Either way, Pampered Chef then processes the order and ships it directly to the hostess via UPS.

Why do people choose a career with The Pampered Chef?

All types of people choose to start a Pampered Chef business and for many reasons.  Our field of Consultants is made up of people at home (moms, retirees) and people with other employment. They start their businesses for additional income, a creative outlet, to make money to contribute to the household finances, but yet still be home with the children, or to just have contact with the general public. The flexible schedule and flexible earning potential make The Pampered Chef ideal for so many people.



What types of earning potential can I expect?

A new consultant earns a commission rate from 20% - 25%, depending on the sales you submit for the month. An average show is $470, which would mean you would make at least $94 for an average show. In our area, most consultants earn significantly more.  Many consultants have show averages in the $500 - $600 range, which would mean you would make more money per show! After reaching $15,000 in career sales, the commission rate is increased to  22% - 27%.



Are there any other incentives?

Yes! The Pampered Chef offers many other incentives for things for you to earn. From Pampered Chef products to gift certificates for shopping, from weekend getaway packages to all expense paid trips to places like Disney World, Hawaii, Alaska and Cancun, from camera's to Coach products, they offer us many incentives throughout the year!



Is there room for advancement?

Of course there is room to grow. If you decide to share your excitement and sponsor others, you will be eligible to promote to Director, the first level of our management structure. There are 5 additional levels for you to achieve. All the management levels receive overrides, a monthly business allowance, free product samples, an advertising allowance, and increased discounts on merchandise. All of this is The Pampered Chef's way of rewarding you for training and leading your consultants to success!



How much is the investment to begin my own Pampered Chef business?

Our Super Starter program is $90. With that investment, you will receive a kit that includes products, apron, crate and paperwork to begin your business, all valued at $350. And in your first 3 months of business, you will also have the opportunity to earn up to $1750 in additional Pampered Chef products by selling at certain sales levels. Or, you can host a show of your own and use your host points for your kit, reducing the price of the Super Starter kit to $50.


How will I be trained?

There are several ways in which you will be trained. Your Director will hold a new consultant training before your first show.  This can be done over the phone  if you  are a  long distance from your Director.   You may also want to begin by observing other consultants doing demonstrations. You can also borrow one of many video tapes from the Home Office library or from your Director. And lastly, there are monthly sales meetings conducted by your Director or one in your area.
Do men ever get involved in this business?

Absolutely! We have found that men are as successful as women.



Will I have to keep inventory or make deliveries?

No. The order will be shipped from The Home Office of The Pampered Chef directly to the host, so you don't have to stock inventory in your home or make deliveries.



Will The Pampered Chef let me just give it a try?

Yes!! When you sign on with The Pampered Chef, you are only signing up to do 6 shows! This means that if you try it for 6 shows and then decide it's not for you, you simply don't do any more. You keep your kit and any commission or products you have earned along the way. It's that simple. What have you got to lose?



Is there anything else I should know?

The benefits that the hosts receive for having a show are paid for by The Pampered Chef. Also, the company processes credit cards for us and pays for all credit card fees. Twice a year we change 'seasons', we have a Spring/Summer Catalog and a Fall/Winter catalog. When the season's change, The Pampered Chef will mail you a changeover package which will include catalogs, receipts, etc. to get you started for your shows in the new season. The package is free to you; You are charged  $4.50 to cover the shipping. There are new products introduced when the new catalog comes out. You will have an opportunity to purchase these products at a discount, it's not mandatory that you have them, so it's not an added expense unless you choose to do so.
