Tool Turn-About Wedding Cake Instructions

I FINALLY did find it-it's on page 11 of the Consultant Newsletter, from August, 2001. 

The directions are as follows: 

· Tool Turn-About Wedding Cake 

· 4-5 yards white decorative trim 

· 2 1/2-3 yards beaded bunting 

· Assorted silk flowers of varying size (optional) 

· Low-heat glue gun or  "Tacky Wax" 

· Kitchen Shears or  craft scissors 

· Pen and tape measure 

1. Measure diameter of Tool Turn-About base with decorative trim, and cut to size with 1/2 inch overlap.  Glue trim to base. 

2. 2. Mark evenly spaced increments around rim of each level of the turn-about---approximately every 5 1/2 inches on lower level, every 4 inches on middle level and every 3 1/2 inches on top level. 

3. Starting with one end of the beaded bunting on the rim of the lower level, glue the bunting at each marking, allowing it to hang to 1/3 of the way down the side of the turn-about between each marking. When you reach the starting point, continue the bunting, letting it hang 2/3 of the way down the side of the turn-about. Repeat step 3 for the middle and top levels. 

4. Measure, cut and glue the decorative trim, as detailed in step 1, on top of the beaded bunting on each rim of the turn-about. 

5. Glue individual silk flowers to base of the turn-about, on top of the decorative trim, if desired. 

6. Place any remaining silk flowers in the top opening of the turn-about, if desired. 

Decorating Tip: You can also decorate the "wedding cake" with and bride and groom cake topper. 

Hope this helps!! Also, I would like to tell you that I used tacky glue...never again!! The beading kept sticking, only to my fingers!! I would highly recommend you use the hot glue gun!! Mine took so long, it's now stored, decorated, in a plastic bag, because I don't want to ever have to fight with it again!! 

Also, I used all white trim and beads, then got her colors for the flowers, which I placed into various opening in the turn-about. This way, it's ready to go again, and the colors can be very easily adapted to her color scheme. I also made a little "wreath" of flowers, which I placed at the bottom of the turn-about, for more flowers, but they aren't glued on. 

This "cake" sits perfectly on our Simple Additions medium square, too..
