
SO YOU SIGNED UP FOR A FAIR!


Once you have secured a spot at a fair and assigned times for helpers, it is important that your money does not go to waste.  Just setting up your products and sitting behind the table or booth, will not get your name out there.  There are some fundamentals to be addressed.  Be Tigger, not Eeyore!

· SMILE!  Your teeth should be dry!

· NEVER SIT!  If the crowd is very thin, talk to other vendors.  If someone is feelingweak, have a high bar stool to sit on or lean on!

· INVITE people to your booth and engage them in conversation.  Ask questions of them and listen to their answers.

· ROLEPLAY ahead of time at a meeting.  One being the consultant and the other being a reluctant fairgoer.

· SMILE!  You are so glad to be there.

· Concentrate on BOOKINGS and SHARING THE OPPORTUNITY!

· WEAR a white shirt or blouse and a bright apron.

· Use the SUPER STARTER BOX for prize slips

· OFFER free recipe ingredients for the show booked from the fair.

· DISPLAY BIG ITEMS and SHINY tools.  Don’t jam up the Tool Turn-about with too many products.

· Bring a basket of colorful RED and GREEN apples, and ask if they have ever seen or used the APCS.

· If children come up to your booth, ask them to bring their grown-up over to see the Apple Peeler Corer Slicer, Cut ‘N Seal or the Food Chopper.

· SMILE!  Your feet don’t hurt!  You wore comfortable shoes!

· Don’t serve food.  Don’t CLUTTER the table.

· If you pass out flyers, have a RECIPE on it.  No one throws away recipes!

· Recycle OLD CATALOGS and highlight the expiration date.  Pass out BUSINESS CARDS.

· Use a SOLID COLORED CLEAN tablecloth.

· Makeup a flyer on HOW TO  return or replace products, for complainers.( If they have the receipt, don’t have the receipt, or the customer service number).

· Bring REPLACEMENT PARTS order forms with you

· Use the Pampered Chef POSTERS as part of your display.

· SMILE! Put on fresh lipstick!

· Learn what to say if they never heard of Pampered Chef, if they have a lot of products, or have been to lots of shows.  (We do cooking demonstrations and show how to use great kitchen tools in people’s homes, what is your favorite product?  Have you ever thought of doing something like this? Come see what‘s new!)

· Put sequins or sparkles in the Quick-Stir Pitcher water.

· Display all of the COOKBOOKS.

· SMILE!  Be happy!  

· ASK someone interested in knowing more, if they would be interested in attending a dessert and coffee hour when you schedule one.
